One-Hundred-and-Ninth. .street, and gives
shelter to eight families, consisting in all of
about forty persons.
According to the

STATEMENT OF THE LANDLADY,
wbicb was corroborated by her husband on
Monday last, somewhat late in-ihe afternoon
a man giving his name as Corb'eft called and
engaged the third floor for a few days. He
told her that he bad just arrived from an
inland town in Pennsylvania with his fam¬
ily and some relatives, and was going back
to Ireland on the first out-going steamer.
The landlady had no hesitation in letting
the vacant floor for any term that the tenant
might desire, and on Tuesday the party,
consisting of eleven persons, moved in and
occupied the floor. None of them were sick
when they took possession, nor did she know
of any illness among them until Thursday,
when she met Dr. Cocks on the stairs. This
was quite early in the morning. In the af¬
ternoon Dr. Cocks and Health Officer Janes
called in company, and tbe landlady was
told not to visit the people on tbe third
floor. All she knows further is that one of
the women was taken away in a coffin at 10
o'clock yesterday morning, and that the rest
of the party were placed on board a tug
and taken away at 2 o'clock in tbe after¬
noon.

FROM DR. COCRS,
who attended the case, it was learned that
he was called on Thursday morning to see
a woman at Xo. 345, who was said to be
suffering from puerperal-fever, consequent
upon a miscarriage. As the symptoms then
appeared, the statement of course was suffi¬
cient to explain them; but suspecting that
the truth bad not been told, and finding
that an examination did not verify the
story, Dr. Cocks questioned Mrs. Corbett
very carefully, and finally obtained the ad¬
mission that they bad all left Memphis on

Friday morning (a week ago yesterday) and
had arrived in New York ou 31 on day night.
The party consisted of eleven persons.
namfcly, the sick woman, Mrs. Johanna
Brennan ; her two sisters, Mrs. Corbett and
Mrs. Fitzgibbons; their husbands; three
girls of the respective ages of thirteen, six¬
teen, and twenty-one; and Mrs. Corbet t's
three children, respectively one, tsvo, and
four years old.

THE GIRLS, WHO WERE ORPHANED

by the yellow-fever epidemic of lust year,
liad been adopted by Mr. and Mrs. Fifzgib-
bons, and were on their way to Ireland with
their foster-parents. Mr. Brennnn had re¬
mained in Memphis to settle his business
affairs previous to joining his wife in this
city. The passage-money to Qneenstown

. Had already been paid, and the party were
to leave to-day, Mr. Corbett, who was well
acquainted in New York, having bargained
for the mattresses and other articles of
an outfit essential to comfortable steer¬
age life. On Tuesday night Mrs. Brennan
was attacked with violent pains in the
bead and limbs. These were followed by a
violent attack of shivering and ague, which
was succeeded by a persistent high fever.
On Thursday afternoon the unfailing symp¬
tom of black-vomit declared itself, and con¬
firmed the suspicious of Dr. Cocks that the
case was one of yellow-fever. Mr. Corbett,
on being cross-examined, now confessed
that Memphis, not an obscure town in Penn¬
sylvania, had been the home of the party,
until recently, for several vears. Dr. Cocks
reported the affair to the Board of Health,
and an investigation was instituted.
Finding
MRS. BREXXAX TOO SICK TO BR MOVED,

Sanitary-Superintendent Janes isolated the
patient and promptly advised Dr. Vander-
pool that the services of the quarantine tug
were required. At 6 o'clock yesterday
morning, having passed a night of great
agony, Mrs. Brennan expired. Her re¬
mains were, bv order of the sanitary super¬
intendent, immediately inclosed in a her¬
metically-sealed metallic coffin and convey¬
ed to Calvary Cemetery, Mr. Corbett alone
being permitted to follow tbe body to the
grave. The household effects and clothing
of tbe party were at the same time removed
to tbe disinfecting depot in Worth street,
and the premises were thoroughly fumi¬
gated with sulphur.
In the mean time, on Thursday night,

MRS. FIl ZGIBBOXS AND MRS. CORBETT

began to complain of weariness and pains
in the head and limbs, and although positive
symptoms of yeHow-fever bad not declared
themselves, it was deemed best to isolate
them from the rest of the party, and they
were placed in an apartment by themselves,
where they remained until the tug arrived
from quarantine. They were then placed
in tbe forward part of the boat, tbe rest oc¬

cupying tbe cabin,* and the little tu<r
steamed down, the river at 2 o'clock in the
afternoon, leaving Harlem in. happy igno¬
rance of the fact tbat yellow-fever bad just
paid a visit to one ol its most squalid tene¬
ments.

In carrying out that purpose
it is proposed to call on all citizens for
moral and material support. All contri¬
butions should be sent to President Por¬
ter, so that by unifying efforts the great¬
est good may be done to the greatest num¬
ber.

They are implored to
protect the good name of the citv from pos¬
sible imputation by the world at large of
being a community of beggars.

THE RlflflT OP STATES TO ESTABLISH HEALTH
AND (iUAUANTWE LAWS SUSTAINED BT THE
ACTING SECRETARY OF TBE TREASURY.
Washington*, Jnly 26..The Acting Sec¬

retory of the Treasury, in a Tetter to the
Secretary of State, in reply tv a note ad¬
dressed to the Secretary of the Trenaury, in
which 3Ir. Evarts slates that tUe .Mexican
and British 3Iinister3> have called his atten¬
tion to the recent proclamation of Cfovemor
Micbolls, of Louisiana,, establishing a quar¬antine affecting the nn>st extens-ive com¬
merce, and apparently effecting tbe most
sweeping proscription c* tbe saroer says:" I am compelled to tbe conclusion thaC the
right of States to establish quarantine and
health laws has always "Ven fully recog¬nized by C'onarress, nnd ttfiat tbe customs
officers of the United State* are made s\s*K>r-
dinato to the State authorities in such mat¬
ters. Indeed, section 4792 of the Revised'
Statutes expressly provides* that : 4 Quar¬antine and other restraints established l>v
tbe health laws of nny State roiipecMng ai>yvessels arriving at or bound te any port oV
district tbfreof shall be duly observed l<ythe officers of customs revenue of the
United States, by the masters and'erews of
the several revenue-cutters, and by the-
roiUtauv afijUi^jrs commanding in any port of
station upon the sea-coast; and all such
officers of tbe United States shall faithfullyaid in the execution of such quarantines and
health laws according to ttieir respective
power and within their respective pre¬
cincts, nnd as they shall be directed from
^time to time by the Secretary of the Trea¬
sury.' Although it would seem that Con-
'gress, by its recent legislation, has assumed
me power wilh reference to establishing
quarantine regulations which has not be-
foie been exercised, yet no new power has
been conferred upon the Secretary of the
Treasury to interfere with the execution of
State regulations such as arc established
under the proclamation ol Governor >Ti-
cholls."
