Tiie competition that
overwhelms the market with cheap wheat,
cheap tobacco, aud chcap corn, is what he
has to .complain of, if of anything; and

. tWs ¦competition Parson Massey would in-
j. crease by his abuse of ull the classes in the

community who now purchase what tbe
farmer raises.
But are the farmers such fools as to sup-

.. pose that they have any real frieuds in a

. gang of demagogues, who traverse the State
with their pockets full ef money, complain-
-ingofbard times and high taxes, though
tbey never did an honest day's work In their
lives? It is an insult to a farmer to be
talked to in the way in which these unprin¬
cipled demagogues talk to him. He should
resent such appeals.

Sherman a Sliver Lunatic.
Wonders will never cease. Secretary

Sherman is on the platform which we

mounted a j'ear or two ago. He has not a

word to say as to the impossibility of hav¬

ing two standards of value. not a word as

to the monstrous folly of people who sup¬
pose that there could possibly be two such
standards.not a word indeed that we could
not have endorsed a year ago.. But a3 be
has come out for silver dollars equal in
value to gold dollars, we may have to go for
free coinage. We'll think of it. Mr. Sher¬
man said in Ltis speech at Lew iston, Maine:
There is scarcely any division of opinion

on this question of t lie unlimited coinage
of gold and silver, if you will make I lie
silver dollar equal in value to the gold dol-.
lar. Republicans arc in favor of the is?ue
of silver dollars; but we want to make
them equal in value to the gold dollar.
That has been the doctrine held by our
fathers. I might quote to you from the
language of JVflerson and Hamilton and all
the founders of the Government. When
the first coin was issued, bi-mctallic monej*
was provided for by law, and Joflers&n and
Hamilton both concurred in a careful ex-
aminaiion and analysis to find what was

the relative value of the two metals at
that time, and they determined that
fifteen ounces of silver was equal
to one ounce of gold, and that
was the true relative market value. In
1835 Congress determined that sixteen
ounces of silver to one of gold was the true
ratio, but now sixteen ounces of silver are
not worth one of gold. If we would issue
silver dollars of the old rate we should have
a dollar worth eighty-tive cents in silver
and a >:old dollar worth one hundred cents.
Free coinage of silver at the ratio of sixteen
to one means the single standard of silver.
What we object to is the coinage 0/ a silver
dollar which is worth only eighty-five cents,
and which thus will demonetize gold and
leave silver the 'only basis of our coinage.
. Bow do you like the responses from the
country ? Is there anywhere any fear of the
Mozart-Hull party manifested ? Nay, verily;
the people ate not to be humbugged by the
demagogues.

We should like to know what authority

Mossey, Paul, and others of that stripe have
for addressing the Conservative people of
Virginia.

voters to maintain them iu their position of
bolters from the Conservative principles,
or to ask support from those who differ-
from tbe platform enunciated by the Mo-
zart-Ilall leaders.

Up to last Tuesday afternoon at Richmond
about §6,000,000 of the amount (nearly a
fifth of the whole debt) had been funded,
and the associations, it is stated, now have
in their possession many more bonds than
are required to make "up the $8,000,000.
The arrangement is a contract which mav
be enforced by the courts. It simply can't
be repealed, and the promises to do 'so are
irredeemable. How long is tbe time of the
people to be used and tbe patience of tbe
people to be abused, and for what pur¬
pose ?.Staunton Vindicator.
