A Flying Machine.
MR. EARI/S INVENTION.POSSIBILITIES OF
AERIAL TRAVEL.THE INVENTOR'S DREAM.
In tlie increased prosperity of Baltimore,

the improvement in business and manufac¬
turing of all kind*, and the great port of
export which the city has now becom?, the
inventive genius of the people is fast ex¬

panding. An evidence of this was brought
to Iisht yesterday by the announcement that

a Lnltiinorcan bad procured a caveat from
the Patent Office at Washington for the in¬
vention of an " improved flying and life-
xf~iri? l?irC^ne.'" The inventor's name is
All. II. . Earl; he lives on Gilmor street
near Lan vale, and is in the emplov of the
Northern Central railway in the freight de-
M r ne'?rt.e!! of t,ie American called on

i
" »'ii Right and made some inquiries

about the new machine which is to revolu¬
tionize- all the present methods of locomo¬
tion for the human family, and render it a

journey of but a few minutes from the
northwestern section of the city to Canton .

and that through the air, away from the
dusty streets and the noise of the citv.
Mr. Earl produced a photograph 'of his

flying machine, and endeavored to make it
clear to the reporter that there was no pos¬
sibility of the thing not working, and that
one only had to work the arms to soar away
heavenwards over the highest steeples,
hills, rivers, and valleys, and that by work-
in? one arm and letting the other remain
idle the aeronaut could travel in anv desired
direction.
There is no doubt about the caveat havinir

been issued by the Government, even if
some sceptical people may not feel certain
of the entire success of the invention. As
near as possible the following is a descrip¬
tion of it: A tight- fitting suit, consisting of
pants and jacket in one piece, and, when
fastened, being water-proof, forms the
foundation. On this is fastened securely a
reservoir, which is placed on the back, run¬

ning from the shoulders down to the waist,
and which is to be made of oiled silk, and
large enough to elevate the wearer and
about forty pounds of ballast. To each arm
will be attarhed a wing, made of silk, with
&tee! wires for ribs. So far the machine pro¬
vides only for flying, but the most beautiful
part of the invention 4 remains to be de¬
scribed. The emulator of the birds having
been gracefully lifted into the air, appears
in a horizontal position, with the face
downward. After 11 ping around a little
while his arms become tired, and as
" oiv.dftv " flringr nineties are to be
introduced, some means had to be found
to keep the thing moving while the arms
were resting-. To accomplish this, a mast
about four feet long will be raised on the
flyer's back, from a spot near the waist, be¬
ing firmly secured in its position by cords
and halyards. Upon this a triaugu'lar sail
will be placed, which extends from the mast
to the feet of the occupant of the air-ship.
3Ir. Earl says that he has a system of cords
and pulleys by which the sail can be hoisted
or lowered, and that when it is up, and a

good still' wind blowing, he feels sure he
will be able to make good time. lie has cal¬
culated that he can sail fully three fourths
on the wind with his triangular sail, and
that is more than many a centre-board yacht
i* capable of doing. The whole apparatus
is calculated to weigh about twenty-live to
thirty-live pounds, and Mr. Earl is going to
work at once to have one made. He is look¬
ing around for a competent balloon-maker,
and if he can find one in this city will have
the suit made here; if not, he* will have
to go to 2s ew York to engage the man who
made the New York Graphic balloon, so fa¬
mous a few years since.

It occurred to the reporter's mind that
there must have been some peculiar circum-

I stances to lead a man of Mr. Earl's appear¬
ance to so strange an invention as a flying
machine, and a question was asked how he
came to think of such a thing. Mr. Ear!
stated that one night about thirteen years
ago he arrived at Symyrua, Delaware, after
having travelled hard all day. lie was
thoroughly tired out, and very anxious to
get to sleep. lie put upata hotel, however,
where there was a ball in progress, and the
music and noise of the dancing prevented
him from getting into a sound slumber,
lie, however, went oflf into a condition
somewhat like a trance, and while so dream¬
ed that he was flying rapidlv through the
air, guiding himself to any desired point,
and roaming the vast expanse of heaven at
his own free will. From this his dream led
on to a vivid description of the machine bv
which he was thus enabled to locomote in
cloud land, and, suddenly awakening, he
jumped hastily out of bed, and, seizing
paper and pencil, he proceeded to plan his
vision in black and white Tor future investi¬
gation. Upon reaching home he revealed
his plans of giving mau the freedom to
leave the earth and soar up into the air
which the birds enjoy to his wife. She,
however, dissuaded him for some years
from spending either much time or money
in carrying out his plans. An exhibition
of the machine will soon be given at the
Maryland Institute..Jialtimore American,
bik.

ITow* Philadelphia Widow LoutTwen¬
ty Thonnand Dollars by n Itemar-
rlRfo Recanse of Her First Has-
bnnd's Will.

I Philadelphia Times, jesterJay.]
President Judge Hanna yesterday filed an

adjudication which lakes away from a lady
tbe sum of twenty thousand dollars because
she had entered the bonds of wedlock
against tbe prohibition of a husband now
deceased. "Man bas dominion over bis
property evrn after his deafb," says Black-
stone, and the bony skeleton of Pbineas
Hough, Jr., yet maintains dominion over
the fortune above ground sufficient to,pre¬
vent it falling to tbe use of another who
stepped into its earthly shoes. When Hough
died he left behind him a wife.Elizabeth,
lie nl«o left a will, in which he provided for
ber as follows:
"My house and lot, No. 521 north Sev¬

enth street, with the appurtenances, unto
my wife, Elizabeth Lynn Hough, her heirs
and assigns, together with the household
goods and furniture and kitchen utensils
therein ; also, the interest of tne sum or
$20,000 of my estate, to be paid to her semi¬
annually for and during all the term of her
natural life, if she shall so long remain my
widow ; in case of her marriage the interest
of the said sum shall cea9c. After her de¬
cease or marriage, as the case may be, 1 give
and bequeath the said sum of §20.000, to-;
gether with all the rest, residue, and re¬
mainder of my estate, to my father, Pbineas
Hough."
Notwithstanding the prohibition in the

will und tbe penally attached thereto, Mrs.
Jiougb, on December 1C, 1878, married
Alexander M. Eonbright. When tbe trus¬
tees of the estate, George Y. Shoemaker
and George R. Lynn, came to tile their ac¬

count, the heirs of the father, who had
since died, represented by Furman Shcp-
pard, came into court and asked that the
estate be awarded to them, as the widow,
by her marriage, had forfeited it nnder the
terms of the will. Isaac I). Yocum ap¬
peared for the widow and Charles Henry
Hart for the trustees. The controversy be¬
fore the court, is thus put by Judge Hanna :

.' It is claimed by the widow of testator
that the condition annexed to tbe gift to
her, being in restraint of marriage, is void,
and she is consequently entitled to the in¬
come of the fund during life, notwithstand¬
ing her remarriage. On the contrary, it is
contended by the executor of the will of
the father of the testator tbat the condition
is valid, and the widow having forfeited by
her remarriage all claim to the income of
the legacy bequeathed, the fund should
now be awarded to him. Able and learned
argument were made, and numerous au¬
thorities, both Ensrli«h and American,
furnished and quoted by the counsel
for the opposing claimants; but with¬
out attempting equal industry and research
the auditing judge is clearly of the opinion
that the condition annexed "to the gift to the
widow of testator is such a condition in re¬
straint of marriage as would be held to be
in terrorcm , and therefore void as against
public policy were it not for the limitation
over to the father of testator upon tbe re¬

marriage of the widow. But the limitation
over upon the breach of the condition being
valid, it follows that the condition itself is
good and must be sustained in order to
carry into effect the intention of testator.
The balance in the hands of accountants
will therefore be awarded to the executor
of the will of Pbineas Houyb, Sr., de-

i ceased."

Tapping: Hot Water.
A SINGULAR OCCURRENCE IX THF. JULIA MIKE.

(From t lie Virginia (Nev.) Chronicle.]

At the Julin mine last Wednesday a pow¬

erful stream of hot water was struck in the
crosscut on the 2,000 level. A Burleigh
drill was set to drill a hole in the face of the
crosscut at a poiut about two feet from the
bottom. When the drill had advanced
about two feet into the rock a tremendous
burst of Uot water from '»olo ooourrod.
The stream was equal to twenty-four miners'
inchcs, and was scalding hot. It. was spouted
to the distance of several feet diagonally
across the drift, spreading as it flew till all
the open space was filled with tbe scald¬
ing spray and steam. The steam also tilled
the end of the crosscut where the man who
had been running the drill stood. He was

held a close prisoner, as he could not pass
out through the jets of boiling water, and
even in bis prison was in danger of being
suffocated aud cooked by the steam and heat.
He would probably not have escaped alive
lnit for the drill. He opened the exhaust-
valve and allowed the whole head of com¬

pressed air to rush out in a full and steady
stream; and this not only furnished him
pure air to breathe, but also cooled and pro¬
tected his head and the whole upper part of
his body. His fellow-workmen were soon
aware of his perilous position.for the roar

and rush of the water could be beard a great
distance.but they could no more pass into
where he was than heconld pass out.
Finally, the men Went out and procured

some heavy gum-boots, reaching to his hips,
and large and heavy gum-coats. Guarded
by these, one of the men dashed in through
the steam and scalding spray, carrying to
the prisoner a like outfit. Shielded by their
heavy gum-clothing, the pair rushed forth,
and waded out aloug the drift. The miner
had his legs pretty badly scalded. The
water is still pouring in, and at last ac¬

counts was slowly gaining ou the pumps.

A Lncky Washwoman.
TFroin ihe Leadvllle (Col.) Chronicle.]

Mrs. Sarah Ray was the first washwoman
and cook in Leadville. She wasn't worth a

great deal of money when she came, but
she knew how to cook, and now is very
rich. To-day Mrs. Ray let tbe contract for
the erection of a large four-story brick,
iron-front building, to be put up at "once on
the corner of Harrison avenue and State
street. It will be the handsomest and best-
built busitiess-bouse in all the State of Col¬
orado. The basement will be arranged for
large, airy railway- or banking-houses, bar¬
ber-shops, and bath-rooms. The ground-
floor 13 to be used for stores, and the sec¬

ond, third, and fourth stories will be di¬
vided up into bigh-ceilinged, roomy offices.
The entire front is to be of iron, and tbe
whole building is to be as near fire-proof as
it can be made. The excavation for the
new structure has already been commenced,
and it is the intention of the widow wash¬
woman to have the building ready for ten¬
ants come Christmas.
