The revelation made of t!ie aftairs of "Mr.

Harry Palmer, the colleague of Mr. Jarrett
!n the management of Booth's Theatre, and
the enterprising and successful manipula¬
tor of so many great dramatic and musical
enterprises, has !>een a great surprise to that
portion of the public which imagine be¬
cause a man lias to do with business in
which a great deal of money passes through
his hands therefore he must i»e rich. Pro¬
bably there never was a time when so many
people who have the appearance cf wealth
were, in reality, poor as now. It is not-
only the misfortune, it is the ruinous fault
of t his country, that every one tries to man¬

ufacture an appearance of being much bet¬
ter oil' than he really is; Ex-Surrogate
llobert B. Ilutchings remarked re¬

cently that nothing had surprised him more
in the course of his official duties than the
disclosures which death made of the base¬
less foundations upon which reputations for
wealth were built up. Thousands of men
who live on Fifth and 3Iadison avenues
while they are here, whose daughters arc
sent to expensive schools, whose sons drive
T-carts, and whose wives figure as patron¬
esses of charities, are found to be worse than
poor, for they have laid no honest and re¬

spectable foundation upon which then* chil¬
dren can build even a livelihood. They have
thrown themselves away upon 4<eat* and
dogs," their resources are represented by
worthless securities, and their great expecta¬
tions are mete air-bubbles. Such men have
the greatest confidence in themselves and
their wisdom. They resent any Intimation
that they cannot control future events, and
never dream of the necessity for warding
off calamity by reserving provision for the
overflow of tlie present. The speculative
habit and tendency is so strong upon them
that all other considerations uresucnuceu to

it; in fact, they relume to entertain t ffeui as
possibilities. Nor can women be charged
with blame in the matter. The most pros¬
perous households of to-day, almost the
only ones that' are built on a se lid founda¬
tion, are those in which the wife assumes
the interior management. The interests
are identical and the confidence complete.
It is not natural for women to live
on uncertainties; they arc usually too
timid. The majority would fur rather de¬
pend with safety on an income ever so
small than take the chances of u great deal
or nothing. Few wives of speculative men
have, however, any control over the finan¬
cial affairs of the family. The household
is run on " bills." Their inquiries and ex¬

pressed wishes for more fixed methods are
met with rebuffs.they hear a great deal of
inflated talk about the money made in this,
that, or the other, and as they tind it easier
to make :i " bill" of $100 than to get pos¬
session of five in cash.and are compelled
by force of circumstances to preserve the
same appearance as the people among
whom they live, why they do it. and they
could not do otherwise.

An Inquisitive Horse.
fSt. Paul Pioneer Prese.J

About 3 o'clock yesterday afternoon as
the "street-car horse " attached to No. 10
of the Cedar-Avenue Line was jogging
northward at Third avenue south the cou¬

pling-pin came out. the lines slipped out of
the hands of the driver, and the noble
steed, finding himself at liberty, didn't wait
to ask questions, hut scooted up-town in
search of strange sights. His inspection of
things was cursory and his course uncer¬
tain until he reached the vicinity of the
drinking-fountain, where he saw the open
doorway at the east end of the City-Hall
building. Into this he rushed with
all his attachments flying, and flanked
a chair standing in his way most beauti¬
fully. The occupants of Grove ltowe's
wood-otiice are said to have attempted to
shoot through an open window into Hen¬

Meteoric Shower*.
As the lime for the annual star-sbower of

August 10th Is at hand, Professor Lewis
Swift, the Rochester astronomer, has con¬
tributed to the Evening Express of that city
an interesting article on the subject.
Though the facts which he gives are well
knowu to astronomers, much of the matter
wiil be new to the general reader. For in¬
stance, the difference between shooting-stars
and meteoric stones is little understood by
those who have not made a study of astron¬
omy. The meteorites move in orbits, re¬

volving: round the sun with as much regu¬
larity a3 the larger planets. In fact, each is
in every sense of the word n planet, obey¬
ing strictly the lows of gravitation and
planetary motion. All space is tilled with
them; they are as numerous as the sand.
The earth and they in their Journey round
the sun encounter each other. The earth,
by its superior attraction, draws them to¬
ward it; but to reach it they must pass
through the atmosphere, which not one is
able to do. Only meteoric stones are able
to reach the earth, and they have their sur¬
faces blackened and converted to scoria by
the teirible heat engendered by the fric¬
tion with the atmosphere and by arrested
motion.

Shooting-stars, on the contrary, move in
all directions, and-nt velocities probably
equal to the earth's. nearly nineteen miles
a second. One moving retrograde, there¬
fore (from east to west), .would plunge into
iJUe* ainjospberc-ata relative velocity of some
thirty-eight miles a second, and if aHrmance
be made for accelerated motion caused by
the earth's attraction, probably double that,
or seventy-live miles a second. The encoun¬
ter is fearful, and hut for the atmosphere,
which acts as a cushion, the effect would be
disastrous.not less than 800,000, 0'JO would
rain ujipn the earth every day. A shoot¬
ing-star is only visible while undergoing
tiie pjj^cess of combustion, which lasts from
one to three seconds.seldom longer. Pre¬
vious tp tin's tbey exist in a dark, probably
solid, ^condition, not. much, if any, larger
than peas.too small to be seen by daylight,
and in;! he night, being in the earth's shadow,
arc "eclipsed, and consequently invisible.
Only while being burned fire they visible to
us, as then they shine by their own light.
The source from whence the meteoroids

come is comets, especially from their tails.
The tail of the great comet of 1311 was

150.000,000 miles in length and 15,000,000 in
diameter. It is improbable in the highest
degree that the comet gathered its tail to it-
solffgain. It is left behind, forming part of
a ring, which in time may become continu¬
ous. Another comet comes and it does the
same, and during the ages which are passed
this process has been going on till the inter¬
planetary spaces are filled with not only
meteoroids, but something still more mar¬
vellous.
Whenever the earth in its annual jour¬

ney passes through any ring made by some
comet we get a star-shower. The four most
notable ones in our times take place at the
following dates. viz., en the mornings of
August 11 and November 14 and the eve¬
nings of November 24 and 27. The lust two
are caused bv the earth passing through
the track of meteoroids left behind by
the fragments of Bida's comet, which di¬
vided into two parts in lSlG'. In this way
meteoric rings arc formed, of which the
solar system is tilled, but none are visible
to us except those the earth passes through.
By some such process was the August ring
formed, which the earth will pass diagonally
through on the evening of the 10th and
morning of the 11th of the present month.
The comet which produced it was discov¬
ered by Professor Swift on the 15th of July,
1602.

Ladies love horses,
and so it was a most natural thing that the
plaintitl' should ask them to ride behind the
gallant team, which they did several times,
enjoying such rides as only girls with youth
and beauty can enjoy them.
