The people there
did not begin to leave until the waves were

literally breaking the building to pietes,
and then such a stampede as only fearful
danger will make took place.
The young men saved all the ladies and

children. Though all the baggage and fur¬
niture was destroyed, not a life was lost.

(STORES WRECKED.
The stores of Messrs. L. A. Willis, Ilen-

ry Clawson, Samuel Gabriel, William Sobis-
ton, and Cbadwicb & Jones, were totally
destroyed, and most of their goods carried
off by the sea.

To-day the front of Beaufort is strewn
with lumber, trunks, and goods. Crowds
of people, some barefooted, are trying to

gather the fragments of their property.

The large platform
of the warehouse is entirely gone.
