Other and different financial statements
have been made by irresponsible persons,
who know that the people cannot make this
examination for themselves; but the good
sense of the people can decide between the
contidence to be reposed in the authorits-
tive statement of the Finanee Committee,
the Lezislature, the Governor, the Auditor,
and the State Conservative Committee, on
the one hand, and that of interested politi-
eians, noways distinguished foraritbmetical
precision or financial achievements, on the
other.

The schools are therefore entirely pro-
vided for. and the surplus of 320,000 will
go towards the payment of the past-due
coupons (which amounted ou the 1st of An-
gust to £119.492, and whbich, of coursze, will

rearazes due the schools, and towards the
Sinkivz Fund.

1t these figzures are correct, and we be-
lieve them to be so, without going inte
minute details it is obvious that no serious
diffeulty 15 to be apprebended in meeting
the claims of the schonls. Ifdificulry there
e, it can ouly be of a temporary pature in
the transition period incident to the calling
in of the old bonds and issuing the nesw,
and this difficubry will steadily diminish as
the funding progresses.

But the Legislature was 20 jealous to pro-
tect the schools, even from tle begioning,
thut it took a fartber precaution in that di-
rection—namelys, by passing an act commit-
ting three-fourtbs of the school fund in cur-
rency (o the direct custody of the several
counties in which it is to be disbursed;
and authorizing at the same time the Au-
ditor to aulicipate the revenues applicable
to the paywment of interest by temporary
loans. and on the failure of that expedieot,
to sell certiteates of indebtedpess at not
less than seventy-five ceats in 2 dollar.

THE NEW REASSESSMENT.

There i3 no fallacy in the above statement,
gave that it i urged that under the redssess-
ment of lands to be made in 1830 there will
Le a considerable falling off in the valuoa-
tion and a consequent diminution of the
land-tax. Tbere will be no fulling off in
the Vailey, and already thereareindications
of an improvement in the value of lunds in
Eastern Yirginia. But uunder the present
total assessment of the reul estate in the
Commonwealii:, amounting to £242,702,-
503.42, only $171,078,046.18 appertaics o
the lands of the State; the balance, £71,624,-
457.24, is the value of the real estate in the
eities and towns., Now, while the next as-
sessment will show a depreciation io the
value of our lands, this will not be the fact
as to the reai estate in tbe cities and towns;
which, on the contrary, will show an appre-
ciation. But, a3 we prefer to avoid in this
paper all over-statement of our resources,
let us discard this anticipated increase, and
suppose for the sake of argoment that the
assessment of real estate ig our cities and
towns will remain the same as at present.
1f. then, the sum of $71,624,457.24is deduct-
ed from $242.702,503.42, tbe total valae of
real estate in the Commonwealth under the
jast assessment, there will remain (in round
numbers) $71,000,000. If we allow a falling
off on this in the next assessment of 25 per
cent., the reveaue from the land-tax will be
diminished about 3214,000, of which loss one
§Ith, or 342,800, must be borne by the school
fund. So that the amouat by which our
surplus of $320,000 above shown will be
diminished will be ouly £171,200, and we
will still have asurplus, in round numbers,
of 2148,800. '

This is the extreme limit of any diminu-
tion ip the revenue from this source. But
it will mot ameuaot to this. As we have re-
marked, there will be no fallicg off in the
assessments in the Great Valley and the
Southwest, nor in some of the Piedmont
Leounties—the wiola representing in. value
.gne third at least of the lands of the Com-
moowealth; sorthat instead of 3214000,
given above, the diminution in tbe amount
of the apnual land-tax under a new assess-
ment will not exceed $142,700. It will be
two years before.aven tbis is realized, and,
with the generdl .improvement neoted m
business throughout the country, and the
quist immigratien siready setiing in among
the porthern countiss ef the State, it is not
probeble that the diminution, il any, wil
reach so large a Egure.

| THE DANGER OF AGITATION TO THE SCHOOLS.

But it is time that we were passing to the
sceond point we proposed to establish in
this paper, letting all this be as it way:
Is it good for the schools that this agitation
be continued ¥ Admitting that the bill is
not all that we would bave, if you repeal it,
what are you goingto do tben? Omne hall
of the debt will probahly be funded before
the 1st of next January. If you couid oot
! et rid of the old funding act. can you get
rid of this# can you get rid of both? You
ane doubliy tied now: and the present act
differs from the former in thut it is already
Lan execuled conlract with a syndicate. Yon

cannot stop the funding. as was done before,
It iz, we believe, impossible 1o gzet rid of the
act throuzh the eourts. The United States
courts will undoubtedly bring all their pow-
er to bear to force a compliance with the
terms of the agreement o solemnly entered
intoasecond time. W hat, therefore, eanuzi-
tation—or a repeal en the face of the Sessian
Acts—aceomplish ¥ 1f we could repeal the
act of last winter, we should merely be
thrown back on tbe old funding act; and
what huas been the condition of the schoois
under that ? What do you make by going
back to that? Under that we bave been
paring sorme 21,200,000 of interest (the iz-
terest on the peelers going unpsid}; under
the present act we shall pay only 2333.000
on the entire debt of the Srute. For seven
vears the old funding act deded the efforts
o! the Reidjusters to get rid of It
Shall we devote the next seven® years to
warring on the new ? I3 the play worth
the candle, even if the goal is at last reach-
ed ? Where will the schicols be in the mean
time ! We tell vou, fellow-eitizens, (here
will be mo schools worth the name! XNo
people can stand this continued unrest,
kept up half the lifetime of a generation!
And the whole diffieulty now, evec as con-
fessed by the agitators, is ahout the pay-
ment of some three hundred thousand dol-
larz per annum in the way ol interest ten
years hence, to which we shail advert more
particutarly farther on.

THREATENED WITH A CONVENTION,
When we uree, as snggested above, that
the opponents cf the MeCulloeh bill cannot
leap the barriers of the courts, we uare
threatened with a convention. It will take
two vears for that body to meel and dis-
perse; and when they have done their
wark, what results will probably have been
realized  Repudiation, perhaps, uoquali-
fied ; and organie changes in the school law
which will practically amount to the de-
gtruction of oar public-school system.

We do not know what changes might
be introduced by suchk a bods; but the
triends ol our school system woutld have
special reusen to tremble. It seems to
be generally admitted among those who
bave examined, aud in aunthoritative quir-
ters beyond Virginia, and even in Eu-
rope, that the Virginia schiool system is
constructed upo.. the best prineiples, and
is orgunized throughout according to the
most approved and tried methods of publie
education. And it has certainly been sue-
cessful. In fact, the results accomplisbed
in Virginia in so briel a time are simply
wonderful. What the system is capable of
is illustrated io our cities, where it has been
thorouzhly carried out. No one who Las
visited our Richmond schools has failed to
be struck with admiration at the splendid
results attained. And so sgain it has been
notably in the Valley cousoties, where the
sysiem bas been more eflicientiy supported
than elsewhere.

There will undoubtedly be an attempl to
reconstruct our school system if a eonstitu-
tiopal convention assembles. We have al-
ready referred to one scheme of refrganiza-
tion attempted last winter. Tao a body con-
vened to change our orgnnic law there will
be many schemes propesed, and what wonld
be the outcome no men ean prophesy. Are
the friends of the schools willing to run
thig risk ¥ Arethe true and zenuine friends
of the schools among the whites willing to
run thisrisk? Are the colored people will-
ing to run this risk ? We golemuly warn both
.elasses to let wellaione, and to seek by peace
and quiet among ourseives to réestablish
and reSpen the sehools which have aiready
‘been in large proportion closed by this ugi-
tation.

¥EED COF REPOSE.

1t is not throuch a disturbed and unset-
tled condition of public feeling -that the

dered doubtfulk by the apprebension that
the whale system is threatened with de-
struction. The people themseives will be
casting about for other means of educating
their ehildren. The enemies of public edu-
cation will Brand sil we bave done as a
miserable failore; and urge that there is no
use In trying tbe thing any further. So
that, aithough in fact there mzy not have
been any real danger to the school interest
on financial grounds, yet the panic and the
demoralization created by the declarations
of the sgzitators may actually bring about
the very thing whieh they predict.

.1t were better to receive one half of the
money snauoally due from the State, and to
receive it promptly and puactualiy, than to
gecure the whole som amid these angry and
endless dissensions, which tend only to de-
velop among the people a feeling of uneasi-
ness. and disgust. If we tamper more with
the subjeet, there is grave reason to appre-
head that the eanse will lose the confidence
of the people, and they will welcome any-
thing that is proposed to get rid of the con-
tenrion.

We have supposed that the eonvention
will repudiate. This was only by way of
areument. A convention could do no more
in this respect than a legisluture. Thereis
po magical efficacy inthe name ol conven-
tiop.  If the legislature eannot free itself
of the funding billaad tbe coupons because
the courts regard it as a contract, no mare
can the people,threugb a convention, free
themselves of the contract. It sticks iike
the shirt of Nessus, and pas:ing legisiative
acts or framing new organic systems will
not cast it off. What if we elect a pew =et
of jodeges?. That merely frees us of the
State courts; behind i3 the great shadow of
the Supreme Court of the United States,

But how many years will it take for all
these things to occur? Hos long are we
to wait #

And now let us turn back o moment
and ecateh up a thread dropped some
way back: What is all this contention
about?

If we cannot pay 4 per cent. in 1539, it
will be time enough to Yaise the question
then. Suflicient unto the day s the evil
thereof.

But, finally, will it be the proper thing
for the friends of education to place them-
selves in the raoks of those who are teaeh-
ing the people to violate the public faith ?
There is a very conspicuous display of au-
dacity on the puart ot these people when
they are appealing to the public sebool
teachers and the school officers of Virginia
to aid them in the work of destroving the
solemn coutracts entered into by the State.
What teacher would be it to teach the
humblest boy in the Commonsvealth his let-
ters if he could not command that child's
respect as a teucher and example of sound
morals?

There is no move sacred eall-
ing than that of the teacher; there 1s no
more sacred cause than educution, unless
we except religion. But the reacher touches
tue spriogs of the youthful Leart before the
preachier, and the seeds which he plants
there are those which esntribute largely ro
the formation of the character in after life.

giementary sciiool—is the great Moral
Teacher and Guide of the people. The

eopscientious and sensitive school officer
who is invited to make himsell an expounder
in the casuistry of getting rid of contracts
ought to repel such asolicitation with scorn.
The people look to the school trustees, to
the eounty and city superinlendents, to the
army of patient and faitbfal puablic school
teachers, to teach them morals, oot to cffer
them the example of the flagrant, or even
questionable, violation ol that command-
ment, the breach of which has perbaps in
the estimation of mankwd more disgrace
attachinz to it than tle infraction of any
other section ‘in the table of- the moral
law.

One of the most prevalent objections

urged against State education at present is
that it fails to provide for religious instruc-
tion in the sehools. We think the objee-
tion is wholly unfousded; but what de-
feuce shall we make if-the children 'in the
