Without them
stagnation would ensue 1 all the business
and mouneyed marts of the world, and more
than two thousand years of growing ac-
tivity and progress be lost to mankind.
Whea the merchant wants to borrow money
to conduct his fall or spring trade he goes
to the bamker and the broker to obtain loans
necessary to bis purposes; if a farmer or
planter wants to. obtain an advance
on his growing crop he goes to - his
commission merchant, who goes to his
banker, and he is- accommodated ' and
his wants supplied; if a nation wanfs
to negotiate a great loan of millions with
which to conduet a war or meet pending
finaneial obligations necessary to its credit
and honor, it goes at once to the banker
and broker to mect its wants and necessi-
ties. If a private individual’s cash falls
short a bundred or two dollars be don’t go
to his neighbor, though he muy be rieh, and,
in fact, a “ bloated bondholder,” to getjhis
necessary wants supplied, but be drops nto
the nearest bank or broker’s, and at a fair
discount he is at once accommodated. So
that there are not, in all the financial, com-
wereial, and business transactions and rela-
lions of the world, two more active, benefi-
cial, and indispensable agencies at work
between man and man and natfons and na-
tions than bankers and brokers,

Another and equally undeniable fact con-
cerning bankers and hrokers is, that no
class of people in the world are more bit-
terly and shamelessly abused and vilified
than they are for the very favors originally
asked at their hands and generously grant-
ed Dy them at their counters. Indeed, the
termn SHYLOCK—a personage made odious
and repulsive by the greatest of English
poets beecause he is said to have exaeted
flesh and blood as the penalty of bis extor-
tions—this opprobious epithet, we say, is
constantly employed to muke odious those
who loon people and States money in mo-
ments of greatest need, and always by those

swho have enjoyed the benetits of their in-
dulgence, ond are too monn and dishonest

to repay their obligations, Two striking
instances of this meanness and dishonesty
are now before us, and require special re-
ference while considering this question:
The first are that class of demagogues
called Refidjusters, or those who eall them-
selves Reidjusters, but who are, io fact,
repudialors. The money which constitutes
the Virginia debt was all borrowed before
the war, and all employed in the very works
of improvement and ornament to the State
whreh we now so profitably enjoy. 1t
helped to tunpel our mountains with rail-
roads, construct our canals, complete our
colleges and asylums, and to build our mon-
uments. The loans were accomplished
through the agency of bankers and brokers,
nn_d now, when we are asked to meet our
obligations as a Stute, these Forcible Re-
adjusters and fraudulent patriots refuse both
principal and interest, and make our valleys
and bills resound with their ery o ¢ bloated
bondbolders,”’ the ¢ greedy Shylocks,” and
the odious ¢ brokers and bankers,” who
huverobbed the people of the Stute of all their
inberitanee!
