Journoal for Virginia and North Carolina.]

Ricumoxp, September 3, 1879,
_The great activily in investment securi-
ties that struck such sudden life into the
bond market through the spring and con-
tinued during the summer paused in Au-

‘gust, and the market has become lifeless,

few will sell and few will offer to buy. Good
sccurities maintain the high prices they
reachied in May and June, but there has
been no advance and not much inquiry.
The geperal recovery in all branches of
business has become 3o manilest that people
look for a demund for money at higher rates
than bave been heretofore obtained, and
that commercial paper will pay better than
bonds. The sudden popularity of ruilroad
secnrities has been a warked feature in the
changed aspect of the bond market. Those
who bhave been denouncing ceverything
emanating from a railroad compuny since
1873 will now buy second and third mort-
aaee bonds as confidently as if a receiver
bad not become a vecessary attachment to a
first-clags railroad. Federal judges are
learning that Poor’s Manual is more im-
portant in the administration of justice than
Chitty's Blackstoue, and the success with
whieh courts run railroads is a remarkable
result of recent experiments, Usually the
advent of a recelver causcs a panie; bonds
g0 down, but that is followed by a rally ;
creditors look round, and find that the
fudge and bis elerks are not really carrying
the tracks and engines outof the State; the
business of the roud goes on as vsual, and
soon the creditors of high rank receive
their interest, and the various liens adjust
themselves on the market to the changed
management. The securities of this State
huve been steady. The new funded ten-
forties have sold freely at 50, while the con-
gols bave been advancing, The funding of
the debt goes onsteadily and quietly., North
Curolina is also funding her debt by an
o heroie? sealing process to what she
pleases to pay. Tennessee has nol yet
mensured the extent of repudiation neces-
gury to reéstablish her solveney, Louisiana
is in the same condition zs Tennessec.
Heppy Mississippi, sbe got through her
troubles long ago. Georgin, South Curo-
lina, and Alabama ave convalescent. Ten
vears hence a repudiationist of these Sfates
will beas hard to tind as a secessionist is
now, and the sealed debts will be as good n3
the bonds of Maryland and Pennsylvania
are now. Who recollects that these two
Stutes made escapes from repudiation e
rower than Tam O'Shanter’s mare? * Ad-
justment?”” and *““refidjustment™ are now
the polite terms, but we will improve on
them—¢ Adaptation,” perhaps. Like the
school histories of the war, we will soften
the rebel victories into orderly retreats of
the Union troops to cover their flunks.

A NEw Prousitios DEVICE.— Columbus,

Srnvenr CERTIFICATES IN CIRCULATION.—
Washington, September 15.—The silver cer-
titicate bids fair to tuke the place of the
standard dollar to a very great extent. In
paying out 10 per cent. of chiecks in silver
dellars the Treasurer is generally faced with
the demand for certiticates in their stead.
This 13 espeeially the case with the banks.
The banks then pay them out over their
counters the same as greenbacks. In
this way a larze amount of silver certifi-
cates have oot into circulation in this ecity.
The silver certificate is about the same size
as the greenbaek and just as convenient. 1t
passes readily in all quarters where it is
known. The experience with the silver
dollar will doubtless be the same elsewhere
as it is in this city—the substitution for it to
a great extent of the certilicate, In this way
a new form of currency will rapidly come
into general circulation.
