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T telezranhed you yesterday the result o;

«JSbS3STi£» on .he ^tj^omeotbetween Colonels Richardson and FulSW;
son and Senator JohnstoB ana Major
Bonlcl-the two former reprinting the
views of the ReSdJusters, the two latter the
¦views of tbe Debt-payers. Colonel Sicb-
i^on of Smyth, commenced the discus¬
sion at balf-pan 12 o'clock, speaking one

Lour and a quarter, the time allotted each
speaker. The Colonel's spceeh fell lifeless
upon the audience. The fact is, he was

poorly informed. The evident purpose of
the gentleman was not to Instruct the peo¬
ple upon the real issues in the canvass, but
to cr:ite their prejudices by an attempt to
show that the Executive Committee in its
recent action at Richmond had overstepped
its legitimate duties and hud "kicked"
them, " the people," out of tbe Conserva¬
tive party.

Colonel Richardson was followed by Sen¬
ator John W. Johnston. This honorable
gentleman has great influence in this coun¬

ty* He has been for years a practicing
lawyer at our bar. and by a continued
course of uprightness and strict integrity
lias won tbe confidence of ail who know
him. Many men in this county were anx¬
ious therefore to bear an expression from
one who, they felt, was competent to in¬
struct. and was too honest to mislead. Sen¬
ator Johnston commenced his speeeh by
remarking that he came not to plav the part
of an orator, but only. to talk plainly and
candidly to the people upon a question of
vital interest to the Commonwealth of Vir¬
ginia. I shall not attempt to give even an

outline of bis argument. Suffice it to say,
that from the figures of the RcSdjusters
themselves, heretofore published to the
world both in acts of General Assembly
and ;n campaign documents, he proved
conclusively

*

that the present settlement
was not only within the present revenues
of the State, but that it w'as at least $200,-
4)00 more in our favor than the plan of
settlement proposed by the Readjustee,
"lie showed to the satisfaction of every
candid hearer that all expenses of Govern¬
ment could be met, the free schools run,
and interest on the public debt under the
McCulloch bill paid without increasing tax¬
ation, and thai a surplus of several hun¬
dred thousand dollars would remain.
The aigument of Senator Johnston was

well received, and it produced the desired
result.
The third speaker was Colonel Fulkerson,

of Washington county. We have heard
this gentleman several limes upon the debt
settlement, but never before, in our opin¬
ion, did he do himself more credit as the
??arlFul dodger." His speech was uncom¬

monly well delivered, his illustrations were
striking, and Readjustee were in high glee.
I shall not disguise the fact that some un¬

easiness crept into our minds as to what
would he the result of Major Daniel's re¬

ply. Or.e point especially made by Colonel
Fulkerson seemed damaging to 31ajor Dan¬
iel. He quoted from a Lynchburg paper a

statement made (before the passage of tbe
McCulloch bill) by Major Daniel to the effect
that Hugh McCulloch was unworthy the
notice of respectable men, and that his par¬
ticipation in the affairs of Virginia was a

shame and disgrace to her people. Not¬
withstanding this opinion of Major Daniel,
said Colonel Fulkerson, siill he (Major
Daniel) assisted in inviting this same rascal
to the State of Virginia for tbe purpose of
settling her debt.
At the close of Colonel Fulkerson's

speech it was evident to all that readjust¬
ment bad received its only and strongest
vindication, and if that meeting resulted in
its condemnation, that condemnation would
come, not because its claims were not

strongly presented, but because those claims
were false and groundless.
At tbe close of Colonel Fulkerson's ad¬

dress Major Daniel took tbe stand. This
was the first opportunity the people of
Sm.vth had ever had of hearing this dis-
tinguished Virginian. They had often
beard of his matchless eloquence, and now
lie stood before them for tbe purpose of
showing them their duty and of arousing
them to its performance. Every one, wheth¬
er agreeing or disagreeing with the speaker,
was uDon the "tiptoe of expectancy," Tbe
very first sentence he uttered brought re¬
assurance to his friends and dread forebod¬
ings to his opponents. The latter saw at a

glance that the man before them was dread¬
fully in earnest, and knew whereof be in¬
tended to speak. I regret now that I did
not take full notes of Major Daniel's ad¬
dress. The following are only a few of the
points made in reply to Colonel Fulkerson :
The Colonel condemned the coupon feature
in the McCulloch bill as a new thing m Vir¬
ginia legislation; that it destroyed the so¬

vereignly of the State by permitting one

"legislature to tic the bands of all sub¬
sequent legislatures. Daniel replied.
first, that It was not a new thing
in Virginia; that the sheriffs of the
Commonwealth, as early as 184G-'7, were

required >4to take In payment of taxes
county and parish levies within their re¬

spective counties at par value all claims
tlrat may have been allowed against the
county by the county courts," &c., when
offered by the creditor, citing Anconi vs.

Wright, sheriff, 22 Gratt,, 849; and sec¬

ondly, as to binding future legislatures,
Daniel replied that the titles to nearly all
tire landed property in tbe State weie
founded upon this right. The Legislature
made a contract with the citizen that if he
did certain things a Common wealth's .patent
should be issued to him for particular real
estate. The citizen did what was re¬

quired; the patent issued. Cau any future

legislature deprive such citizen of land
thus acquired? Colonel Fulkerson was

afraid to assert such a proposition, for he
knew bow unpopular it would be in-&kc
couutry. Yet the same principle obtained
iti reference to bonds and otlier personal
property as it did to real estate.

Colonel Fulkerson condemned the non¬

taxable feature of the McCulloch bill.
Daniel replied that the same feature was

embodied in the Boeoek-Foivler bill, the
petted offspring of the Colonel's frarty.
Colonel Fulkerson said Jthut the present

rate of taxation would not defray expenses
of government, run the free schools, and
pay interest on the public debt, and there¬
fore increase of taxation wao neeeisary.
Major Daniel ehowed conclusively froei the
figures of Gener.il Mabone ax>d tbe Colo¬
nel's party that tbe -present re-venues of the
government were more than sufficient Jor
the purposes mentioned. But if jt would
not.what then? General Mabo&e had said
In bis Mozart-Hall addwss that be was will¬
ing to pay 3 per eenL on the debt, and jin;
order to do this would increase to-xatfun
13i cents on the hundred dollars' worth of
property if necessary; tbaUbc gallant Colo-;
Del had aided in tbe publication and distri¬
bution of this precious document, and thus
endorsed and was bound by its statements,'.

Colonel Fulkerson's remedy for getting1
rid of tbe funding bill was a constitutional
amendment bv which taxes wou»d be de-
creased to a merely nominal amount.-
Major Daniel replied : " Cau you accom¬

plish anything more by such a n oflaend*
moat than by legislative enactment? H Tbe
Colonel answered : "Wc CAnuot." 44 Then,"
«a\d Major Daniel,, "you have already trial

a legislative enactment which utterly failed,
and siuce tbe amendment is no better than]the enactment, why in the name of honesty
an4 Justice pnt the State to the expense of
another trial which you know beforehand
must prove a failure?" Colonel Fulker*
?oiTRaid be did not vote for the Bocock-Tofrttr bill. " True,*' said ^ajor Daniel,but your party did ; and the difficultywith you, Colonel, is thpt you never did Vote*or anything or any bill that even Itofcedtowj»rii a settlement of the debt."
As before stated. Colonel Fulfcerwm!.cjutfted Hit] or Daniel'* opinion of Hugh Mc»

Cullocfi, and then added that notwitbsfcand-
ingjhta opinion be had. begird ^McCuljoch.
to come down to-Vfnrlnte for -the purposo
of aiding ui in our difficulties* The Colonel
then, on hia own account, used the afore¬
said Hugh with gloves off. ,

Major Daniel replied that he himself voted
against the bllt inviting Hugh McCullocb
antf others to Virginia.that this bill was

not only the measure of the Colonel's own

party, butthattbe Colonel himself bad voted
for it. and that now, having Invited Mr. Mc-
CuJlocb to Virginia, it was ungenerous to

denounce an invited guest, as the Colonel
had done, and then blame others for his own
sins.
Colonel Fulkerson claimed to be a friend

of the people, and wished to lighten their
burdens. Major Daniel replied: "I will
trv the gentleman by his acts, not his words.
When a member of the Legislature, ffcllow-
cltizens, I was in favor ot uniform taxa¬

tion, and attempted legislation providing
for the taxation, for county purposes, of
the railroad running through your county.
Colonel Fulkerson opposed this measure,"
Just here Major Daniel turned to the Colo¬
nel and said, "Is this not true?" The
Colonel rose from bis seat, attempted a re¬

ply, but utterly failing, resumed Imseat;
and when Major Daniel turned upon him

acain to tix the dart deeper into bis vitals,
the house rang with such applause that the
speaker's words were lost.
I fear that the foregoincr outline is so

meagre as to do Major Daniel injustice. To
have fully appreciated the power of his ad¬
dress and consequent Influence upon the
audience it was necessary to be present. I
never witnessed such a drubbiog as Major
Daniel gave Colonel Fulkerson. It must
have exceeded in extent at least the reported
skinning which Dr. Curry gave the same
individual several weeks ago at Abingdon.
And perhaps the former produced the more
suffering by reiipeuing wounds received on

the latter occasion at Abingdon, unless the
gentleman is like "Jim Hume's ox," "of
tou^b hide*' and "short mfmory." »

As regards the effect of the discussion, I
have vef.tn honrn uinfflc individual, trliellief'
for or against the settlement, express any
other opinion than that the ReSdJusters
were entirely routed. Nor is this all. Many
who heretofore opposed the McCulloch bill
now openly and publicly avow their accept¬
ance of it. To express in one word the

conclusion of the whole matter, the discus¬
sion has produced a revolution.

I would like to continue, but fenr this

article is already too extended. Smyth.

President Gakkktt on* Railroao Arbi¬
tration.. 14 Gat h " found President Garrett
at Long Branch recently and asked bim
what he thought of the scheme to make a

court of arbitration about railroad dif¬
ferences. " It is a very creditable thins:,''
he said. have no doubt, that the gen¬
tlemen composing the Bureau have had
hard work. When men attempt a great
thin? they must carry a great deal of
burden. I coincide with t he public belief
that the railroads, having emanated from
the people, are to some degree subject to

investigation and legal management. I hope
to see the time when honor in both rail¬
roads and politics will be resumed. Just
before he died I was passing through one

of the towns in Ohio, and my old friend,
William Allen, whom I knew when he was
in the Senate, did me the honor to call and
see me. lie said that t he great sin in our

period was want of honor in our public
men. 4 Forty years ago,' he said, 'the
wives and daughters of congressmen con¬

sidered their liu-band ana father to have
been so much honored in beins; elected to

attend to the public duties that they ac¬

companied him to the capital, dressed plain¬
ly, behaved modestly, and asked no other
consequence than was reflected from his
faithful performance of duty. In those
.days there was very little society around
Congress. The members and their families
lived in plain boarding-houses. Occasional¬
ly, some eccentric member like John Ran¬
dolph would drive four horse*, or now aud
then some rich family from a distance came
down to the city, aud wore clothes made
in Paris. But the wives of senators and
members plied the needle, kept themselves
prudent, and it was a great strain on any
member to be accused of spending money
on his election, or making money in his
o3:ce.' William Allen said that we wanted
that day of honor to return. I think we

can make it return, and I have been of the
opinion that men like young Adams and
Mr. Wells, of the Railroad Commission, be¬
long to that class who pay some heed to
the honor of their occupation."

Wisconsin' Tobacco..Milton, Wis., Sep-
teruber 13..The amount of tobacco dam-
aged bv thts week's frost is not less than my
dispatch of the 9th instant stated.
