FAREWELL TO THE MOUNTAINS.TOEING THU
TOWI'ATH.RICHMOND Alloy.THE TRAMPS
TRIUMPHANT.RESUME.ALTER " POINTS A
MORAL, Wl' ADMONITION DUE ".THE CUR¬
TAIN FALLS. , *, . ,

Richmond, September 13, 1879.
Dear Dispatch : Having separated for a

few days, tbe tramps again united their
forces at Mecbum's river, on Wednesday
b»t, and went on to tbe Univei>ity. Here
we enjoyed a sumptuous dinner with our

friends and were pleased to havortbe socie¬
ty of two of our acquaintances from Rich¬
mond. Under tbe guidance oi one of tbe
University's fair daughters I barl' tbe plea¬
sure of Koing around and seeing tbe sights.
It is hard to see how any one can neglect
tbe golden opportunities for improvement
that are furnished here. ^Tli'e classic beauty
and repose in all tbe surroundings, tty? sa¬

cred memories of tbe good and great which
cluster around every spot, ona would sup¬
pose to be a sufficient Inspiration to
u Do noble deeds, not dream Ibem all day lone.''

Leaving tbe University," we set out for
Edge II ill, where we expected to spend the
night, with friends and. relatives. As> we

passed through Charlottesville we recog¬
nized in a passing carriage a bevy of beau¬
ties who had previously known us in broad¬
cloth and cassiraere. We bowed profoundly,
and were erected with a burst of merriment
which lasted till the sound of wheels died
away in the distance. When we reached
The Summit, we turned back to "east one

longinir, lingering look behind" at the
beautiful view about to be shut out from
our sight. We have had a few glimpses
of the mountains since, but never as

then, when they formed a deep-blue frame
to the lovely gieen hills and meadows which
surround the beautiful home arid the noblest
woikof Thomas Jefferson. We regretted
very much not having time to visit Monti-
cello.I particularly, as Alter had been
there, and as the bones of my ancestors lie
in its sacred burying-irround". Our stay at
Edge Hill was brief but delightful, and the
following morning we had to tear ourselves
awuv. Our route that day was not interest¬
ing in itself, though a part of it had historic
interest. We passed the place where the
committee from Albemarle received Lafay¬
ette from the Fluvanna committee and es¬
corted him with great pomp to iMonticello.
All of that brilliant cavalcade arc gone.
Tbe last link that connected those scenes
with the present time was cut by the death
of Colonel Thomas Jefferson Randolph.
Our road through Fluvanna was mostly

good, though it is not kept up as it doubt¬
less was when John Randolph remarked
that " Fluvanna ought tu be cut into strips
aud sold to ;nake roads for the rest of the
.State." We saw plenty of chinquapins and
persimmons, for which the county is nolcd.
We stopped at a farm-house for the night,
and when the farmer went in to consult his
wife about giving us lodgings his little gin
said: "Htimina, don't be afraid; Uigy
don't look like tramps." Disct-rnin^ link*
girl ! Tlie next day, when we came
to tbe cross-roads, wo were a little taken
aback to see 4< GO miles to Richmond."
We walked two miles, and saw " To Uich-
mond, 48 miles." Tbe oilier signs agreed
with this. Lias no one in the neighbor¬
hood public spirit enough to change that C
to a 5? After a pretty long walk.now
through woods, now through tlje court¬
house with its beautiful green and «pkndid
old oak, now 011 the lonely banks of He
dear old James.we came to Enstwood,
where we spent a restful and refreshing
ni^'it. In the morning we lingered awhile,
go in;' over our friend's farm, r.nd then
took the towpath for Richmond. The old
canal was quite nri>k to-day, a large u um¬
ber of boats passing us 011 their way up.
though none overlook u*. We could not
but admire the massive masonry of its
locks and aqueducts, and it >eemed a pily
that all that money had not been invested
in a railroad at lirst. Hut a canal is
much more peaceful I ban a railroad,
and suited the old times. It is cer¬

tainly much pleasnnter walking. About
four miles from Richmond we stopped and
took one more bath, killed one more snake,-
and then joj fully wended our way to Rich¬
mond. When we reached the bend that
presented the familiar view of Richmond to
our sight we could appreciate Dr. Rugby's
beautiful description of it in "Canal Remi¬
niscences." And so we walked 011 amid
familiar splits and sounds, reaching Rich¬
mond at half-past G.
"So now -'tis ended, like an old wife's

tale," and a brief r&sumi is not inappro¬
priate. If any one will take tiie map of
Virginia and pla ice up the western shore
of the Chesapeake bay be will see four
great rivers.the .Tames, the York;, the Rap¬
pahannock, and the Potomac. Ii» the coun¬

try drained by these rivers our route has
lain, though far the greater part was in
the Valley of the Potomac and its great
tributary, the Shenandoah. Tire country
traversed is almost a square, with Rich¬
mond, Alexandria, il:irtn\sburg, and Staun¬
ton at the four earner',. We have by no

means contiued ourselves to the boundaries
of the square, as we have been in every
county in it, except tj ve of the interior
ones.

"

The countie s, twenty-four in num¬

ber, are as follow?1 , in the order we came to
them: Ilenrico, Hanover, Caroline, Spot¬
sylvania, Stafford, Prince William, Fairfax,
Alexandria, J .oudoun, Washington, Md.,
Jefferson and Berkeley, W. Va., Frederick,
Claike, Fai'.quier, Warren, Page, Shenan¬
doah, Rockjngbam, Augusta, Nelson, Albe¬
marle, F'iuvanna, Goochland, and then
Henrico agaiu. Of these, it will be
seen, twenty-one were in Virginia,
two in West Virginia, and one in Ma-
rylan d. Tbe distance walked was G12
miles. This is not guess-work. We set
down tbe distance from day to day, always
taking an uuder-estimute where there was

any uncertainty.
We set out eating blackberries and whor¬

tleberries along the road, we return eatiug
chinquapius and wild grapes. Wo have
seen every variety of land. Some produced
corn whose tops we could not reach with
our Alpenstocks, in other places we could
bestride it without its reaenmg us, though
it bad attained yits growth. One man com¬

plained of a poor crop of wheat when he
had made twenty-tive bushels to the
acre ; another, when he threshed as

much as he bad sowed, Joyously ex¬

claimed, " Well, I've got her back agin,
but I don't think I'll trust her in the ground
no more." We have been from civiliza¬
tion to barbarism, sometimes a day's walk
brioging us from the refinement of an ele¬

A TiaiX WllECKF.D OX TllC BaLTIMOKK
and Ohio Railuoat>..The train from the
west on the Baltimore and Ohio railroad,
due here at 8 o'clock last evening, met with
a sc-nous accident about 7$ o'eiock P. M.,
at Silver .Spring station, about seven iniles
out on the Metropolitan branch. It appears
that a freight train which laid on the switch
left the western or northern end opon, but
the other end closed. The incoming train,
approaching at its usual speed, in running
through the switch jumped the track and
ran into a bank. The engineer, James
Buckley, lessened the shock somewhat by
putting >011 the air-brakes. As it was, the
engine was about half turned over
au'd badly damaged, and th« express-car,
postal-car, rofngerator-tfar, and baggage-
cir, followed and were wrecked. There
were some 300 passengers on hoard, and for
a time there was much excitement and Tears
that several were killed or injured, but it
was found that none of the pas^ngers were
badly hurt. Some of the employes did not.

senior was caught in the debris of his car
and its freight and received seiious cuts.

hours before the passengers were brought
in..Last evening's Washington tiiur.

Heating jjy STEAM..The Troy Steam-
IIcating Company have commenced laying
pipes lo convey steam through tho streets
of that city. The iron-pipes are lirst cov¬

ered with hair-felting and are then run into
wooden logs. These logs lie only about
four feet below the surface of the ground.
It is intended to lay four miles this season.

The boiler-house, situated on the banks of
the Hudson river, with a large eoal-yard in
the rear, is nearly complete. The boilers
are now being made in Syracuse, and arc to
be twenty-two feet long, with twenty-eight
flues six inches in diameter. The lirst
boilers will be s°t with the Jarvis furnace to

burn screenings for fuel. It will require
about forty boilers to heat the entire city.
