i t r The Problem of tlto Pyrnmtd#.

Tlic pyramids have given an immense
amount of trouble to antiquarians. For
what purpose they were built has for ages
been classed by our ablest philosophers in
the category of those things which no Fel¬
low of any learned society can hnd out.
The hotel-keepers of Cairo believe that the
pvramids were built in the interests of the
hotel-keeping business. Mr. Henry JU.
Field, who informs us that he stretcned
himself at full length on the so-called royal
sarcophagus of the pyramid of Cheops, is
of the opinion that they were reared in a

prophetic spirit to the greater glory of the
Field family. Many superficial thinkers
have hastily concluded that the pyramids
were merely intended as royal tomb:?, and
Mr. Piozzi "Smith has written a powerful
book to prove that they were built m the
interests of religion, astronomy, and men¬
suration. Mr. Smith's theory is unques¬tionably the most interesting of them all,
although it lacks the simplicity and direct¬
ness of the Field theory. There is no doubt
in Mr. Smith's mind that the builders of the
pyramids.or, rather, the builder of the
great pyramid.embodied in Its construc¬
tion the chief facts of astronomy, the stand¬
ard measures of distance, weight, and capa¬
city, and a complete history of the Jewish
and Christian religions. This ingenious ef¬
fort to exhibit the pyramid in the light of a
combined Loomis's astronomy, multiplica¬
tion table, and complete Scriptural concord¬
ance, is certainly extremely entertaining,
but it is bv no means so plausible as the
rival theory that it was built in order that
at some distant day one of the Field family
might enter it and lie down on the dusty
sarcophagus of an Egyptian .King.
But now comcs Mr. Richard Proctor, and

sets forth in the pages of the Contemporary
Jievieic a new theory, in which he attempts
to show that the great pyramid was both an
astronomical observatory and a tomb, iind
that its purpose was to aid in discovering
the horoscope of the king who was to be
buried in it. The base of the pyramid is an
exact square, and its north and south sides
are precisely parallel with the equator.
At a distance or say forty feet from its
base on the north side there is a narrow
passage inclined downward at an angle
of sav 45°, which ends in a large cham¬
ber. At about a third of the distance from
the entrance of this passage a second pas¬
sage branches off, which ascends at about
the same angle oi 45°, and leads to a larger
chamber in the very ccntre of the pyramid.
There are other slight j»ooui;«Hties in the.
interior plan of the pyramid, but they n^ca
not be here described. If we keep in mind
the two passages and the two chambers Just
mentioned, wc have sufficient facts before
us to illustrate both Mr. Proctor's theory
and the true theory of the pyramid.
Now, Mr. Proctor is convinced that the

sloping passage first mentioned was^ in-
I tended to aid in discovering the North Star.

The Egyptians constructed this passage at
vuch an angle that an observer standing at
the lower end or it could see the. North Star,
and accordingly the Egyptian astronomer*
were in the habit of constantly going to the
end of that passage and discovering the
star in question. The second passage might
have been similarly intended tor the dis¬
covery of some meritorious star in the
southern part of the heavens, had it been
carried through the pyramid and out at its
south side. Mr. Proctor, therefore, as¬
sumes that it was so carried out, but that it
was afterward partially blocked up. \\ it h
the aid of the observations taken through
the4e two passages the astronomers obtain¬
ed the data for constructing the royal horo¬
scope whereby Cheops was supplied with
information concerning marriage, death,
stolen goods, absent friends, lucky uum-

t hers, and all atlairs of life. When lie. died
his horoscope was naturally of no further
u*e and tln-refore he was buried in his
pyramid, and the sides thereof were in¬

cased with polished granite so that the boys
of the period could not climb up to the
summit.

..

The elaborate theory, based on a small
quantity of contradictory fact4, is a curious
illustration of the proneness of scientific
persons to shut their eyes to what is obvious
and to prefer what is far-fetched and im¬
probable. The real purpose for which the
great pyramid was built bears uot the
slightest resemblance to Mr. Proctoi's little
romance, and ought to be plain to every
thoughtful observer. The pyramid is sur¬
rounded bv soft sand of great depth, and
was originally partially cased with polished
stone, though, or course, a staircase ex-
isted at one of its corners. It was built to
«ifpplv the Egvptian public with the means
of slidin" down hill in a country where
snow never falls. The Egyptian who paid
the requisite entrancp-fee was allowed to
ascend the pyramid by the staircase and
then to slide down the polished granite
side, plunging pleasantly and harmlessly
into the sand at the foot. No sleds or other
apparatus were needed. The Egyptian
simply sat down on the warm and comfort¬
able granite, and slid down without any
unpleasant friction. Doubtless, this was a

fashionable amusement for both sexes and
all ages, and the builders or lessees of the
Great Pyramid Sliding Rink must have
made a good thing out of it.
The interior of the pyramid, as its plan

proves, was a combined ice-house and beer-
cellar. The ice-man had merely to dump
bis blocks oi ice in the first passage, and
thev siid downward into the chamber in¬

tended for their reception. 1 lie second
chamber was a vast beer reservoir, kept cool
bv its proximity to the icc-chamber. 1 ubes
led from it to the bar, which, of course, ex¬

isted outside of the pyramid, and thus ice-
cold beer was supplied to the Egyptian pub¬
lic during the hottest weather, and, let us

Akrital of the National Pedestrt-
esne..Mr«. Mattie Potts, the pedestrienne
who has undertaken to walk from Phila¬
delphia to New Orleans in five months,
arrived in this city yesterday evening at
7:30 on her return trip, and is registered at
the American Hotel. She left Danville on

Wednesday morning last, having travelled
140 miles in six days, or an average of 23j
miles per day. She has yet nineteen days
in which to complete the trip, and a dis¬
tance of 260 miles from this city to Phila¬
delphia to walk. On the 12th of October
next Mrs. Potts is due in that city, her des¬
tination, and will receive 83,000 upon her
arrival within the specified time. When
she started from Philadelphia, nearly four
months and a half ago, she calculated to'
make the entire trip at an avera?e-of 1G
miles per day.
