The Mystery of Exchangc.
[From the Boston Journal of Commeree.]

We presume thal some of our readers are
aware that the quotation ol !orgign ex-
change represents a premium considerably
4n excess of the actual fact, but we doubt
whetber al! of them know preciselv what
js the difference. By the usage of bankers
the old Spanish dollaris assumed a8 the par
of exchange, £1 being equal to four and
Jour-ninths of these dollars, 1t was at this
rate that sum: of money mentioned in
the Constitution of Mnssnchuseits were
formerly changed into Federal money,
and the date no doubt originally repre-
sented the true par between tbe two coub-
gries. In point of fact, however, in the
established moneye of Great Britain and the
United States £1 contained as much gold as
£4.87 of United States money; and this is
tbe troe par ol exchange or rate which must
be uged in converting the money of onec
<country into thatof the other. For in-
stance, 1f anything cosis £100 1in Great
Britain. its true value expressed in
mopey of the United States is 2487. Ac-
cordingly, it is a fact familiar to all bank-
ers that when exchbange is quoted at
1094 there is no real premium, but the
true par bas been attained, because if
we multiply $4.44 4.0, which is the
nominal par, by 108§ which is then the
quoted rate, we get §4.87, which is the true
par. We need scarcely add that it is owing
to this circumstance that the exports of gold
from the United States are not larger. If
therereally existed such a heavy premiumon
bills of exchange as muny persons suppose,
it would be immensely profitable to export
gold to Great Britain. In point of faet, in
view of the necessary expenses of freizht,
insurance, and loss of interest, the margin
does not more than cover the risk. The
United States balf-cagle, it may be added,
contsins 116 grains of pure gold, equiva-
lent to £5; the British sovereign, 112 gruins,
equivalent to £4.97 of United States money.
