After many adjournments the matter

came up for argmnent yesterday :bdbre
¦Judgewestbrook, -in Supreme Court,Cham¬
bers. C. W. Broc&c appeared for the plain-
tiffs, Edward, George, and Frederldk Cop¬
pers, brothers of the deceased man, and

4obn E. Develin for the defendants, the

trustees of St. Patrick's Cathedral in this

city, who control tbe cemetery, A large
assemblage gradually gathered in Chambers
as tbe argument progressed. Oneof the in¬

teresting Incidents was an ioterruption Dy
Judge Westbreok when Mr. Broofce was in

tbe mld«t of bis. argument. The Judge
-stopped him and said, as if it bad 3ust oc¬

curred to him, that more than twenty years
ago be bad been initiated into a Masonic
lodge, and be didn't know that uoder the
circumstances be ought to listen to the mo¬

tion; be added, however, that be had not

been inside a lodge-room for nearly, twenty
years. The counsel upon both sides said

they did not think that circumstance ought
to make any difference, and tbe hearing-
vent on.

Mr. Brooke read the affidavitsupon which
the order to show cause was obtained. The

substance of these was printed in the Sri-
tune aeveral weeks ago. The tirst affidavit
read on the other side was that of Hugh
Moore, superiutendentof Calvary cemetery.
He declared tbac tbe cemetery was set apart
lor tbe burial of Catholic, and it was openly
known that non-Catholics, Masons, or mem¬

bers of other secret societies were exclude!:
from burial in it. The burial-lands were

disposed of to Catholics exclusively. The
deed of sale of

'

tbe Coppers lot was subject
to the rulesof the Catholic Church. Tbe
defendants did not know that Denis Cop¬
pers was a non-Catholic or a Mason until
the publication of .the notice of the funeial
werviwa.
One of the most Interesting of tbe affida¬

vits was that.of Vicar-General Quinn. After
explaining tbe jurisdiction of liis office
over such cases, he set forth *. that by the
laws of the Roman Catholic Church and
the rule and practice of the Archdiocese of
New York in reference to Calvary ceme¬

tery, adopted and in force for many years
prior to 1873, and still in full force and
vigor, non-Catholics and also excommuni¬
cated persons, including all those who be¬
long to the order of Freemasons and other
similar secret societies, were excluded from
burial in Catholic cemeteries; that mem¬

bers of tbe secret society of Masons were,

by the law of said Church, ipso facto ex¬

communicated; that by the Apostolic Con¬
stitution in eminenti, dated April 28, 1738.
the Roman Pontift' Clement XII. decreed
that members of the order of Freemasons
incurred ipso facto excommunication ; that
by special constitution of tbe Roman
Pontiff's Benedict XIV., Pius VII., Leo
XII., Pius VIII., and Pius IX., the above-
mentioned decree of Clement XII. had
been renewed, continued, and extended,
and the acts and decrees of the Second Ple¬
nary Council of Baltimore held by the
Catholic archbishops and bishops in the
United States, referring to said constitu¬
tions, received the same with due reve¬

rence; that said law and discipline of said
Church were and had been specially pro¬
claimed and publicly known for many years
prior to 1873; that the actiou of the officers
in charge of Calvary cemetery in refusing
tbe burial therein of the remains of Denis
Coppers was in accordance with the laws,
usages, and discipline of said Church, and
the same was sustained by the proper eccle¬
siastical authorities of the Archdiocese of
New York; that when deponent was called
upon by the friends of said deceased, depo¬
nent informed them that by the law of the
Church burial in Cavalry cemetery was not
allowed to Free Masons ; that verbal per¬
mission to allow the body to remain in the
receiving vault was given only as a matter
of courtesy."

Several other corroborating affidavits
were presented. Mr. Brooke argued that
Mr. Coppers had purchased the fee-simple
of the cemetery lot ; that no condition as to
membership in a secret society or as to non-
communion with the Catholic Church was
contained in the deed of sale. Therefore
the cemetery authorities had no right to re¬
strain his next of kin, who bad tbe control
of his burial, from depositing the body in
Xbe lot he had purchased, and in which he
had wished to be buried. Such a restric¬
tion upon the right of burial was antago¬
nistic to the laws and institutions of this
country; and even if such conditions had
been contained in the deed they could not
be sustained, as they were against public
policy. But even tbe Roman Catholic
Church, it was urged, had not taken
sfich strong grounds against the burial of
Masons and non-Catholics in consecrated
ground as to support the position of the de¬
fendants, The order of Freemasonry had
been approved under Carbolic kings and
emperor*. The highest officers of the order
in France had been men of the highest rank
of nobility, who were strong Catholics, and
who had never been rebuked by the Church.
High Catholic authorities, too, had conceded
the necessity thut non-Catholics should
sometimes be buried in consecrated ground.
In the record of tbe action of tbe Plenary
Council at Baltimore would be found sec¬

tions supporting the position of the plain¬
tiffs, Freemasons were not enumerated
among those excluded from burial, and it
was especially provided that under some

circumstances the burial of non-Catholics
among the Catholic members of their fami¬
lies should be tolerated.
The argument was not concluded, and
