Moreover, ut four points for mis-
rionary work there is needed te assist in the
ergction of cburch-buildings from £100 to
$€500 each. An effort was made to raise $100
for a church at Powellton, in Accomac
county. . Four or five members of the Pres-
bytery each subscribed ten dollars for this
purpose,
