THE COURTS.A REMARKABLE RESULT OF
LONG LITIGATION.THE LAW'S DELAYS
Make AN INSOLVENT ESTATE WORTH IIUN-
DRCDS OF THOUSANDS.

Firtli and Franklin streets, and the lots at
the corner of Sixth and Main streets, pro¬
perly belonging to Hie estate or the late
James Brown, which has been locked up in
a chancery suit for the last forty years.
This i« the end of the famous case of Brown
vs. Burton.
The sale of this property recalls the inci-

dents of what has been the most volumi¬
nous and protracted litigation that ever
took' place in Virginia.
About 1794 James Brown and Robert Bur¬

ton became mercantile partners in this city.
They did an enormou-s business here and at
a dozen other places in the State.at each
one of which they had a separate house.
Their business comprehended almost every
branch of merchandising. In 1801 Mr.
Burton married a Miss Braddick. In 1800
he died, leaving his widow and two sons.

to wit, Dr. John Burton, now living in
Scotland, and Robert Burton, Jr., who
died childless in 18S7. Mr". Burton left bin
property to his wile and these two chil¬
dren, and made his partner, J.tmes Brown,
his executor. In 1807 Mr. Brown married
the widow of Mi. Burton, and from this
marriage there were born six sons and one
diuyhter. All of these sous are now dead
except Geoige L. Bro o, of this city, and
A. Spiers Brown, of N ;w York. None of
them left children or widows. The daugh¬
ter married a Mr. George, of this cPy. and
s'.ie is now dead, but she lias four children
still surviving her.
Mr. James Brown lived until the year

1841. When be assumed executional man¬

agement of Mr. Burton's estate he failed to
record any inventory of it, and no account
of it was ever taken up to the time of his
death. lie continued the business thatfliey
had been engaged in both here anil at the
various otbtr points in the State where they
had houses. Later in his life he met with
serious reverses, so that when became to
(lie, in 1811. his estate, after paying his
debts, including bis liabilities to the
[e^taic of Robert Burton, would have
been wholly insolvent. After his death
his executors, who were two of his
sons, were met with the appalling
state of facts which is set out above. I r.

i was necessary that they should tind out
i what his estate owed to the estate of Robert
I Burton ; but in order to do it they had to

go through the niaz .-s of this labyrinth with-
out clue or thread. It wss necessary that
they should (Inci out what had been the
value. of Mr. Burton's interest in eacu one
of the many houses that the lirm ran thir¬
ty-live years before, what losses those in-

I tcrests had sustained in the way of the biisi-
| ness, and what accretions. The ta*k was

truly an herculean one. They then com*
mr need the suit of Brown vs. Bur¬
ton, which has been to the Court of

! Appeals no less than live times, and the pa¬
pers in which would till an ordinary-sized
room. The suit dragged along under all

j the ditliculties naturally attending such a

litigation until a report was made in it,
since the war, by Thomas T. Giles, of this
city, which will compare favorably with
lanv piece of similar work that ever was
(lone. Mr. Giles, with a patience and an
acumen that are simply marvellous, plodded
through the thousands of pages of ledgers,
blotter^, and day-books that the business
presented, and finally evolved order out of
the chaos. Out of the many exceptions
which were of course taken to his report

j tin* Court of Appeals failed to sustain one.
The last time that the cause went to the

Court of Appeals it. was taken there by
William L. Rovall as counsel for A. Spiers
Brown. When Mr. Brown married the

j widow Burton he entered into a marriage
contract by which he covenanted that aftVr
his debts were paid there should be raised
from his estate the sum of £10,000 currency
for the issue of t!-e marriage, to be held by
them "a* tenants in common with benefit

i of survivorship." Mr. Rovall contended
that this fund was to »o to all the children
of the marriage, and as one died bis share
was to go the brothers and sisters that sur¬

vived him, until there was onlv one child
lefr. Who should take it all. This would of
course have cut out the children of Mrs.
George. The Court of Appeal* decided the
ca*e against him. There is an elaboia'e re¬

view of the judgment of the Court by Mr.
Royal 1 in the Julv No. of the \r>rginia Law
Journal. 1879. The lawyers reg.ird the cast¬
as a very interesting one.
One result attending this p *ot meted litiga¬

tion, which is verv unusual, deserves no¬
tice. Mr. Brown's estate was wholly insol¬
vent. when iie died. Nevertheless, it has
paid oil' all his large debts, and is to-day
worth from §150.000 to §200.000, to be di¬
vided amongst his heirs. Wliilst the pro¬
perty was tied up in this tedious chancery
suit it went on increasing in value, es-pc-
