He next turned his at¬
tention to tbe public schools and coupons.
The latter had been called the cutworms of
the Treasury and school fund, and the sup¬
porters of the McCulloch bill enemies to the
public schools, which he would deny and
repudiate with scorn and contempt. Abe
Constitution of 1869 recognized twoduues-
(lsO to pay interest on the public debt, and
r>d) to set aside a certain proportion of
revenue for public schools. Tbe cour s
bare said the obligation to pay the debt is

As to tbe reduction of lands and person¬
alty, he was sure tbey wo*i!d be increased
in value in tbe cities, in Piedmont Vir¬
ginia, portions of Eastern Virginia, &c\ ;
but if tbe value decreased 20 per cent,
there would still be money enough and a

surplus. And it should be remembered if
property be reduced in value 25 percent,
the schools would lose 5 per cent. He ntxt
declared that up to-day $1G8.000 of coupons
for this year Jess than if tbe McCullocb bill
had not passed was the result of its pas¬
sage, besides the great saving in tbe amount
of interest and the gain to the schools,
which he enumerated ; and declared that a

debt of gratitude was due to tbe bondhold¬
ers.
THE GENERAL PRINCIPLES OF THE SETTLEMENT

were next plainlv and thoroughly exempli-
tied ; and Mr. Massey's argument as to

losing West Virginia and slaves &c., was

dissected and pronounced an argument of
communism and agrarian isui ; and as to
equalizing losses, the proof of tbe pudding
is tbe chewing of the bag. <« Now, John
Paul and myself went into the war*. We
got bullets." Massey didn't go in. Now,
on that equalizing-losses principle, suppose
John and myself go up and divide with
Massev."
Major Danie] declared tbe bondholders

suffered more than anybody else. Virginia
didn't lose one third by West Virginia
either in territory or property.bondholder
conceded it. He discussed this point prac¬
tically, fully, and logically. He showed
that tbe bondholder lost more than the ave¬
rage property-holder. there was 13i cents
ou the dollar in favor of property-holder.
Major Daniel next said there were three

classes of people.one do not think, the
second act first and think next, and the
third do their thiuking first, and then act
and stand up to it. Paul's arguments were

anticipated, and he showed whereiu tbey
were going to be inapplicable.
He declared that be was to be denounced

for invitiner Hugh MeCulloch and the syn¬
dicate to ,Bichraond».wben he didn't do it.
But who did? Paul, Massey, Fulkerson,
and others supported tbe resolution under
wbicb McCulloch and tbe syndicate came
to the capital. The syndicate, he declared,
could not bind Virginia for one dollar, nor
issue a bond for the State; neither did they
get a cent for what they did from us; it
comes from the bondholders and not from
us, and they are crocodile tears being shed
by those who are crying about the syndi¬
cate being paid. *

FowJer bill. Major Daniel did not tbink
thie any argument, however, but it was a

stopper for their, mouths on this point. The
bondholders agreed to take 3 per cent, in¬
terest if we would exempt the bonds from
taxation, and we accepted it.
Finally, as to tbe argument that tbe Mc-

Cullocb bill was passed without submitting
it to tbe people, tbe largest convention ever

held in the Slato delegated the question to
the Legislature to settle. Did the Reiid-
justers submit the Barbour bill or the Bo-
cook bill to tbe people? Oh, no; they were
readjusting measures.

.Mujor Daniel's speech was simply replete
with logical arguments irrefutable, rle took
up the arguments of tbe Rc&dj ustcrs one

bv one and utterly refuted them.leaving
tbcm no ground to stand on. His speech
was a Stonewall charge on the batteries of
readjustment, in which he completely
forced them from their, position, the vast
assembly frequently interrupting him by
tbe wildest demonstrations of enthusiasm.
The brief and imperfect synopsis of his line
of argument above given can give no iucn
of the logic of the speech.

HON. jonx PAUL

was next introduced, and was received
with applause by tbe RcXdjustcrs. Major
Daniel, in a personal compliment of him at
the close of bis speccli, having said, u With
all his fanlts I love him still;" Mr. rani
commenced bis speech by saying he could
fully appreciate the compliment of Major
Daniel, for he was aware tbe Major loved
him still better than any other way. He
thought the Fundcrs liked the Readjustee
to be still. Mr. Paul held up a Richmond
Whig, in which was a rooster, and a>ked
Major Daniel had be seen him, and com¬
mented on the Norfolk primary election, at
which there were only 340 Funder votes
polled, as a significant fact in the campaign
and nn omen of victory for the Reacljnst-
ers. [Tbe Norfolk primary was the cause
of tbe rooster being put in the Whig col¬
umns.] Mr. Paul claimed the Readjustees
to be read out of the Conservative party by
the insignificant 13; declared that Major
Danfel bad attempted to draw the atti ntmn
of tbe people from t lie obnoxious features
of the brokers7 bill, and declared that
in this question are involved some of
the grandest principles of free government.
Tbe required increase of taxes, which lie
declared indisputable, be thought one of
tbe loa«-t objectionable features to the bill.
[He delighted that hi* distinguished com¬
petitor had risen above the vulgarisms and
billingsgate that has -characterized this can¬
vass at so many poin's, and recognized it as
a grave question. The statements of the
Auditor were next claimed to be inconsist¬
ent; the covcrnment declared to be run in
the interest of bondholders and money-
rings since Walker was Governor, and the
principles and labors of the Readjustees de¬
clared to be to rescue and preserve the
State from such things. The point
has arrived in the history of this State,
he declared, where the tirst great
law of nature, self-preservation, as¬
serts itself. There are precedents for
Virginia in regard to readjustment; and
while Dr. Curry is running up and down
the State shrieking honor, «fcc., the fact is
that his own State, Alabama, greatly re¬
duced her public debt. No one Legislature
has the right to bind succeeding ones for
forty years, no matter what the exigency
or demands of the people, lie declared the
people's interests sacrificed for bonds, and
thought if they submitted to such things
they bad all just as well go into slavery.
As to tbe Bocoek-Fowler bill, the RfJid-

j usters acceptcd that for fear of larger in¬
terest. He dwelt on the constitutional pro¬
visions as to public schools, and thought
the tax-receivable-script feature of the Mc-
Cullocb bill exceedingly obnoxious. He
brought out the principal arguments used
by the Readjustcrs against the bill, and was

frequently heartily applauded by the Re-
adjusters.
Then Major Daniel

AROSE TO MAKE HIS REJOINDER.
The yell that wont up from the Conserva¬
tives was loud and long; and while lie pro¬
ceeded to knock down Paul's pegs one by
one, the Conservatives wont wild with en¬
thusiasm. Major Daniel said he knew Paul
was not going to try to answer his argu¬
ments. He (Paul) had trodden his own

platform underfoot, and now wanted Vir¬
ginia to follow " precedents of other
States " ; and in regard to this he could say
that a thousand convicts were in the peni¬
tentiary, but was that any reason why a
man should commit larceny ? He fully dis¬
played the inconsistency between Paul's
present position and that embodied in the
Mozart-Hall platform and in Mahone's
speech, which had beeu scattered over the
State, and declared the party would stick
to nothing two minutes. 'Some one inter¬
rupted Major Daniel while quoting from
Mabone's speech, and said that was not the
platform of the party, but merely Mahone's
views; but Major Daniel retorted by ask¬
ing if Mahone's speech was not en¬
dorsed by the party, why were thousands
of copies printed and scattered through the
State by the party ? He declared that there
were misrepresentations in regard to other
southern States and then Adjustment*.
