LOG MATTERS.
The Sprixo-Strekt Home..Tbe annual

reports of the president of the Spring-
Street Home and of the president of the
Board of Managers of tlje Home have just
been submitted. Dr. Parker, the president
of tbe institution, says in his report:
" Tbe §400 oncc given by tbe city,

but afterward? withdrawn, should be
restored to the Association, as it was
taken from the otber charities of tbe
city for this express purpose. We
take inmates from ihe almshouse and tbe
city jail, thus saving tbe city their sup¬
port in those institutions. Tbe State, in her
embarrassfd condition, can't be expected
to aid us, but tbe small sum of $4-00 from
tbe city would give crent relief. Tbe $800
expeudod by the ladies for current expenses
does not Include interest on tbe property,
insurance, &c. It requires about §1,200 per
annum to carry on tbe institution, and wo
owe upon interest account about $500,
which must be raised promptly, as further
indulceuce will not be allowed.
" 1 received a letter a few days ago from

one of the former inmates of tbe Homo,
who is now a volunteer nurse in tbe public
hospital at Memphis. She could get better
pay in private families, but can do more

good in tbe hospital. It may be remem¬
bered that last year I published In tbe Dis¬
patch a letter from this girl addressed to
liev. Pike Powers, of this city. She tells
me that this summer tbe family with whom
she was living urged her to flee with tbem
from the plague-stricken city, but she de¬
termined to stand to her post and risk ber
life in the defence of others. I have looked
daily in the Dispatch for her name on the
death-roll, but am glad that she is still
spared and is doing a work that every true
man and woman in the land must applaud.

44 Large institutions of this sort succeed
in other cities ; why not in this ? One in
Philadelphia has existed for more than sev¬

enty years, and is to-day doing a great
work."
The president of the Board of Managers

in ber report says that »? during tbe year
there have been twenty-two inmates in tbe
Home, eight of whom bavc left tbe institu¬
tion. One of this number was brought to
the Home by a distressed father. One girl,
dismissed to go Into service, is giving great
satisfaction to ber employers," and she is
now a consistent member of tbe Methodist
Church. Seven of tbe eleven now in tbe
Home profess an entire change of heart.
We arc not without hope in regard to the
remaining four. We are endeavoring to
teach them the various branches of female
work.cooking, washing, sewing, &c.

If legal obligation exists to keep the said
street in repair, it rests upon the bridge
company, and not upon the city.
Your committee further reports that the

street is in a very bad condition, and sadly
needs repairs. The plank fence which en¬

closes the street has nearly gone to ruin,
and should he repaired: that the James-
River Bridge Company has neglected to
make these repairs; that citizens of this
place and those travelling upon this street
ore much inconvenienced by reason of the
want of the repai'.rs referred to.
The committee are of the opinion that It

would be desirable for the city to make
theso temporary repairs if tltf Council

think proper to order them under the cir¬
cumstance stated*
The committee also offered the following

resolutions bearing1 upon the above subject :
1* Resolved, That the City Council con¬

curs In the views expressed in said report.
2. That the Street Committee make the

repairs proper to ensure safety to travel
along the street referred to. Bnt this order
Is made with an expressed protest against
any act of the city in making any repairs
on the highway referred to being construed
into any admission of its legal obligation so
to do ; to the contrary, Ihe city denies such
obligation.

8. That the secretary communicate a copy
of these proceedings to the James-River
Bridge Company ; but inasmuch as that
company is composed of an equal represen^-
tation from this city and the city of Rich¬
mond, that these proceedings be communi¬
cated to tbe Common Council and Board of
Aldermen of Richmond, and that they be
invited to confer through a committee with
this Council not only in regard to the plan
set forth, but in rfegard to all matters in¬
volving tbe management and maintenance
of tbe bndge.
Tbe committee recommended tbe adop-

! tiorj oi the petition of J. F. Leibermuth to
erect a wire sign across Hull street at Thir¬
teenth, and that the City Engine^* be in¬
structed to place a strainer in Tront of the
culvert on Perry between Twelfth and
Thirteenth streets.

' The report and resolutions of the com¬
mittee were received nnd adopted.
A report (which has been published in

the Dispatch ).from the special Committee
on Water was received and adopted.?
A communication from tbe James-River

Bridge Company asking for an appropria¬
tion of $800 towards repairing the Free
bridge was received and referred to the
Finance Committee.
Mr. S. Carter Weisiger, who was recently

elected a member of the Council to fill the
I vacancy caused by tbe resignation of Air.

E. B. Howie, forwarded a communication
declining the position. Mr, William II.
Walker was elected to fill the vacancy.
Adjourned.
