TnE Fatr.First Day..The nineteenth

annual exhibition of the State Agricultural
Society will commence to-day. Tbe gates
will be opened for the judges at 9 A. M.
and for the general public at 11.
Owing to the perpetual injunction grant¬

ed against the Fredericksburg Railroad
Company, prohibiting them from using lo¬
comotives on Broad street, trains will not
be run into tbe eity at all, and on Wednes¬
day and Thursday only to the bead of Broad
street. Tbe street-cars will run to Laurel
street, where they will connect with omni¬
buses for the grounds. Garber will run a
line of omnibuses from Seventh and Broad
streets to the ladies' reception-room in the
grounds, and his omnibuses will be with¬
drawn from Main street during the four
days of the Fair.
With moderately good weather we are

sure to have a great crowd of visitors here.
The railroad- and bout-rates are lower this
year than usual. Tbe exhibition is a good
one. In many respe«ts It is superior to the
average : in some it excels any that we
ever had here.

At tbe meeting of the Agricultural So¬

ciety held last night vigorous efforts were

inaugurated to secure from tbe court and
parties iu inter<st the privilege of running
trains as heretofore on Broad street.

Departure of the New Steamship Man¬
hattan..Tbe line new steamship Manhat-
tan, of the Old Dominion Line, which ar¬
rived here on Saturday morning, sailed for
New York on Sunday afternoon. Among
the passengers who came out in her from
New York were Mr. George Y. Sloat, eogi-
neer-in-chief ; Captain H. A. Bourne, gene¬
ral superintendent; N. L. MeCrendy, Esq.,
president, and Mr. W. H. Stanford, secre¬

tary of the Old Dominion Steamship Com¬
pany. The first two named gentlemen came
as far as Richmond, but the others got off
at Norfolk. Tbey had a most delightful
trip, and express themselves as much
pleased with the «behavior of the Man¬
hattan on her first trip. She is an iron
screw-vessel of 1.525 tons capacity, and
is 240 feet long. Her other dimensions, <fcc.,
have already been described in the Dis¬
patch. Her saloon is finished in hard wood
(French walnut and Hungarian ash), and is
upholstered in crimson plush. The saloon
is supplied with revolving-chairs of modern
style. In fact, no expense seems to have
been spared in making her a first-class pas¬
senger-ship in every respect. She is pro¬
nounced to be a model of marine architec¬
ture, and by reason of her excellent fitting,
is thought to be a remarkably safe vessel
for passenger traffic.
Captain J. H. Kelly, formerly of the

steamship Richmond, has command of the
Manhattan. He is assisted by N. J. Jenny,
first officer. The chief engineer is Mr. C.
Evans. Mr. T. McCormick, formerly of
the Isaac Bell, is the purser, while Mr. Jim
Booth, so well and favorably known to all
the patrons of the Old Dominion Line, is the
steward of this fine new vessel, and will ad¬
minister to the wants of the inner man.

M. Bowman, of Augusta; S. N. Ficklen,
of Albemarle; Dr. 8. P. Moore, of Rich¬
mond, and Thomas Watkins, of Halifax.
-The minutes of tbe last meeting we?e

read and approved.
On motion of 31r. Waikins, of Halifax,

it was agreed that the election of officers
should take place on Thursday evening pre¬
vious to tbe address of Senator Johnston.

Colonel Knight made a statement in re¬
gard to the running of the Fair-Ground's
trains on Broad street, about which oar
readers were advised some days ago. Colo¬
nel Knight, bad bad some conference with
Mr. Daniel, counsel of tbe Fredericksburg
Railroad Company, with the view of get¬
ting a suspending order from Judge Fitz-
hugb (with tbe consent of counsel for
Henry Miller and others) to enable the
trains to be run : but no arrangement bad
yet been made to that end.
