Mr,
Watt gave an incident, showing how a poor
man, by his own labor and determination,
Liad wade bimself well to do: heginning on
rented land, and gradually accumulating
until he was able to buy land—poor land at
that. The general opinion of the speakers
was that a good living could be made in
Eastern Virginia by those who are uble and
willing to work und hsve rcasonuble expe-
rience in agriculture, and are willing to
practice cconomy.
