Ing an ordinance establishing a purchasing
agent at a yearly salary is herewith returned,
with the recommendation that the establish¬
ment of such an agency is at this time in¬

expedient.
The committee also recommend that sec¬

tion 48 of chapter 34 be so amended as to

allow merchants to occupy with their goods
three feet or the sidewalk instead of one

third of the sidewalk, as it now reads.
The report and ordiuance were adopted.

THE SUNDAY LIQUOR LAW.

Mr. Hicgfns, from the select committee
appointed to consider the disagreeing voter
of the two bodies as to the Sunday liquor
law, presented an ordinance to make the
city ordinance conform to the present State
law. The report and ordinance were read.
The ordinance proposes that tbo penalty
shall be a tine bl not less than $10 nor more
than $500, aud, at the discretion of the Po- ]
lice Justice, forfeit license.

MINORITY REPORT.
Mr. Ellyson presented the following re¬

port, representing the views of a minority
or the committee:
To the Honorable Members of the City

. Council : ; ,

A majority of the committee of oonfer-
; ence on the Sunday liquor law having
.creed to report an 'amendment to section
18 of chapter 46 of the City Ordinances, bv
wUish tbe exclusive Jurisdiction of ill

cases of violation of the Sunday llqnor laws
is invested in the Police Court, and believ¬
ing that the adoption of the proposed
amendment would be Injurious to the beat
interests or the city, the undersigned, a
minority of th6 committee, beg leave re¬
spectfully to offer the following report :
The question under consideration is sim¬

ply who shall impose the penalty for a vlo-
lation of the law.. Under our present laws
ibe Hustings and Police Courts claim con¬
current jurisdiction. It is proposed to *o
modify the ordinance as to take the ju¬
risdiction from the Hustings and vest it in
the Police Court. In our opinion this would
produce most unfortunate results.
The agitation for the removal of Jurisdic¬

tion was not begun UBtil the judee of the
Hustings Court bad made his court ob¬
noxious to the violators of the law by the
imposition of heavy penalties. It was to
shield infractors of the law from punish¬
ment and to provide an easy way for its vio¬
lation that this agitation was be<run and has
continued. If this be not the object sought
to be attained, why should those interested
take so much trouble to secure exclusive
jurisdiction for the Police Court? If the
saloon-keepers of the city sre sincere in
their expressions of purpose to observe the
law, whv should the question of who shall
impose its penalties be 10 them a matter of
the slightest concern ? for if they never vio¬
late the law they will never become liable
to pnuishmeut, and so the question of who
shall administer it chu have for them no

practical interest. The facts warrant the
conclusion that the bar-keepers of the city
do not stand in fear of the Police Court,
and that not until the judge ol the Hust¬
ings Court took the matter in band was the
Sunday liquor law evergenerally respected.
To sustain this assertion we need only

mention that durinsr the four years begin¬
ning with April, 1874, and ending Siaroh
31,1878, the number of persons Gned in the
Police Court was 71. Of tbi< number 00
were fined 810, and five were tiued $20,
making an aggregate of 5700 tor the four
year«. During the short peri >d of ten
months the number of persons convicted
in tbe Hustings Court was only nine, and
yet the tines amounted to nine hundred and
seventy dollars.
As we bavo Just stated, during the four

years mentioned it was the custom of the
Police Justice in nearly every instance to
impose tbe smallest penally allowed by the
law. We claim tbat this did not tend to
restrain the bar keepers from further viola¬
tions of tbe law, and in support of this posi¬
tion we need simply mention tbat one dealer
was found guilty by ttie Police Justice
three times in a period of less than two
years, and each timo was tined only tbe
minimum amount of 810. Another was
convicted twice within thirty-five days. and
was fined only ten dollars for each offence,
although tbe last was the fourth time he
bad been tried and conviclcd in this court
for selling liquor on Sunday. And still an¬
other was arraigned twice in less tnan three
weelcs, and each time was punched with the
smallest fine: and so with others who were
arraigned and convicted more than once for

a violation of the Sunday liquor law.
We do not desire to be understood as im¬

pugning tbe motives of tbe Police Justice.
In tbe exercise of his authority be had the
right to impose the least or the greatest pe¬
nalty. It was for him to decide as to tbe
gravity of the offence aud to affix the pe¬
nalty ; but in support of our claim that tbe
jurisdiction should be allowed to remain in
the Hustings Court, we need only to refer
you to the above facts to show most conclu¬
sively that the law jvas not respected until
the judge of tbe Hustings Court, by the in¬
fliction of beaw penalties, secured for It a

proper observance.
In advocacy of tbe proposed amendment,

it is urged tbat the money realized from
fines now paid to the State would then go
into tbe city treasury, and so become a
source of revenue.
Tbe total amount of fines imposed by the

Police Justice in four years aggregated only
§760, or an average of 5190 a year. We are
unwilling to believe tbut in discussing a

question that so seriously affects the highest
interests of the community any citizen, for
so pitiful a sum as §190 a year, would be
willing to jeopardize the peace and good
order of tbe city; but, lest this argument
should have some weight, we hazard nothing
in saying that it is capable or demonstration
tbat tbe expense incurred by tbe cit y for the
arrest and conviction of violators of the
Sunday liquor law, and especially for the
arrest and detention of persons made disor¬
derly and dangerous by rea.»ou of liquor
purchased on Sunday, would more than
equal the revenue likely to be derived from
tbat source.
Another reason for the change upon

which great stress is laid is that under the
present Jaws, which give jurisdiction to
both the Hustings and Police Court®, any
person may be lined twice for the same
offence. As the petitioners asking for this
amendment declare their purpose of faith¬
fully observing the law, and as the liquor-
dealers, through their Association, and
many individually, have Assured roembersi
of the Council that it is the intention of all
barkeepers to hereafter respect the law,
we do not see that this objection can have
any weight, for if no one violates the law
no one will be punished; and if any dealer
should at any time be found guilty, the
other dealers, having pledged themselves to
the support of the law, would be Interested
in having such dealer punished to the full¬
est extent of the Uw.
The third reason whv the law should be

modified, and which Is the last we shall no¬

tice, is the one that relates to the summon¬
ing of citizens to testify before the grand
jury as to their knowledge of violations of
the Sunday liquor law. It is deelared "to
be due to many of our citizens, as respect¬
able as any others, that they shull not be
liable to be summoned ns involuntary in¬
formers against themselves and others be¬
fore the grand jury or the Hustings Court,"
and also that the adoption of this amend¬
ment " would relieve the State of the bur¬
then or incurring large expenses in sum¬

moning witnesses before the grand and
petit juries and the trial of such cases and
the citizens of the unpleasant duty and an¬

noyance of attendinr court and neglecting
their own business."
To this we would reply that the right to

summon citizens bpfor® the grand jury or

the Hustings Court is not confined to cases

affecting the Suuday liquor law, but as well
to all other violations of law, and would not

be affected by any modification the City
Council might make in this or any other
ordinance. Besides, no good citizen ought
ever to object to lending his aid to the sup¬
pression of crime or to the exposure of

guilty parties.
The Police Justice has also tbe right to

summon witnesses to testify against accused
parties, and does daily exercise that right,
as all know who have any knowledge of tbe

practice of that court.
We have endeavored to show that

during the four years when tbe Police
Justice exercised special Jurisdiction tbe
Sunday liquor law.was frequently violated^,
and repeatedly by tbe same-individuals, but
that since tbe judge of tho Hustings Cowfc,
has taken cognizance ol these cases the

number of violations bag. steadily decreased,
until be has at last secured the general* ot>-

servopce of the law in every part of tbe

city. Would it be wise in tbe face of this
experience to transfer the jurisdicifao from
a court that has successfully enforced the,
law' to one that has confessedly failed to se?

eure its proper observance? We think
not; and we trust that it may be tbe plea¬
sure oi your honorable body to sustain the
view* expressed in tbia report, and to ojv-
pose any modification of tbe present onft*
nance.

The prelatein his churcbly vestment*, tbe Knights i»
their full regalia, the rich banners or tbc-

cited the profoundest interest, and the sing¬ing was delightful.

Far. fardistant be the day wben
tbe spirit that would cultivate the manhood
virtues, and above all. ar.d as embracing all,
the virtues of personal honor, shall ccase
to be taught to and nurtlred and cherished
by the young men of our land.

?¦.Now, this spirit of chivalry is embodied
in conjunction with that of religion in the
order of Knight Templary. In the term
templar you have tbe suggestion of the one
idea, while in the term knight you have it
of the other. * * * Already, in this act
of consecration, we have done honor to
these ideas, as symbolized in this banner.
But we must do honor yet more to them if
we shall prove ourselves true and loyal
knights. We must gather into ourselves
these ideas and make them tbe mor. Ilv gov¬
erning forces of our lives. We shall dis¬
grace that banner and reduce it to the scorn
of men outside if we do not make these
ideas with ourselves and upon ourselves vi¬
tal realities. Uut so appropriating and utili¬
zing these ideas, this banner will be to us a

thing of beauty, of honor, and of moral
power; and in a higher and holier warfare
than any that brave Christian knight ever
waged with brutal Saracen on fields of Pifl-
estine, In hocsiqno vinces."

After the address the audience were
treated by the band to selections from Pin¬
afore. The benediction was then pro¬
nounced, and tbe line reformed, and the
Knights returned to St. Alban's.
