along the western slope of the mountain,
and will be rdther less than 1,000 yards in
length. The station itsell, which stands at
the bottom of the volcanic cone, is 2.500
feet above the level of the sen, and the line
rises rapidly from tbemnce to the verge of
the crater, at an incline which averages
tifty-six feet in the 100, but reaches its
steepest part as much »s sixty-three feet in
100. The construetion of the railway has
bean a matter of setious debate, and it is
only after long counsideration that the pro-
jeclors determined upon the system plan-
ned by the engineer, Olivierl. Acecording
to the principle adopted in this plan the
whole of the inciined plane from top to
bottom is covered with a thick platform of
wood, resting upon the lava and otber
crinbling soil, which would of itself be
mueh too unsteady to form a proper bed
for the sleepers.
Above the cinders and detritus of which
the mountain side is composed, the platform
will be like a gigantie raft, and upon it the
rails will be Inld with ease and regnlarity.
The wheels of the earriages are to be se
firmly attached fo the rails that they can
never jump or elip ofl, and the trains are to
be drawn up by means of two sfeel cables
worked by a steam engine stationed at the
bottom ot the voleano, They will also be
provided with a brake so powerful that
even in the unhkely ease of a breakage of
both eables they ean be brought to a stand-
still very quickly, even in an incline of 50
in 100, 'The only other difficulty which
faced the projectors of the new railway wos
that of water supply. for it was caleulated
that the expense of bringing from Resina
enaueh water to supply the engine would
run away with more thun all tbe protits that
could reasonably be expected. In order to
avoid this alternative two large reservoirs
are being constructed, which are expected,
even under the peculiar circumstances of
the position, never to run dry.

THE STRANGE PROCEEDINGS OF THE BODY ON
THE RELEASE OF THE CAPTAIN,
.The London fall-Mall Gazelte gives the
following description of the queer doings
of the Salvationists on the release of their
leader from prison:

Caprain Maycock, the Salvation Army
lender, bas been released from Warwiek
raol, whare be was sent by Leamington
magistrates last month in default of paying
two guineas’ fine for obstructing the streets
with his ¢ arwy.” Mrs, Maycock, ut the Sal-
vationist mecting on Sunday afternoon,
declured 1t was  divinely revealed to
Lier that ber husband was not receiving
medical treatment, and was sinking under
prison diseipline and hardships. Finding
her forebndings verified, she puid the fine,
believing e woeld bave died before Mon-
day. On Monday evening Maycock entered
Leamingtlon, escorted by nuerous sympi-
thizers und thousands of spectators. e
rode in an epen carringe, accompanied by
iis wife and a lieulenant bearing the regi
mental flaer,  Cheers were frequently given
fur Maycock, occasionally mingl:d with
grotins. At Salvation Factors, their meet-
ing-place, the speakers complained of the
Leamington authorities prosecuting them
for doinz good, while in Leeds and Lei-
cester tbey were unmolested. Mayenck
suid he  bad  learned wuch  during
three days' ipecarceration in gaol, and
next Sunday night he would relate his ex-
periences of prison life. A “squad” of the
army, under the command of a captain,
who at intervals blew a trumpet as a < eall
to sinners,” went through the streets of
DBermondsey, in London, on Tuesday night,
preparatory te proceeding to the *f Salva-
tion Iactory ™ to “find peace.”” They sang
hymnus, and were preceded by a couple of
yvouths carrymg a long pole, from which
were suspended a eouple of naphtba-lamps,
lighted. On their way to the factory anum-
ber of workimen leaving a tan-yard jostled
these youths, und one of the lamps fell into
the roadway and upset the naphtha, which
took tire. A crowd of children were close
by, and some of them had a narrow escape
of being burned, but tbe only person in-
jured was the bearer of the lamp, whose
legs were badly scorched,

‘The steamer
was &0 badly damaged that she sunk in four
minutes, ‘T'hirty persons of ber ¢crew and
pussengers were lost, and twenty-four saved
and plueed on other vessels by the Octavia.
The first mate of the Oectavia, James Fer-
guson, wns in charge of the deck ut the
time of the collision. The Octavia brought
nine of those reseued to this port,

Tie following is a list of those of the
Champion’s erew and passengels known to
bave been saved: R. W. Lockwood, cap-
tain; Charles Miller, second mate; John
Thompson, Cbarles Ebler, Frederick Mac-
Kinnon, Frederick Richurds. and Frank
Jackson, seamen: Richard Owens, boy;
We:ley Reeve, chief cngineer; C. E
Bunco, first assistant engineer; Edward
Jones, William Farrell, Patrick Flynn,
Luke Kelly, firemen; Alexander Rose,
conl-passer; Isasc Hammond, chief clerk;
Joun TFoster, porter; Cutherine Cross,
stewardess; George Holland and Moses
Pinckney, waiters.

Four of the passengers and two of the
crew weie placed on bourd an unknown
bark and sent to New York,

Captain Karnes Johnson, ol Greenock,
master of the Lady Octavin, makes the fol-
lowing statement :

The ship arrived at the Delaware Break-
water from-Rio Janeiro, for orders, on the
93d of October, and suviled for New York
about 10 o’clock on Thursday night lasg.
About a quarter-past 2 o'clock yesterday
morning, when we bad sailed aboui tbirty
miles, the collision occurred. The nizht
was clear and warin, and the moon shining
brightly. We were moyving ut the rate of
three and a bhalf or four knots per hour,
My chiel mate reported a steamer ahead
ten minutes before the accident happened.
The steamer continued on bercourse and 1
on mine, and we approzcied each otber,

s

but immediately before the crash
tbe mun on the Jookout of my
vessel reporied the steamer’s star-

board light from our port bow, and then
sbe shifted, and ber port light became visi-
ble, showing that she Lad turaed in her
course, We had a man on the lookout con-
stantly, but there could have been no look-
out on the Champion. Her caplain, Lock-
wood, subsequently told me that he had
altered her course the moment before the
collision, but assiuned no reason for doing
80, and that be did not gee my ship; which
indicates that my ideain regard to the look-
out wus correct. Indeed, I wasinformed that
the man who should have been on the look-
out was aloft loosening sails. The ship
sank in four minutes after the collision, and
there was a terrible panic. I st once or-
dered a boat to be lowered; and, in fact,
they were in the water before the steamer
went down. Two of her crew jumped on
board my ship at the time she struck. In
‘all thirty persons were lost, among them
the first mate and tive women, Twelve of
those missing were passengers. I mean to
cay that the steamer came at usend on end;
there was no possible means ol avoiding
her. It was impossible to tell the extent of
ner injury, she went down so guickly and
there was so much confusion, Four of her
passengers and two of her crew were sent
to New York in a bark that came alongside,
put I did not zet Lheir names or the pame
of the vessel they are on. Whbhen the Oc-
tavia reached Green-Street wharf one ol her
tues left ber, and subsequentiy it was learn-
ed from the boutswain of the Octavin_ that
this tug contained Captain Lockwood, his
passengers, and crew, and that all were at
once taken to Ninth-and-Green-Strect de-
pot, and left for New York. . ’

NEW YORE, Nuvember 8,—Captain Lock-
wood, of the lost steamer Champion, arrived
in this eity about 4 o’clock this afternoon
with the rescued seamen, and reported at
the agent’s office, West street. He was
heartily welcomed and congratulated on bis
narrow escape, as were, also. those who
were with him. The names of the rescued,
as learned from Captain Lockwood, were as
follows : Cuptain R. W. Lockwood, Second
Officer C. Miller, Seamen Charles  Ebler,
Frederick McMann, Frank Jackson, Frede-
riek Richards, Deck-boy Richard Owens,
and Chief-Engineer Wesley Reeve.

CAPTAIN LOCKWOOD'S STATEMENT.

New York, November 8.—Captain Lock-
wood, in s account of the collision, says:
+ When the ship went down 1 was stand-
ing by the main rigging, and nesr me stood
a number of ‘the crew. I said, ¢ Boys, save
yourselyes, and don’t mind me.” Each of
them then took & life-preserver and ex-
pressed their determination to stand by me.
After a Tew .seconds I said, ¢ Throw the
jige-raft overboard; I’ll come afterwards;
jhnp for your fives.’ This was speedily
done, and tvey left me. I was the
last to leave the vessel, and went
down- with ther. . ¥ soon .came to the
surfage: gnins 'Bhis. may seem stravge,
| but it is nevertheless a fact, I kept near
the surfoce of the waler, and so, I suppose,
did not experience the suction of the ves-

teen years. Leonard, the first officer, wa3
in" charge when the collision took place.
He ran forward the moment the crash oc-
curred, and tbat was the last I saw of him.
He was a tried and esperienced seaman,
and had sailed with me for over foarteen
years, He wns a man about forty-cight
years of aie, was a resident of Brooklys,
and leaves a wife and two children.”’

AN ACCOUNT OF THE LOST STEAMER,

New Yorg, November R8.—The- steamer
Champion was built- for Cornelius Vander-
bilt in 1850. He had intende:l to put ber
fn the carrying trade on the Pacific coast,
to connect with the railroad at the Isthmus
of Papama by running up to San Franeisco.
While going west through the Straits of
Mugellan, and standing off the coust, she
ran on the rocks and punci:ed a hole in ber
bottom; but the erew turned to and re-
paired her by.putting soft patches on bers]
They relinquished the idea of bringing her
around to San Franeizeo, and came back to
New York. It was said at the time that Mr.
Vanderbiit felt that it was a good point to
bave all his ships atavailable points when
war would be declared, and the Champion
was not forgotten among his other ves-
sels, When coming up the coast of Drazil
she put into Rio and was thoreughly re-
paired. She arrived in New York previots
to the declaration of war. She was then
chartered by the War Department as n
transport siip to Port Rogul and James
river. She was afterwards purchased by
the New York and Charleston Line. James
W. Quintard. The Champion was rebuilt
and enlarzed in 1870, and thoroughly over-
hauled in 1874, and a new deck pnt on her,
The steamer was rated 4. Heroriginaiton-
nage was 1,452, but of late was 1,418, She
had three decks and two masts, was built in
four compartments, and was Dbrigantine
rigzed. Her length was 234 feet, breadth
of beam 31 feet, and depth of holds 25 feet,
She was equipped with a beam-engine.
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CAUGHT IN THE FLAMES.

A TERRIBLE ACCIDEXNT AT KANSAS CITY,
MO—=BUILDINGS FALL AND TAKE FIRE—
ONE HUNDREED GIRLS AND BOYS SHUT IN
THE RUINS=EIGHT PERSONS KILLED.

Kaxsas C1Ty, Mo., November 8.—Abont
1 o’clock vwesterday cvening one of the
most terrible aceidents, resulting in a dis-
astrous fire and loss of life, occurred at the
corner of Main and Second streets, In this
eity. The premises were occupied by J. I,
Corle & Son as a wholesale manufactory of
erackers and candy, who employed about
two hundred bands, mostly girls and boys.
At the hour above weutioned, as the em-
ployés were returning to their work from
dinner, the wall between Nox, 204 and 206
fell with a terrible erash, earryving with it

Noeg, 202, 204, and 206, wl burving
in the wreck nearly one  huidred
persons, A panic ensued amonz all who

were in the establishment. A rush for the
doors was made. Suddenly the briek walls
between Nos 202 and 204 wave way., The
second floor was liest to fully and it Tell with |
a erash, burying several persons in the|
ruinz,  Then the third floor and the roof of
the second and part of the floor and roof of
the tbird building fell upon the tirst floor,
The rear part of the first floor npext cave
way. Part of the front walls of Nos, 202
and 204 fell aek on the ruins. No, 200.
the old Watkins Bank buildinz, on the cor-
ner of Second and Main streets, stood tirm,
THE KILLED AND INJURED,
The killed, so far as keown at this hiour,
are Annie Becker, Joln Shultice, IFmma
Kemper, Mary Goepper, Eddy MeConuoell,
Louise Hummell, und two unknown hoys.
The wounded are : Nellie Curtin, terribly
enut in chest and bead; Guorge sanders,
arm broke and ehest crushed ; rank shep-
pard, leg broken.
PANIC-STRICKEN EMPLOYEES RUSHING OUT,
From within the buge, tumbling wreck
issucd the terror-stricken occupants, who
mingled their sereams and shricks with the

erush of falling timbers and masses of
brick. Hardly had the house fullen before

the ruins took fire. Thefurnaces werein full
blast at the timeof the accident, and the dry
building material was like tinder. A dense
bluck smoke, tbrough which the lurid
flames shot up, eanopied the scene. At
eizhteen minutes after 1 o'clock u general
alarm from tbe Second fire district was
sounded, nnd the entire force of the Iire De-
partment was quickly on the ground. In
the mean lime the scene willnr the building
and abont it was terrible. TIn the second
story about thirty giris were cut off from
the stairs by timbers blocking the doorway.
‘hey ran to the windows, and before any
one could stop them several bud jumped to
the ground, receivirg terrible wounds, At
Jast the door to the stairway was halterced
down and the girls were released,
CAUGHT IN THE TERRIBLY FURNACE,
The flames followed the fall of the build-
ing almost instantly, and in less than five
minutes the whole was & mass of erackling
timbers and hissing flames. The fivremen
worked like Trojans, as within could be
beard the calls and prayers of the impri-
soned girls and boys. The flunes were g0
ficree, however, tbat notbhing could be done
for nearly half an hour, and only one per-
son, a girl, was released alive. Of those
cauzht when the building tumbled uat first
it was thought that from ten Lo twenty per-
sons were killed, but at a late hour all had
becn accounted for except eight, and four
of these have already been taken out dead,
and are now at the morgue, where is gath-
ered an immense crowd of persons—mo-
théers looking for duughters; fatbers, sons;
and sisters, brotbers,
THE BUILDING OVERWEIGHTED.

The cause of the accident can hardly be
arrived at, but it is supposed the greuat
amount of stock on band caused the walls
to erumble, The building was three stories
in height, built of brick, and was crected in
1862. 1t was considered perfectly safe, and
had been in use by the Messrs. Corle for the
manufucture of crackers two years,

LOSSES AND INSURANCE.

The total loss is placed at about $70 000—
£20,000 on tbe buoildings, 223,000 on ma-
chinery, $21,000 on stock, £5,000 oun furni-
ture and fixtures—and is insured for
£30,000.

Loss of a Polar-Expedition Vessel.

New Yorg, November 8. —News was res
ceived to-day that a well-known whaling
schooner, lately employed by Captain II. N.
Howgute, of the Eignal Bureau, in the Po-
Jur investigation, under the commaund of
Captain Tyson, had been lost in Cumber-
land Straits to the east of Hudson Bay. She
parted ber chains and went ashore during a
gale, Nobody was lost. The crew were
landed safely, but suflfered subsequently
greatly from exposure. They stripped the
vessel and made tents of her sails, and
stayed near the wreck for three days, when
they were rescuned by a passing vessel,
whieh took two of themn to Peterbead, Scot-
land, whence they came to this country by
the State Line steamer. The remainder are
expeetedt in a Scotch vessel at Peterbead,
whence they will be sent bere.
