SUNDAY LIQUOR LAW.

Common Council ordinance intended so
to conform the city oirdinance to the State
law as to take the jurisdiction from the
Hustings Court and give it to the Police
Justice came up.

Ar. Williams wislied the matter post-
poned, as he knew that some gentlemen ab-
sent were deeply interested.

Mr. Cannon eallied attention to the fact
that sixteen out of cighteen members were
present, and stated that it wus rare that the
Joard was so full.

On the preposition to pestpone the vote
was as follows:

AYES.—Messrs, Buas, Cabell, IMekerson. Furres-
ter. Gray, Lipscomb, Todd, and WillLams—§.

NoEs.—Messrs, Deuall, Canuon. Crinop, Gasser,
Kelly, Scott, Smwlth, and Wagzner—8.

So the motion failed.

Mr. Todd suggested that the minority re-
port be read.

Mr. Canunoun thought that it would be a
waste of time, as it had been published [in
the Dispalch].

The President pro tem. deecided that it
conld be read; but meanwhile Mr. Wil-
liams had taken the floor, He~tated in snb-
stance what was contained in the minority
report, which he bad sigued.

Mr. Beall, also a member of that commit-
tee, wade an explunation of Lis own posi-
tion, und denied that the ordinanece was in-
tended to sereen the oflencder, as the mi-
porily intimated. He was a law-and-order
man, and wirbed to see this ordinance
rigidly exceuted, At the same time he
wanted this eity to avail itself of the provi-
sion of the statute which says that the State
law shall not apply Lo cities huving ordi-
nances of cqual penalty, &ec. He desired
also to relieve dealers from the liability of
being tried twice for the same offence. The
State law bas invited us to govern ourselves,
and if we cannot do it, why, we had better
turn the eity overto the Ilustings Court and
cet rid of all this expense. Mr. Beall bad
creat respect for Judge Christian, but bad
fatled to see since he had taken the subject
in hand that the eity was any more orderly
than previously. He bad every econfidence
that the police would enforee this ordi-
nance, and he wished to have the fines col-
lected put into the cily treasury. On this
point he read an extract from tbe Mayor’s
message recommending an ordinance to
meet Lhe demands of the State law.

Mr. Dickerson made a brief speech, in-
cluding a review of what action had of late
been taken on this subject, and saying that
he could not vote for the ordinanee unless
gutisfied that such orders would be given
the police force as would cause them to ex-
ecute the ordinance.

Dr. Cabell elaimed that the Couneil could
not make an ordinance equai to the State
law—for instance, in default of payment of
the fine the offender could not be impris-
oned for more than three months by the
Police Justice under the charter, whereas
the Hustings Court could, for the same
cause, imprison for siz months.

Alr. Beall said tbat Mr. Keiley drew up
this ordinance,and, he understood, had con-
sidered that very point. .

It was, ‘however, stated that Mr, Keiley
admitted that there were discrepancies that
the Council could ot remedy. Mr. WIil-
liams said that Dr. Cabell’s point was one ol
them. :

Mr. Cannon thought Dr, Cabell’s point not
well taken, The penaliyisthe same in the
ftate law and inothe pr(:]pnied ordinance:
the power to enfore it 15 different. In each
it is fine and forfeiture ol licepse. In one
czse, however, the power to epforce (it
seems) extends to three montus’ insprison-
ment; In the ather, to six months,

' ‘Mr, Capnon: asserted that the imprison-
ment was not'a part of the penalty.

Mr, Williams moved to postpore and get
the opinion of ihe City Attorney. Re-
jected—uayes, 8; noes, 8.

Mr, Dickerson inquired if the Palice Jus-
tice could imprison under this ordinance
for non-payment of fine?

Mr. Cannon thougbt be could.

The question being on the crdinance, ta-
king the juricdiction from Judge Cbristian
and giving it to the Police Justice, the vote
wag as follows :

AYES.~Messis, Beall, Cannon. Cromp, Gassers
Keily, 8colt, Bmlth, and Wagner—8.

Nokrs.—Alessrs, Hass, Cabell, Dickerson. Forresier,
Gray. Lipicomb, Todd, aud Williams—8.

So the ordinance was rejected, not a ma-
jority voting for it. R N
