but especially to the *¢syndicate” of bro-
kers of whom McCulloeh is the chief. T'he
whole vocabulary of abuse was exhausted
in denouncing them as enemies to Virginia,
as vampires, a3 ghouls, as byenas, who
were preying on the vituls of the oppressed
and down-trodden masses! Judging from
these tirades, one wonld suppose that these
cbampions thought that no fate that could
be 1magioed was bad enough for McCulloch
& Co. o .

" Yet look at the practical results of the
Tibors of these donghty champions! During
all these weary months of slanz-whanging
they have been diligéntly laboring in the
intérest of McCulloch & Co. If they had
been the hired agents of the mueh-abused
wayndicate?’ they could not bave rendered
fhem more effectuul service than they have
done.

Ta not ‘thisso? Let us ‘look at it for
moment,  M¢éCulloch & Co. have barguined
for the privilege of funding all the out-
standing bonds.

bonds. At the outset of their operations
they did buy up a Jarge number of consnls
at 50 and of peelers at less than 30 cents in
{he doltar. As‘long as the prices remained
at these low' fizures the syndicale was
» making a good thing ol it.”" But as the
funding ‘progressed prices: ol both classes
of bonds continued steadily té rise until
consols reached’ 65 'or 66 :nd peelers 32 or
53. “This advance in the cost of bonds be-
man to operate rather hardly on the syndi-
cate. The process of funding Dbecame
slower and slower, aund many began to
doubt whether the steady advance in prices
would oot compel McCulloch & Co. at an
éarly day to suspend all further proceed-
ings in the funding process.

"Just at this erisis, when the syndicate
were staggering under the weiglit of the
burden they bad to carry, their nominul
enemies, but real friends, the Reddjusting
champiors, came Lo their relief, and by
their specious devices so impaired conli-
dence in the good fuith of the Common-
wealth us to knock down the prices of both
consols and peelers seven oy cight dollars
on the hundred of the face-value, or about
15 per cent, of the murket value of cousols,
and 30 per cent. of peelers.
