A new ptan for heating horse-cars bas;
lately found favor with the Third-Avenue
Company. Under each seat from end to

end extend three or four metal pipes about
four inches in diameter. These are filled,
or nearly filled, with silt water. They are

connected with each other in order that the
water may circulate as freely as possible.
The special novelty of tbo invention is the
means of heating this water. The pipes
under each oeat unite in one large com¬

partment at one end. Within this com¬

partment ia constructed what Is called
the oven. It is about a foot long,
five lochcs wide, and four inches high.
It is of thick metal like that of
the pipes, and above and all uround it
the water lies. The opening is through the
end of the car itself, the square oven-door
being about four inches above the platform.
This does not swing on hinge?, but is at¬

tached to an oblong, springy box, made of
metal, which fits into the oven as a cork
dees into a bottle, and extends nearly half
the oven** length. This box is filled with
non-conducting material, to prevent tho
escape of heat to the outsido air. During:
each entire trip the oven remains empty,
but when tbe car return* to the stable a

thick piece of iron, of a size and shape to

enter the opening easily, but nearly to

fill the entire space, is taken from
a furnace, where it has been heat¬

ed, and thrust into tbe oven. This
readily imparts its beat to the surrounding
water. Circulation of tbe fluid sets in, and
the watef is soon warmed throughout. The
invention has not yet. stood the test of the
winter, but conductors say that.it will give
too much beat. Salt water is used because
fresh water would freeze and burst tbe

pipes, if by accident a ear should be kept
away from tbe stable too long a time in se¬

vere weather. Tbe company has had the
windows fitted with additional casings.
The new casings not only prevent tbe in¬

gress of cold air, but ibty are so construct¬
ed *s to prevent the opening of the win¬
dow?. All ventilation must come from the
doors. A large number of tbe cars now

running have been fitted with the new beat-

ing apparatus and the new window-casings.
