A Kpcecb which OccaxSoiied Ronrx of
Lauehtcr In Chicit&ro.

Chicago, November 13..The banquet of
tbe Army of ibe Tennessee at the Palmer
House in the evening was a grand affair,
manv prominent gentlemen being present.
Thcusual toasts were drank and responded
to in an able manner. A feature was the
humorous response of Mark Twain to the
toast of " The Babies." It was greeted on
all sides with laughter, and caused consider¬
able merriment. He said:

?'Babies as they comfort us in our sor¬

row, iet us not forget them in our festivi¬
ties. [Laughter.] We haven't all h«d the
coed fortune to be ladies. [Laughter.] M e
haven't all been generals or pocis or stutes-
men, but when toasts work down to babies
we stand on common ground, for we have
all been there, for we have oil been babies.
[Laughter and applause.] It is a shame
that for thousands of years the world's
banquets have utterly ignored the baby, as

if he didn't amount to anything. If you
"entlemen will stop and think a minute, if j
you will go back tirtvor one hundred years
to your early married life [laughter], and
contemplate your first baby, you will
remember that , he amounted to^ a

^ood deal, and even something over. Yon
soldiers all know when that little fellow ar¬
rived at family headquarters you had to
hand in your resignation. [Laughter.] He
took entire command, you became his
lacker, his mere body-serrant, and you had
'to stand around, too. He was not a com¬

mander who made allowances for time, dis-
tance, weather, or anything else. You had
to execute his order whether it was possible
or no [laughter], and there was only one

form of marching in his manual of tactics,
and that was double-quick. He treated you
with every sort or insolence and disrespect,
and the bravest of you didn't dare to say a

word. You could face death at thestormmg
of Donelson and Vicksburg, and give back
blow for blow [applause]; but when he
clawed your whiskers and pulled your
hair, and twisted vour nose you had to take
it. [Laughter.] "When the thunders of war
were sounding in your ears you set your
face toward batteries and advanced with
steady tread, but when be turned on terrors
of his war-whoops you advanced in the
other direction [laughter].mighty glad of
the chance, too. When be called for sooth-
ing syrup, did vou venture to throw out any
rema'tks about certain service being unbe¬
coming an officer and a gentleman? [Laugh¬
ter.] No, you got up and got it. If he or¬
dered his pap-bottle, did you talk baek ? No,
you went to woik and warmed it. You
even de-cended so far in your menial office
as to take a sup at that warm, insipid stuff
yourself to see if it was right, three parts
water to one of milk, a touch of sugar to
modlfv colic, and a drop of peppermint to
kill tlie immortal hiccoughs. I can taste it
yet. [Hoars of laughter.] And how many
things vou learned as you went along. Sen¬
timental voting folks still take stoek ia that
beautiful old saying that when a baby smiles
in hi« sleep it is because angels are whisper-
in" to him.

Fire Nsar the Gas-Works,.A fire
broke out yesterday afterDoon about 4:03
in the feed-room on the dock, next to the
upper gas- worfep, used by Mr. 8. H. Hawes
for storing proyencler for bis stable, which
Ib in the rear. The building being of wood,
and containing a quantity of hav, straw,
<fcc., was quickly consumed. An alarm was
turned in at Station 2 (First Police District
headquarter*}* and tlie apparatus respond¬
ed at once io that box. Of course that
which cumefrom up town had to retrace its
steps, causing a delay for wblcb the men
were In no way responsible. Five minutes
later an alarm, was sent in from Station 34,
corner Thirteenth and Cary streets, which
brought out tbe entire Fife Department;
but most of tbe apparatus was at once sent
back, as only two streams were needed to
control and pot out the fire. The building
and content* destroyed will involve a loss i
of about $500, which is insured in tbe City
Fire-insurance Company of Richmond.
The officers at the gas-works report that

they saw the fire as soon as It broke our,
and could easily have extinguished it had
the works been supplied with good hose,
for wbich application bad been made. Such
as tbey bad was used in cooling the retort,
the paint and gas-tar on the outside being
considerably Jnjuried by the intense heat.
A fire so near &e gas works created con¬
siderable excitement and anxiety.

While the tire was in progress a difficulty
occurred between Denis Williams and

OUR RIVER ROAD.

Major Johnston's Plan Approved by t

the Board of Public Interests.

THE CITY COUNCIL RECOMMENDED TO
SUBMIT TO THE PEOPLE OF RICHMOND
THE QUESTION OF SUBSCRIBING 4750,000
TO CLEAR THE LINE OF DEBT AND THTJS

ENABLE THE COMPANY TO BUILD A RAIL¬

ROAD UP THE JAMES.RICHMOND TO

HAVE CONTROL IN THE DIRECTORY.

THE PLAN,, *

A called meeting of the Board o? Public
Interests was held in the Council chamber
yesterday evening. Present: Messrs. L.
D. Crenshaw, J. R. Anderson, E. O. N(Ht-
ing, >1. L. Straus, E. D. Christian, "W. H.
Palmer, James T. Gray, F. Stearns and A.
R. Courlney. On motion of Mr. Straus
Mr. E. I). Christian was called to the chair.
Mr. B. T. August, secretary of the Board,
acted as clerk.

. General Anderson, from the committee of
Gve, submitted the following report:
To the Council of the City of Richmond :

The Board of Public Interests, having
had under consideration the necessity for
the construction of a railroad in the Valley
of James liver, invited a communication on

fhis subject from Major John \V. Johnston,
president of the James River and Kanawha
Company. Major Johnston r sponded in a

communication, hearing date of 10th Novem¬
ber, instant, which is herewith submitted
for the consideration of the Council. [Here¬
tofore published in this puj er.]
The Board, r.fter full consideration and in¬

vestigation of the facts, have arrived at the
following conclusions.to wit :

1. That the construction of this railroad
is essential to the interests of the James-
River Valley, and vital to t lie interests of
the city of Richmond.

2. That persistent efforts which have been
made to induce the construction of this road
by others have failed, and there is no rea¬

sonable ground for hope of success in the
continuation of such effort.

3. That in consideration of these circum¬
stances, and of the danger of a diversion of
a part of the line, and the importance of
maintaining the line as a whole from Rich¬
mond to Clifton Forge, the Board most re¬

spectfully recommend to the Council that
the city of Richmond tender to the James
River and Ivanawha Company its aid and*e>
operation in the construction by said com¬

pany of a railroad from the city of Rich¬
mond via Lyuchburg and Buchanan to
Clifton Forge, with a branch to Lexington,
on the following conditions and stipula¬
tions. to-wit :

I. That the said James River and Kana¬
wha Company secure a settlement with its
creditors substantially on the basis follow¬
ing :

(a.) Payment of its tirst-mortgage bonds
at a rate not to exceed sixty cents on the
dollar of principal and accrued interest;
and of its second-mortgage bonds at not ex¬

ceeding twenty cents on the dollar of prin¬
cipal and accrued interest.

(b.) Satisfaction of its debts to the cities
of Richmond and Lynchburg by the grant
of water privileges to said cities respective¬
ly.

(c.) Release of its debt to the county of
Rockbridge for repairs growing out of the
freshet of 1S70, in consideration of the com¬

pletion of the branch railroad to Lexing¬
ton.

(c/.) Settlement of its floating debt, other
than its debt to the State of Virgiuia for
convict labor, at an aggregate sum which
shall not exceed the sum of forty thousand
dollars.

(e.) In the settlement of the bonds of the
said company guaranteed by the State of
Virginia, the payment of which was as¬

sumed by the State by the act of the Gen¬
eral Assembly passed March, 1SG0, the said
company shall secure from the State an

agreement to allow, as an offset to the debt
due and to become due to the State for con¬
vict labor, such amount as said company
may have to pay in settlement of said guar¬
anteed debt.

II. The mortgage bonds of the Buchanan
and Clifton Forge Railway Company issued
to t'uis date shall be set t loci for at a price
not exceeding seventy cents on the dol¬
lar of principal and interest. Such mort¬

gage bonds of said company as may be here¬
after issued shall be redeemed at a sum not

greater than the amount at which they may
be issued by the company and interest
thereon.

III. The James River and Kanawha Com¬
pany shall obtain the legislation necessary.

1. For the consolidation of the Buchanan
and Clifton Forge Railway Company with
said James River and Kanawha Company,
so that the latter company shall acquire all
the woiks, property, and franchises of the
Buchanan and Clifton Forge Railway Com¬
pany.

2. For the construction and maintenance
of a railroad by the James River and Kana¬
wha Company from Richmond via Lynch¬
burg and Buchanan to Clifton Forge, in the
county of Alleghany, with a branch to Lex¬
ington, in the county of Rockbridge.

.3. For the transfer by the State to the
city of Richmond, upon its making to the
James River and Kanawha Company the
payment of seven hundred and tifty thou¬
sand dollars, hereinafter provided for,
of twenty-two thousand live hundred
shares of its common stock and fifty-five
thousand five hundred shares of its prefer¬
red stock in the James River and Kanawha
Company, so that thereafter the stock of
said company shall be held as follows:

By llie State of Virgiuia. common stock. . 7.500
l!y tho Stale of Virginia, preferred stock.. 18.f»00
By th- city of Rlchm-md. cntnuioii stock.. 22.r>c0
By tne city of Richmond, urefcri ed stocn. 0f>.500
By the present private stockholders 20,000

Total 124.000

4. That thereafter there be seven direc¬
tors of said company: of which four shall
be appointed by the city of Richmond, two

by the State of Virginia, and one by the
stockholders other than the State and the
city of Richmond. The directors on the

part of the city of Richmond shall be elect¬
ed by proxies for said city: which proxies
sh ill be appointed by the Common Council
and Board of Aldermen in joint session.

5. That in all meetings of stockholders of
said company each share of stock shall be
entitled to one vote.
IV. When the aforesaid conditions have

been fully complied with, and when tender
is made to the city of the transfer to it of
the stock aforesaid, as hereinbefore pro¬
vided. the city of Richmond shall pay to the
James River and Kanawha Company the
sum of seven hundred and fifty thousand
dollars ; said payment to be made contem¬

poraneously witti the reorganization of the
company under the agreement herein con¬

templated.
In view of the tact that the Legislature

will soon meet, we recommend that action
be taken at as early a day as practicable;
and if it should be your plea>nre to adopt
these recommendations, that a vote of tne

people be taken as soon as possible, apart
from a general election, ar.d, if necessary,
that the polls be kept open as long as in the

judgment of the commissioners it may be

required to have a fair expression of the

views of the registered freeholders of the

city.
