2 RICHMOND’S RAILROAD.

The Common Conneil Agrces to Sub-
mit the Question of Appre-
priation to the People.

SPECIAL MEETING OF THE LOWER BRANCH
OF TH¥ COUNCIL—REPORT FROM THE
BOARD OF PUBLIC INTERESTSON THE PRO-
POSITION TO APPROPRIATE $760.000 TO
AID IN BUILDING THE RAILROAD UP THE
TOW-PATH=ADDRESSES BY MAJOR JOHN-
STON, MR. STEARNS. MAJOR COURTNEY.
MR. MCCANCE. M. ELLETT. MR. CHARLES
F. TAYLOR. AND OTHERS—THE QUESTION
GF AIDING IN THE CONSTRUCTION OF
THE ROAD REFEKRED TO THE PEOPLE:
WAYES, 16; NOES, 12.

A meetine of the Common Council was
held yesterday afternoon at § o’clock in re-
sponse to a cail signed by Messrs. E. D.
Christian, Charles F. Taylor, N. D. Har-
erove, J. T. Ellvson, W. J. Gentry, T.
Wiley Davis, and John M. Higgins, for the
purpose of considering the recommenda-
tion of the Board of Public Interests in re-
lation to submitting to the registered free-
holders of the city the proposition to aid in
the construction of a railrond up the James-
River Valley.

General Joseph R. Anderson, Major A.
R. Courtney, Colonel W. H. Palmer, Mr.
Franklin Stearns, and Major John W,
Johnston, a committee appointed by the
Board of I'ublic Interests to visit the Board
of Aldermen and Common Council and
urge upon these bodies the importance of
adopting the recommendations made by the
Board of Public Interests in relation to tbe
proposed railway, and & number of other
promipent cit:zens, were present.
Twenty-three mewmbers of the
were present at roll-cail.

READY FOR BUSINESS.

Mr. E. D. Christian, alter the calling of
the roll, inquired whether the body was
ready for business.

The Chair replied in the afirmative.

AMr. Christian then presented the report
of the Board of Public Interests, signed by
himself as actine chairtoan, and Mr. B. T.
Aucust, the secretary of the Board.

This report has already been published
in the Dispatch, and embraces the plan for
the construction of the road, as adopted by
the Board, which includes an appropria-
tion of £750,000 on the part of the city of
Richmond.

The report was read to the Council by
the clerk.

WHAT THE CHARTER PROVIDES.

At the conclusion of the reading of the
report the Chair had read tbe amecnded
charter of the city bearing upon the ques-
tion, as follows :
§ 67. The City Council may, in the name
and for the use of the eity, contract loans or
canse to be issued ceitificates of debt or
bonds ; but such louns, certiticates, or bonds
shell not be irredeemable for a period
ereater than thirty-four years: provided,
however, that they shall not contract such
loans or issue such certificates of debt or
bonds for thie purpose of subsecribing to the
stock or approprialing money or loans for
the benetit of any company incorporated
for a work eof internal improvement, or
other purposcs, without first being au-
thorized %o to do by tbree {fourtbs
of the legal voters of the city vo-
ting on the question, and also by a ma-
jority of the registered freeholders of the
city; and the Council shall when such debt
or loan is created provide a sinking fund
for the payment of thesame, Neither shall
the city endorse the bonds of any such cou.
pany without the sume autbority: pro-
vided, bowever, that the said Council may
issue, or cause to ve issued, bonds for other
puiposes than that for railroad or internal-
improvement compunies; but the bonds or
interest-bearing debt of the city of Rich-
mond shall not in the aggregate exceed
18 vper centum of the assessed value
of the taxable real estate of said city;
and any excess of such bonded or in-
terest-bearing debt over and above the
limit herein prescribed which may be cre-
ated or issued in violationof this provision
shall be void as to said city ; and provided
further, that the Counecil, if authorized by
a mujority of the registered freeholders of
the city, voting on a day to be fixed by the
Couneil, may purcbase the property and
franchises of the Jumes River and Kanawha
Company, or any part thercof, and issue
bonds, contract loaus, or cause to be issued
certiticates of debt or bonds to an ampunt
sufficient to ruise the money to pay for the
same; and the mmount of debt which may
be contracted for that purpose shall not be
ineluded in the said aggregate debt lim-
ited to 18 per centum of the as-
spssed value of the tuxable real estate
of the city. And in case such purchase
shall be madeof the entire property, rights,
apd franchises svhich would pass on the
foreclosure of any mortgage on the same,
the city of Richmond shall not only succeed
to the franchises, rights, nod privileges pro-
vided for by the 44th and 45th sections of
chapter 61 of the Code of 1873, and be reg-
ulated thereby, but stall nlso have the right
to exercise all the franchises, rights, and
privileges which may bave been granted at
tbe date of such purchase to apny internal
improvement company, with a vyiew to
the construction of a railroud along
the line of the James River and Kanawbha
canal to Clifton Forge and Lexington; and
in any organization which may follow such
purchase the city shall be at liberty to re-
tain as her own such part of said property,
rights, and franchises as she may deem ad-
visable.

A PROPOSITION TO TAEE THE SENSE OF THE
PROPERTY-HOLDERS ON THE PROPOSED AP-
PROPRIATION,

Mr. Christian, in order to bring thesub-
jeet properly before tbe Council, presented
the following preamble and resolutions,
which he had bad printed for the conve-
nience of the members.

The preamble and resolutions were read
as follows:

Whereas the Board of Public Interests of
the city of Richmond, at a meeting beld on
the 14th day of November, 1879, for the
purposc of considering the question of the
propriety and praticability of the city of
Richmond lending its aid and codperation
to the James River and Kanawha Company
for the purpose of building a rajlroad in
the Valley of the James river, did recow-
mend to the Council that the city of Rich-
mond tender to the James River and Kana-
wha Company its aid and coBperation in
the construction by said company of a rail-
road from the city of Richmond vie Lynch-
burg and Buchanan to Clifton Forge, with
a branch to Lexington, on the foliowing
conditions and stipulations—viz. :

That the said James River aod Ka-
pnawba Company seeure a settlement with
its ereditors substantially on the basis fol-
lowing:

He spoke also of thegreat water-power of
the James-River Valley; of the well-graded
road-bed ; of the rich ores near at hand; of
the city of Richmond becoming the owner
of the docks snd water-power and all its
great value. As a matter of purchase for
tke purposes of a railroad, be thought the
line was worth more than £850,000.

ESTIMATES OF THE COST OF THE ROAD.

Mujor Johnston next addressed his re-
marks to the cost of theroad. He estimated
the cost.of sub-structure (graduation, ma-
sonry, and " bridges) for main slem. 230
miles, and Lexiogton branch, 20 miles—
total, 250 miles, with lide-water connection
at Richmond—

Now, therefore, the Common Council,
the Board of Aldermen concurring, aiter
full consideration, hereby adopt the recom-
mendations aforessid, and, with the view of
carrying the same into eflect, it is hereby
Resolved (the Board of Alderman con-
curring), That the representatives from the
city of Ricbhmond in the General Assembly
of Virginia be, and they are hereby, re-
quested to assist the James River and Ka-
nawha Compuany in obtaining at as early a
day as practicable the legislation above re-
ferred to, and also to procure at once such
amendment to the charter ol the city of
Richmond as shall permit the issue of
bonds of the city for the purpose of raising
the $750,000 aforesaid, whenever the issu-
ing of same shall have been authorized by a
majority of the legal voters of the cily vo-
ting on the question, which said majority.
shall include a majority of the freeholders
voting on the question; and further, so
that the amount of debt contracted for the
purpose herein contemplated shall not be
ineluded in the ageregate debt limited to 18
per cent, of the assessed value of the, tax-
able real estate ol the city.

2. Resolved (the Board of Aldermen con-
curring), That the sense of the legul vorers
of the city of Richmond be tuken on such
day as the City Council may hereafier desig-
nate upon the question whether the bonds
of the city shall be issued for the purpuse
of raizing $750,000, to be used for the pur-
pose hereiubefore referred to, and upon the
couditions set forth—to wit:

MAJOR JOHONSTON'S VIEWS.

By invitation, Mujor Jobn Y. Johnston,
president of the James River and Kanawba
Company, addressed the Council, first mak-
ing|appropriate. acknowledgment for the
invitation accorded bim. Major Johnston
then briefly reierred to the past applications
of his company for aid to repair the canal,
and of his advocacy of those applications;
of the refusal of the city to aid in repairing
the canal, which (it baving been repaired
without such aid) he now thought was wise,
He in fact reviewed the history of the canal
company for the past few years, and the
various steps (aken looking to the construc-
tion of a railroad, which until very recently
lad mot been the poliey of his company.
The Tailroad scheme, he contended, was a
Richmond scheme, and not a scheme origi-
pating with himself or hiscompany. Henow
thought it a ‘'wise scheme. Hereferred next
to the near completion of the Buchanan and
Clifton-Forge railway, and orgued that
that company beld the key to tbe James-
River Valley, and that capifal could be ob-
tained at any time to ‘build the road Irom
Clifton Forge to Lynchh,urg,, Lo bis minds
the road was of more importance to Rich-
mond now than ib v.gs ‘two years ago: ' It
wasa thing {0 be' desired, He believed it
would pay, and that now was the time for
Richmond to ta’;e hold of ‘it. 'He then read
the preamble and resolutions of the Board
of Public “nterests, and explained tbem
one by ore, 'There is to-day in the James-
River ¥ alley more and better iron-gre than

in the, whole of tbe Pennsylvania fron couns
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1 have, suid Major Johnston. been in-
farmed that bids from respousible eontrac-
tors received by the Richmond and Alle-
whany Railroad Company show that Major
Temqle’s estimate of $200.000 from Rich-
mond to Lynehburg approximates correct-
nesg. 1 thought it safest, however, consid-
ering local conditions and the advance in
bridee irons, to add 25 per cent., or $50,-
000, us above,

The Riehmond and Alleghany Raliroad
Company also received bids for the work
between Lynehburg and Buchanan, ond 1
suppose Major Temple’s estimate—3200.-
Q00—swvas more or less nearly based upon
these bids. I, .however, in consideration of
local conditions and the inereased price of
bridge irons, deemed it prudent to add 45
per ceut.. or 00,000, as above.

This I ¢id also from recollection of the
report of William Jolliffe, chief engineer,
duted November 7, 1878. made after actual
examinaifons and measurements, on a defi-
nite loewtien, by my directions. This re-
port, now in hand, sati<fies me that my
estimate of £299,000 is approximately cor-
rect.

The graduation, masonry, and trestles on
the Buchanan apd Cliftou Forge railway
have been let to Mason, Shanaban & Hoge,
so that it is now demonstrable that my esti-
mate of 210,000 for the linefrom Buchanan
to Clifton Forge iz about sufiicient.

It has been claimed that Major Temple's
estimate of £80,000 for the Lexington brunch
will sutfice. I so, the 220,000 here added
by me can be carried to the account of better
coanstruction of that partof the line between
Lynchburg and Buchanan,

A prospectus issued last summer by cer-
tain gentlemen desiring to promote 1
seheme for building this road contains in
its estimate of cost the following item:
¢ Contract (offered) for grading, track-lay-
ing, bridgiug, ties, ballast, &e.—#700,000.”
I am aware, too, that certain gentlemen
now claim that my estimates for sub-strue-
turc are excessive. I hope thisistrue, but,
after ecareful investigation, observation,
and reflection, I adhere to them as being,
in my opinion, very nearly correct. I am
solicitous to err, if it all, on the safe side,
and have estimated for a good road, reason-
ably pretected from high waters,

The provision (u reserve fund,in money)
of $300,000 on interest account is perhaps
unusual, but.is certainly desirable. The
amount is believed .to be sufficient to meet
the contingencies of construction and of the
development of business, _

The allowance for debts of the two com-
panies will suffice to meet the requirements
of that compromise adjostment which it is
confidently believed can be consummated it
the city of Richmond so wills it.

ANXUAL REPORT OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS
BEUOWING THE CONDITION OF THE INSTITU-
TIOS—ACKSOWLEDGMENT OF THE LIBERALI-
TY OF RICHMOSD MERCHANTS.

The following is the annnal report of the
Board of Directors of the Bastc% Lunatie
Asylum: X

To his Excellency F. W. M. Holliday, Gov-

ernor of Vaginia -
8ir,—The Board of Directors have the
hooor to submit through vour Exesdlency
to the General Assembly of Virzinin the
tollowing statements respecting the affairs
of the Eastern Lunutic Asylum for the tis-
cal year ending 30th September, 1879
'*Iq the report of the Board for the year
ending 30th September, 1878, it was stated
that most of the material needed for the
construction of the two additional build-
ings bad been on hand for nearly two years,
and that the delay in their erection hud re-
sulted from tbe failure of the State to pay
the balance of tbe appropriation. During
the present year £8,000 of this appropria-
tion has been received, enabling the Board
to construct one of those bmldings. 1t will
be ready for occupation early in the coming
year, and willaccommodate about sixiy-five
patients,
The appropriation for these additional
buildings was made by the Tegislaturs in
1876, and amounted to 240,000. Only $18,-
¢00 bave been received. g
The Board earnestly requests the Legis-
lature to provide for the payment of the
balance at an early period of its approach-
ine session, in order that the proposed ad-
ditions so urgently needed for the aceomme-
dation of the insane may be complcted as
soon as possible.
The attention of the Legislature is re-
spectfully called to the inadequate appro-
priation made for the support of this
asylum. It now containg about 325 pa-
tients, which number will soon bhe increased
to nearly 475. These, with the necessary
officers, attendants, and the various em-
ployés, will eonstitute a population num-
bering about 530, For the supportof this
larze number ol persons, and for the trans-
portation of patients to and from the
asylum, only $40,000 is annually appropri-
ated, and of this small sum only 15,000
have been received for the entire tiseul year,
Consequently the institution has been sup-
ported mainly on credit, and but for the
kindness and liberality of the merehants in
Richmond the piatients must have been
turned lcose and its doors closed. For
many years £60,000 annually was appropri-
ated Ly the State for the support of ths
asylum; it was reduced at the lust session
of the Leazislature to 240,000,
The Legislature is most earnestly re-
quested to increase the appropriation tothe
amount formerly siven. This sum will be
barely suflicient to meet the increnszed ex-
penditure rendered absolutely neerssary for
the support of the laree additbonal number
of patients, und for svpplyinz the new
buildings with Turniture and tixtures for
water, zus, and steam-heat, Tt is also most
desirable that provision be made for the
prompt payment of the appropriation.
Many of the employés depend upon their
wazes for the support of their families;
and the failure to receive them, frequently
for manvy months tozether, eauses zreat dis-
satisfaction.  Besides, the asylum is sub-
jected to heavy loss by reason of havingto
make its purchases on long credits and for
interest on deferred aecounts,
The water supply of this institution kas
always been inadequate; for several years
past it has been constantly diminishing;

and during the present year, owing to long-

continued droughts, ceased almost entirely,

sn that water for the absolute wants of the
asylum had to be bhauled from neighbor-

ing streams. An ampie supply of water
beingz indispensable to the heslth and com-

fort of the patients, to the cleanliness of

the asylum, to ity safety in the event of
tire, as well a3 providing steam-heat to
wirm the buildings, the Board at its meet-
ing in July last determined to ercet such
works us would give to the institution at
all times an abundaot quantity of water for
all purposes, relying upon the Legislature
to make a special appropriation to meet the

cost of their construction.
