RECENT VIOLATIONS OF THE LAW IN REGARD

TO CERTIFYING CHECKS.
r>l*cla! to the Bali '.more Am> rlcau.]

Washington, November 2G..Comptrol¬
ler Knox, in his annual report, will devote
considerable attention to the recent illegal
certification of checks by national banks in
New York. Sectons 5207 and 5208- of the
U»-vi«eu Statutes prohibit the loaning of
money upon United States or national-bank
hotfes as collateral security, with the pur-
jo.e of withdrawing them Again for use,
and also the certification of checks drawn
upou any national bank, unless the drawer
tos the money actually on deposit
at such bank; the penalty being the forfeit¬
ure of the charter of the 'vink and ihe ap-
ftointnu-ot of a receiver to close its affairs.
The tir-t complaints of the violation of this
law since 1870 have been made recently. It
w:i« fotind that the certified checks among
llie.Vew York Clearing-House exchanges
mounted to §01,000,000 on April 4th las',
iiiiJliad increased ti» 844,000,000 by June
lib. iuO.OOO.OOO by October 2d, and $90,-
"'.0,000 by October 30th. Prominent bank
[.residents had held consultations to devise
jilans of self-protection, and the certified
check-? ol crtain banks had been refused by
r-t her banks. An examination on October
-l»th disclosed the fact that nine New York
i»ank« Ljd illegally certified checks, ouly five
of Hiifch wire addicted to the practice.
Tbe>e banks were warned, and another ex¬
amination a week later showed that most«'f
these banks had discontinued the practice
altogether, and the B ink Examiner believed
tie others would very shortly conform to
ibplaw. If furl her cases come to the know-

PLE WILL SAVE THK HACOHTT BRtTOK.
Representative William D. Kelley lec¬

tured last night before the members of the
Bullion Club on .* JBt-metalftsai*" review¬
ing tbe history of gold and silver coin and
contending that money is not a standard of
value. In concluding bis remaiks be said
that there bad been a seven years* season of
depression in Europe. The ereat commer¬
cial countries bad been paralyzed, and tbe
large capitalists of Europe had to invest in
United States securities. This proved that
America was tbe most tmportant interna¬
tional debtor in the world. Tbe coun¬
try was at present gorged with gold
from Enroj>e, which in the long run
betokened danger. "Germany has alone
demonetized silver," Air. Kelley said,
"and this has created perturbations over
all the civilized world. France and the
other sister* ot the Lai in Union bavu been
admonished to restrict coinage. If de-
monetiz:^ ion is persisted in it will involve
retrogre:sion of society and tbe bankruptcy
of nations. The only i emcdy which is prac¬
tical is rcmonetizatiou. An international
congress will probably be culled. In response
to the invitation of the United States. Eng¬
land and Germany will consent to he repre¬
sented. Theremoneiization of silver is the
only means of savins the British island*
and the British colonies from revolution. I
have it on the highest, possible authority that
the demonetization of silver in Germany was
ordered without investigation. The German
Chancellor believed that every great deed
should bo intrusted lo some one who had
made a special study of ihe subject. And
so he remitted the question to llerr JDel-
bruck, one of hi.* colleagues. The result of
demonetization at length compelled tbe
Chancellor to halt, and last June sales nf
siiver were prohibited by bis order. In
July the subsidiary coins were placed in
circulation again, ilerr Von Dccken, pre¬
sident of tbe Keichstas, reported to Prince
Bismarck that Ihe saies of silver bad cost
the Government 90,009,000 of marks, of

i which only 24,000,000 were lost through
abrasion. Tbe logic of events is in bar-
mony'witb nature's laws, and haughty Eng¬
land will Lave to profit by Prince Bis¬
marck's example, who, when be beard Herr
Von Decken's report, promptly received the
admonitions of experience."
Mr. Kelley said after the lecture that bis

interview with Prince Bismarck was not
one of his own seeking, and that the Chan¬
cellor bad received him with perfect frank¬
ness. When Mr. Kelley suggested to bim
that the commercial depression was thought
to be doe to Germany's demonetization of
silver, tbe Prince replied : " We have gone
too far and too fast, and may uot have been
wise.". 2Tetc York Wovld.
