Mr. I*. W, Ferrell, of the Tobacco Associa-
tion. reports that the warehouse sold last
month 1.866,594 pounds of leal tobaceo for
S177,059.57, the averaze being §0.53 per
bundred. In November, 1878, the quantity
sold was 1.728.978 pounds, the value there-
of £193,407 57, and the average $11.20. In
the last two months (the firstiwo of the new
tobaeeo year) there were sold 2,776,835
pounds, the value of which was §277,022 71,
and the average per hundred £9.97. For
the same two months of the preceding vear
the quuntity sold was 8.007,485 pounds, the
value of whieh was $£327,507.36, and the
averaze 310.80.

The internil revenue receipts from to-
haceo for Iast month amounted to $77.483 04
for the last two months, $166,428. 72, For
November of last year the receipts from to-
baceo were $120,053.16; for thetwo months,
2250,962.48. Tue other receipts for last
month were: For spirits, 32,308 50; spe-
cial taxes, $431.27; ussessments, $60.51.

The Moftett rezister returned £881.60 for
last montl, Thix was an increase of about
2100 on the receipts for October,

TWasarxaeroy, December 2.—The Demo-
cratic senstors were in eaucus to-day, and
considered the orzanization of committeey,
Nothing was done of special interest. The
session of the Senate was brief, hut time was
given Geueral Burnside to deliver a care-
fully-prepared speech in support of his
resolution reifirming the Monroe doctrine.
He was listened to wilh attention, and
made a good impression on the galleries as
well as the Senate, He went the whole
ficure against foreign interference in the
affairs of this continent, and indicated that
at the proper time he would be in favor of
this Government establishing a protectorate
over Mexico. Tl was clear that be does not
wunt any improvement like the Niearu-
guan canal to be controiled by foreign
Powers. He did vot fail to contrast our
vigorous republic with the effete dynasties
of the Old World. General Burnside is not
ultra in politics, and is personally very
popular with Democrats, He voted with
the Democrats on the army bill at the extra
session.

PRECAUTIONS AT THE PRESIDENT’S HOUSE.

Mr. Hayes is sorely chagrined over the
theit of bis message, and he has not ceased
to manifest it. To-day newspaper corre-
spondents who went to the White House
report that the customary courtesies shown
them by the secretaries were dispensed
with, and that they had to remain in the
vestibule of the While [ouse, whereas they
had formefly been admitted to the Presi-
dent’s office. Mr. Sherman also has his de-
tectives still at work trying to ascertain who
stole his report aod sold it to the newspa-
pers. In a conversation to-day e wus very
severe on the newspaper people who were
parties to the publication of bis precious
tinancial document.

BILLS IN THE SENATE,

Amonyg the bills introduced in the Senate
to-day was one by Mr. Rollins, ol New
 Humpshire, which provides that no vessel
engagced In the coasting trade shall by virtue
of any State laws be compelled to employ a
pilot; and anotber by Mr. Euton, the ob-
ject of which is to secure greater safety to
the patrons of railroads and steamboats. 1t
provides that all railroads and steamboats
shall adopt such improvements as are
shown by practieal examination to be use-
ful, and also for the establishinent of a
board of ccmmissioners. Three of these
are to be appointed by the President, and
two by the railroad and steambout compa-
nies, and their salary is to be $.0,000 per
anpnum each,

THY SOUTH TO PRESERYE A DIGNIFIED
SILENCE.

General Gordon looks to be in first.rate
health, aud is evidently in good spirits.
He does not hesitate to talk freely, and al-
ways is on the conservative line. llow
strange that a man so brave in war should
be so quiet und-coueiliatory in peace; while
Mr, Conger, on the other side of the Capi-
tol, who never fuced a single southerner in
battle, is now so bloodthirsty when there
is no chunce to tight anybody. When asked
what the Repubhicans will do this session,
General Gordon replied that they will again
abuse the South and the Demneratic party,
and e¢ndeavor to provoke bitter speeches
frown southern congressmen, but that it is
clearly our policy to let them do their
worst without gratifying them with
a single reply. He again ecalled
attention, in suppert of this policy, to
the mannper in which Democratic sena-
tors treated Senator Morton’s memorable
bitter ussault on the South. Tue Indiana
Senator, it will be remembered on the oc-
casion referred to, not only poured out all
of the vials of his Radical wrath upon the
South, but singled out southern senators by
pame and made severe personul attacks
upon tbem. Yet he was not accorded a
word of reply, and his speech utterly failed
of its purpose. Your correspondent recalls
many occasions duriog the recent extra ses-
gion when southern members of the House
could have zained more by dignified silence
than by combatting bitterness with bitter=
ness.

THE HOUSE AND WAR-CLAIMS.

To-duy in the House a proposition to
refer a bill in rezard to abandoned property
to the Committec on the Judiciary stirred
up quite a politieal breeze, and proved that
Senator Johnston is right in proposing to
tuke all war-claims, &c., out o! €ongress,
and send them to the Court of Claims, The
Republicans do not favor i, because it will
deprive them of a standing charge that the
South wants to bankrupt the Treasury by
means of loyal war-claims.

THg DEPUTY MARSHALS.

Judge Harris to-day introduced a bill in
the House amending the law in regard to
deputy warshals, Hiy idea is that as the
law cannot be repealed it is best to so mod-
jly it as to prevent its workiog any great
injustice. The bill.provides that the deputy
murshals shall be appointed by the eireunit
judges iostead of the United States mar-
shais, and that the Democrats skall have an
equal show with the Republicans in their
appointment. Thisisa practical move, and
is on the principle that a half loal is better
thun po bread. It went to the Judiciary
Committee, and will be reported back by
Judgze Harris at an early day. This will
remove one of the causes of irritation so
prominent at the extra session.
