But we may
giess from tho preliminary movements and
outgivings what has probubly been done at

Hurrisburg.

The reader must recolleet that upon the
action of the Pennsylvania Républican State
Convention the fute of General GHRANT'S
candidacy was staked. If he could be sent off
frow that State with a unanimous delega-
tion and ashow of zealous enthusiasm it
wis conceded that New York would tollow
suit, and thus by the strategy of CANERON
an’ CoXKLING & GRANT hoom of po mean
pretenstons  would be fnaugurated. On
Tuesday It was assumed that this pro-
gramme would be faithfully and- most #ue-
cesstully earrled out. The GRANT men in
Washington and elsewhere were in high
spirits, and it was thought by many people
who do not look below the surface of things
that GraNT was as good as nomiuated.

A week ago Doy Cameponx and  Mr.
Braivg had been seen whilst engaged In o
Jong and apparently interesting conversa-
tien. It was thought by some people thal
Caxerox had asked him, and be bad con-
sented, to take the second place on the
ticket with GrasT,

On Tuesday, at Harrisburg, the Braise
men were dispirited, few in number, with-
out a lesder or a good speaker smongst
them, and altogether the objects of the de-
rision and scorn of the Graxt boomers, or,
as we might perhaps say, * bummeis.”
There was nol only no hope for BLAINE, |
but there was no fight in his friends.

Recolleet, we ure writing only of what
took place before the Conventlon met. It
was Tuesday in the daytime that we were
gpesking of above, Tuesday night a ciu-
cus of Bramse's delegates was held, at
whieh there were 105 votes cast in bis in.

egntes was held, and it was decided by a
vote of 123 1o 110 that the Conventlon yes-
terday should seleet the delegzates to the
National Convention. Now, the 110 voles
repiesent BLaine’s strength in the Harris-
burg Convention, under all the discour-
aging elreumstanees of the situstion; while
the 123 votes show the strength of the Can-
EruNs, who gained a sort of victory, The
resnlt shows BLaive’s immense popularity
tu Pennsyivaning for no other man in the
Unton could have manifested s> mwuch
strength in the face of the apposition of the
elnn CaMerox and of the setive, untiring
eforts of the machine politicians who are
controlled by or are part of that ctin,  The
CaMERON vietory econsisted in gelting the
esnventlon to send delegates in pluee of
those chosen in the conventions in several
congressional distriets,  That is, if the con-
vention ratified the action of the cancus,

But that is not all. The indications
Tucsday night were that Bramsg would
bargsin or bad bargaived with Doy Came-
RON that the unit rule should be adopted—
that is, that the entire delegation to Chicazo

#shonld vote together—and that GRasT
should bave the unanimous vote of the del-
cgalion so long as hie was in the feld, upon
the condition that he (Bramxg) should have
the same unanimous vole cast for bim
when General GRANT'S name wias with-
drawp. That looks as if DBramxe had
made up his mind definitely that it is
not GrAxT bgit somebody else that be
has to fear. It indicates unbounded
eoufidence in his own fortunes, and marks

nied by a statewent of the cireulation of
the paper making it. In the second place, the
postmaster here can furnish a perfeetly re-
lable test as to the country ecireulation of
all or any one of the Richimond journals,
sinee he knows how much postage they all
pay bim daily or weekly ; and the eily eir-
culation ean be ascertalned othorwise,

But the bill ought to be defeated, It has
little or no werit. I pa=sed as presented it
would furnish a little public pap to the
paper that might be selected by the Super-
intendent of Public Prioting, 11 amended
as suggested by Mr. Daxmer, it would be
better, but would still be lable to the ob-
Jection that it would cause the State to pay
for work which the Richmond papers are
more than willing to do for nothing, or
rather as a part of thut work which u re-
gard for thelr own interests will slways lead
them to do without eompensation frow the
publie treasury. Again: The bill might
provide for paying say a eent a line for cach
thousand of e¢irculstion, 8o that a paper
baving a thousand subscribers would get
only a ‘cent u line, whilst one having five
thousnnd would get tive cents a line, and
one having ten thousand ten cents a line.

There are many wuys of fwproving the
bill as offered ; but the best use to make of
it will be to *“ cut off s tail elose up behind
s ears,”
