A Kansas Water-Spout.
DESCRIPTION OF WEATHER ON A KANSAS
PRAIRIE,

[Frank Wilkson In New York Sun.]

Early June in 1876. The wheat plants
were large snd stropg—apparently cut of
dapger. Now began the period of my
greatest anxiety. [ looked earnestly at all
clouds that arose in the west, 11 there was
the slightest tinge of pink in them T wor-
ried and fretted until the storm bad passed,
Hail is indicated by the pinkish tinge, and
though hall siways moves in streaks, every
farmer fears that Lis whest will be in the
strenk. With my wvsual  Juck 1 hud
experience of bail. 1 had been to the
blacksinith-shop to get some necded re-
pairs made on a corn cultivator. As 1
was driving slowly home my little son
called my attention to a slrapge, angry-
Jooking cloud thut hung in the norttiwest;
a dark eloud that almost tovched the hori-
zon, but pot quite, as 1 could sce a narrow
line of blue under it.  Looking carefolly, 1
made out a buge water-spout far off to the
northwest, Stopping the team, I gnzed in-
tently at the eleud thst gave birth to the
spout.  Evidently it was still in labor, os
srest funnelshaped picees of elond wounld
drop bialf way to the earth to be instantly
sucked baek azain, From another point
another funnel dropped down,  The spoul
of this funnel grew longer and longer § then,
w4 though hisbued with Nfe, deseribing
great eircles, it reaclied down toward the
enrth.  The suiface of the earth, thus mes-
werized by the hend of nature, gradually
reaponded. The surface air directly under
1he forming spout eireled ronnd laster and
faster, forming a black dust-cloud that ‘rose
bigh in the air. The spout of the clond
funnel continued its mavipulations until
the dust-cloud on the esith, no longer able
to withstand the wooing, assumed the shape
of an inverted funnel, with a long spont
gwaying wildly upward. Therapid rotary
motion of the dust and eloud portions of
the fosming water-spout became intensiticd,
The long, flexible trunks cireled round and
reund, apparentiy searching for each other.
Tuey aporoached, and with a rush joined
The sand-cloud of the ewrth was drawn ro-
pidly up. The whirling continued fastor,
The water-spout lost the Tunnd sbape, and
looked like un expggerated sugar-loaf, sueh
a3 used to hang on nails in grocers' slores.
Fully formed, it moyed down the valley of
the Smoky-Hill river. I sat in my wigon
and watehed threcof these engines of deso-
lation form and start on their mareh, Then
I thought It time to go home, and went,
Calling to my men as I passed, 1 bade them
t the horses under cover,
B¢ this time the southieast wind had Tntled.
1 saw a dark, dense cloud rise from the
northiwestern horizon and shoot rapidiy up
toward the zenilh, It came sweeping on-
ward, with & fieree battery served by the
* hand of Nuture at its head,  The surface of
its vdge was gridironed by bars of light-
ping. The rotl of the thunder was a loud
and steady roar, This cloud, as the sun
plaved on it for an instant, T saw had a
plokish tiage, snd 1 ot once fearcd hall,

Tae thunder aond  lightolng  almost
ceased, but  tha  cloud sl came
on with great velocity. Leaning ngains
wy barn I eapgbt  ihe st faiot

puils of the north wind; then a gust; then
the strong eold wind blew ficrecly. 1 heard
A noise as of great winds blowing through u
forest; louder, louder, then barsh and dis-
eordunt—the Lail grinding together as it
falls,” I thought, A few sceonds passed,
sod the advance of the hail was npon me,
Laige, lrreguler picees of lee, driven by a
strong wind, fell fuster and faster, and In
less time than it takes to tell it my wheat-
flelds that had been wavivg in billows in
the wiod were ground into the earth—
ruined, utterly 1uined. The work of a
year was lost In an instant,

We have munv watersspouts in Kunsas,
Drifting rapidly before the fierce storme
winds of tbe plains, the water-apout ad-
yances, The rotary motion constuntly
inereasing in strength, the power of suc-
tion increases. The work of destruction
begius. Houses, barms, fences, wagons,
barvesting machinery, tools, are forn to
pieces, and tbe suction, combioed with
the ‘rotary motion, causes them to mount
upward 10 the spout. The rubbish of the
prairie that lies in the path of this de-
struetive cogine rizes up and adds to the
denseness of the clond, A water-spout on
land is not a body of pure air in fantastic
shape; but it §s an almost solid eoluwn of
sand, sticks, remnsnts of houses, head; of
grain, bits of hay-stacks, corn-stalks, with
wow and then an animal or mwan, riding in
a dry water-pout—not mounting to heaven
in a fiery chariot, hke Ehjah, but riding to
eternity in a tornsdo. Everytbing jo jts
patt—animal, or created by wman—disap-
pears, annibilated as far as form is concern-
ed. The course of a water-spout can be
followea with the eye, as the charge of
MeDonald’s eslumn at Wagram was, by the
deud, the wounded, and the ruin that en.
cuombers the path,
