The
aaae wea then defended by tbe Baltimore
and Ohio Railroad Company, and the dvci-
sion of the lower court was sustained. In
these decisions exclusive grants lo a tele¬
graph company were declared lo be against
public policy and then foi e void.
A contract was concluded Saturday be¬

tween Hie Baltimore and Ohio railroad and
the American I'uion Telegraph Company
hy which all the telegraph lines and busi¬
ness of the railroad company will be man-
aired in connection willi the American
Union instead of the Western Union and
Atlantic and Pacific Companies. The con¬
tract was made for ten years. The total
length of the lines of the Baltimore and
Ohio is nearly 6,000 miles, and there are 400
offices.

OX THE UMOX PACIFIC.
The situation along the line of the Union

Pacific railroad remains unchanged. At St.

noss from the Union Pacific No discrimi¬
nation is made between dispatches prepaid
and those on which .be nites are to be col¬
lected at thc point, of delivery. All Inter*
abanaa ni business with the Union Pacilic
is refused. The Mate laws of Missouri pro¬
vide for each r«f tis-il to transmit messages a

penalty of $100. It is said also that thc
Western Union has refused to ex.-hung.'

ny at some point in Illinois. The telegraph
laws of that Slate provide that any c unpuny
refusing io receive and transmit in good
latta the meeaaa*et of anotbepanapanj sinii
forfeit all rights and franchises acquired
under the laws of that State. An action
under this law will probably be begun eoOR
against the Western Union Companv.
