Russell was nominated without opposition
for the office of City Auditor, and Mr. Wil-
fiam F. Spotswood for president of the
Council. The future cancuses of the body
will attract more interest, as they will de-
cide the nominations to be presented at the
meeting of the Council on the 1st day of
July for all the offices to be filled, incinding
the entire police corps, and the seleetinns
will have to be made from among a great
number of candidates,

Tuis immense system of railroads ix the
counterpart of the Lonisyille and Nashville
system, which reaches the soacoast at
Charleston and Savennub, and covers a
large extent of ecountry. The purchase,
some eighteen months sgo, of the Char-
lotte, Columbia and Augusta railroad by
the Pennsylvania Railrond Compauny, the
Ricbmond and Danville Railroad Company,
and Thomas and William P. Clyde, was
the beginning of this movement, The se-
cond step was the formstion of a syodi-
cate composed of New York, Phila-
deiphia, Baltimore, and Richmond ecapi-
talists, controlling among  them the
Richmond and York River railroad,
the East Tennessee, Virginia and
Georgia railroad, the Memphis and Charles-
ton railroad, and the Selma, Rome and Dhal-
ton railroad, with numerous branches, ex-
tension=, und copnections, This syndicate
was formed to purchase all the ruilroad in-
terests of the Pennsylvania company south
of Richmond, which gave to it the control
of the Richmond and Danville ralroad,
with its leused roadsin North Carolina, run-
ning from Richmond to Danville, embracing
the Piedmont road from Danville to Greens-
bore’, N. €, and the North Carolina ruil-
road from Goldshoro’ to Charlotteas atrunk
line, thus affording an ontlet throngh Itich-
mond o deep water for the entire systen.

This was followed by the purchase of the
controlling interest in the Greenville and
Columbia Railroad Compuny, of South
Carolina, and by arrangements for scenring
the immediate completion of the Western
North Carolina railroad from Ashvitle, N. .,
to Point Roek, Tenn., which mokes another
link eonpecting the roads lyinzg west of the
Blue Ridge mountsing with those east of
the Blue Ridge, at the saine time affording
the shortest pructicable route between the
Northwest and the States of the southern
seabourd. The Richmond and York itiver
railroad, composing 4 section of the rrunk
Hineof this combination, extends from Rich
mond, Va., to West Point, Vi, on the Ches-
apeake bay, a distance of thirty-eight miles,
This road is operated in eonnection with
the Richmond and York-River hine of
steamers. It was destroved during the
military operations of 1862, and wus re-
built in 1867. Tue East Teonessee, Vir-
ginia, and Georgia railroad extends from
Bristol, Tenn., to Dalton, Gua., with
a branch from Cleveland, Tenn., (o
Cbattanooga, Tenn., u distance of 270
miles, with about 24 miles of side
tracks. This line was formed by the con-
solidation in 1869 of tbe East Tennessce
and Vireinia rmilrond, ehartered March 6,
1849, and opened June 10, 1835, with the
Enst Tennessee and Georgia rallroad, char-
tered February 4, 1848, and opeved Oc-
tober 18, 1856.

The branch road to Chattanooga, twenty-
nine miles in length, was originally a sepa-
rate road, but it was aequired by the East
Tennessee and Georgia on its completion,
The Rogersville and the Jefferson and the
Cineinnatl, Cumberland Gap, and Chuijes-
ton railroads were purchased at a foreclo-
stire sale for the non-payment of interest on
the State mortgage lien in 1871, ‘T'his line
ineludes the Western Nortn Caroling rail-
rond to Point Itock. The line of the Mem-
phis and Charleston jead extends from
Memphis, Tenn., to Stevenson, Ali.—
a distanee of 271 miles, It has branehes

to Somerville, Tenn., and to Florence,
Ala,, making 363 wiles of road in
the ageregate. The Selma, Rome and

Dulton road, also a part of this system, ex-
tends from Sclma, Ala, to Dulion, Ga,, o
distance of 237 miles, The capital stoek of
this eorporation was reported in the finan.
cial statement of 1872 at 5,000,000, There
are many other branches and leused lines
radiativg throughout the territory hereto-
fore mentioned, The effect of this combi-
nation will be to give greater economy of
operation and inerensed elficiency of service
than has heretofore been possible under the
old eondition of things where the roads were
independent and disconnected, While it
seeures to the owners greater protection
from competition it also affords the public
better and cheaper facilities,

Amwong the parties interested in this en-
terprise are those controlling the coast-line
svstem of railroads, including the new and
short rallway hoes running from Charl s-
ton and Savannab to Florida, and also a
pumber of steamship lines trading between
Philadeiphla, New York, Baltimore, and
southern eosst porls, It also connects at
Richmond and at Danville with the railway
lines from those poin's to the northera and
castern States for throough passengers aod
express traflie, and ot Norfolk and West
Point with the steamboat lines to the north-
ern and eastern ports for through and way

traflic.
