The committee hu not taken any cfticlal
action tblt tear. There ba*, however, been
much Inicref-t In the re-form. Trie **-r'clllng-
Eeforru Association met In July, 1870, as a

brunch of tho National Educational Asi-o-
elation. Resolutions In favor of the reform
had alres.lv been passed bj the Stale Teach¬
er*' Associations of Penn*ylvsnls, Ifaaaa*
chosen*, New Yolk, New /tracy, (Hilo,
lows, Missouri, and Virginia, as well as by
tbe American Institute of Instruction and
other bodies of teachers. Papen were pre-
seined at thi* meeting by Professor Ilolde-
man Jones, of Liverpool; Hon. W. T. Uar-
ri*, of St. Louis; Mr. North, of Hie' Utica
Herald. Tbey were printed tn phonetic*
spelling In the proceedings of thc Amerlcsn
Edikcat ional Association. Tbe State Te-u li¬
rra Association of Missouri also voled to

print their proceedings In phonetic ty*c
In August and Sepiember last Scribner's

Monthly published two striking, articles in
favor of the reform from Professor I.ouns-
bery, of Yale.
On thc 2d of September the Chicago Tri*

orme appeared in amended spelling through¬
out. On tbe 17lb Hie Home Journal, of
New York, began to tic printed with the
following amendments:

First. Drop the ue at the end of word*

Thus spell opposite, pre¬
terit, hypoerlt, riquisit, a*BL When the
preceding vowel is long, a* in polite,fl-iife,
Invite, unite, Ac, retain present form un¬

changed.
Third. Drop final te. in such words a-

quartette, coquette, cigarette. Tnii* spell
ciguret, roset, epaulet, vedet, i'szet, ste.

Fourth. Drop final me in words like pro¬

gramme. Thus spell piogram, orifhrn,
gram, etc.

Fifth. Change ph for / In words like
phantom, telegiapn, phase. Thus spell
Hlfatiet, paragraf, fllosofy, fondle, fotograf,
Ac.

P. S..No change In proper name*.

[Tbs above rules were adopted by the
Home Journal septemlier 17, 1879.]
They have heen followed hy the Utjca

Hawkeye, the Cleveland Leader, and many
papen. The Electrotypes tbe Type Foun¬
der, and the Electrotype Journal had
eui lier mendrd their wavs.

Labor at Washington reported a bili to em¬
power the President to appoint a commis¬
sion to investigate and report upon the
spelling of the public document*, with a

view to its simplification, and a joint com¬
mission with the Government of (ii,ut
Britain. In EDgland, also, there hus beea
progress. A large number of Hie most
eminent men have accepted othes in
the new Spelling Reform A*soeia-
tion; J. H. Gladstone, Max Muller,
Darwin, Tennyson, Hain, Taylor, Murray,
Lowe, and the like. The Philological Asso¬
ciation of Bnalaad bave also taken up thc
reform in earnest, and have appointed a

committee to report a list of words needing
amendment in behalf of history and ety-
mology. The list is lo be presented hy Mr.
Bareet, the great Anglo*8sXOB scholar, on

the Otb of July.
