1 think sometime been
reported as having been furnished with
clothing who nie amply able to provide
their own clothing. The Btate is suffering
seriously from exorbitant accounts allowed
r.nd certified lo the Auditor for payment,
and I beg your c..Operation in effotts to
arrest them.
Thc law allows three dollars per div for

conveying prisoners to the penitentiary.
Thc Sergeant of Richmond conveys prison¬
ers OM at a time ou succeeding days, and
charges three dollars thus for each pris¬
oner, wben all might be taken on tba rame
day.that is, all who are convicted at the
s'lmc term of court.

I haye carefully examined tba accounts of
the Sergesnl of tbs city of Richmond,
which haw been certified to me for pay*
incut, and many Of tbOSM which were paid
by my predecessor, and I sm forced to thc
eoneiusion thal thev exhibit not only total
disregard ol law, but a reckless extrava*
france Which, in HIV opinion, i* wholly in*
compatible with either economical, faithful,
or honest administration. Von may think
this strong language, bul I think lbs facts
not only Justit) bul demand emphatic Con¬
demnation and prompt and vigorous judi¬
cial Investigation,

lt is unnecessary to (jive you thc name*

of all thc prisoner! who are alleged to have
received clothing at State expanse. They
would make a vera long list. I will, there¬
fore, only give you a .sufficient number to
satisfy you as "to the general character of
these accounts.

Similar accounts
have been made off by the Sergeant,
certified by thc Court, mid pjid by Ina
Auditor, each month for years past. For
many months these accounts were mor*>
thin four hundred dollars per month.
