The attention of the Health Ofticer
was called to the condition of the water by
a number of citizens who had discovercd
in it both an unpleasant taste and odor, and
it Is helleved that by reason of the delete-
rlous matter in it it is unfit andambealtby
to drink, For weeks past, In consequence
of the long drought, the water in the re-
servolrs has been very low, with the soures
of supply diminisbing with the continu-
ance of the drought. To this, in large
measure, is ascribed the present condemned
condition of the water. Whether the fault
ean be thoroughly remedied withoul cleans.
ing out the reservoirs and washing out the
pipes remains o be scen, The mortality
iu this ¢i’y this month bus been greater than
has been Known for many years, Tue Heslth
Oflicer informed me that for the four weeks
ending yesterday eighty-five deaths were re.
ported in the city, vot including those that
occurred at the almshouge, Of these, fifty-
two were colored and thirty-three white,
And yet there has been nething like an epi-
demie in the eomamunity, 1t is seldom that
our mortality exeeeds six'y per month, and
oftensr than otherwise it fulls below fifty.
