Alleged Wife-Killer,

JOUN COLEMAN, AN EX-CONVICT, CHAROKD

WITH KILLING HIS WIFR IN MAXCHESTER—

WIS AKREST—YVIRDICT OF THE CORONER'S

JURY, &C. Eatid

Susan Coleman, a colofed woman, wha,
ot the time of her death resided in Mune
chester, near Bowen & Bradley’s tannery,
died yesterday morning after an Illness of
a few days. Coroner Ingram was called
upon to view the body. Upon questioning
several parties in the neighborhiood he was
led to believe that the woman bad died from
eruel treatinent at the bands of her husband,
Flinn, Burruss alias Jobn Coleman ; where-
‘upon the Coroner directed Constabie C, %,
Wells to sommon a jury of six. The fol-
lowing gentlemen eom d Lhe Jury: H,
A. Jordan, foreman; T. M, Fendley, John
W. Owens, Jumes Bradley, A. C. Harding,
and David Beattie,

Martha Coleman, a colored woman who
livig near Coleman’s house, testified before
the coroner’s jury that about two weeksago
Susan Coleman, the deceased, stated that
she bad been badly benten by her husbhand,
und showed to the witness an ugly bruise
upnn the left leg and another upon the left
side, which he bhad inflicted with a large
stick. The witness further testified that
the decensed was taken sick Immedmtely al-
ter being beaten, and gradually grew waorse
until she died. She al-o stafed that the de-
ceared had been in excellent heaith just
proevious to the time of her husband’s beats
ing her, and was enceinfe, She did not see
I(.‘nlrm:u'. beat hiz wife, but was told about
it the next day,

Ewma Coleman, another colored woman,

made the same statement, These witnesses |
{were not related to the decenased,
Cliiborce Gray (eolored) testified that he
{saw Coleman beat his (Colemsan’s) wife
abont two weeks azo with a heavy stick,
Soon sfter she was struck she fell down.

Severual other witnesses were examined;
after which the fury rendered a verdict that
Susan Coleman came to her death at the
hands of her hushand, Flinn Burruss alias
tJohn Coleman. He was subsequently ar-
I rested and locked up in the eity jail, and |
will have a preliminury examination al the
Mayor's Court of that eity this morning,

Coleman does not deny huving beaten Lis
wife, hut says he did not cause her death,
He is an ex-conviet, and was employed at
Granite, in Chesterficld county.

COMPANY A SUCCESS8~—MR, GREENSFELDER
SHARES HONORS WITH MRS, RICHINGS-BER-
NARD—A REVIEW OF THE OPERA, AC.

Mre, and. Mr. Bernard may féel justly |

proud of the ¢ordial reception that was ac-
corded the first presentation that has ever
been given of tbheir opers The Duchess, Mo-
zart Hall was filled with a brilliunt au-
dience, whose unmistakable and frequent
marks of spproval stamped this the inftial
performance with a favorable verdict that
capnot be gainsald.

The following is the cast, to whom much
eredit is due for the success of the evening :
Captain Barrington, Mr, Edward W. Hoff;
Corporal Nabum Nimmo, Mr. Joseph S,
Greensfelder; Anne Hyde (Duchess of
York), Madame Cuaroline Riebings-Ber-
nard; Louisa Sydney (her Maid of Honor),
Miss Amy Rogers.

-Mrs. Caroline Richings-Bernard was, very
naturally, the star of this quartette, for sg
it was she who first gave form to the con-
ception, she, above all others, with her supe.
rior dramatic and voeal powers, might have
been looked to for its perfect erystalization.
Her setlog and singing was grand throughs
out. The greatest evidence of her Iyric
force was probably seen in the aria of the |
second act “ Meawwhile each Moment,”
when she portrayed the Duchiess inall her
proud and nearly masculine courage. She
completely overshadowed her timid and in«
experfenced prolégé, who suffered from a
(ouble disadvantage. Miss Rogers is yet a |
noyvice on the stage, and her timidity on |
first cssaying so mmportant a réle naturally
overcame her, Her lines in dialogue were
Inaudable to the nearest seats to the stage,
And then with a voice of mezzo soprano
character, she had to contend with a con-
tralto purt.  Her volee is pure and sweet,
and when she reached the duet with the |
Captain In the ftirst act, * When Caught |
and Coged,”” she had gained muceh of ber
self-possession and sang ler part with
feeling, Ifer chaste rendition of the song
o What Delightful Feelings” won for Ler
a decided encore,

Mr. Greensfelder as Corporal Nimmo
made a decided bit, and skared honors with
the prima donna. He was thorouglly up
In his  part, and sang and acted to
the great satisfaction of his auditors, Ife
bas a grand voice and knows how to act,
which are elements of suceess that give bim
great promise for the future. The scene
between himsclf and Mrs. Berunrd in llw|
duet near the closing of the second aet,
My Treasure,” wus very fine, probably
the moxt spirited and enjoyatile of the eve-
ning. [is *muke-up** was capital (though
e might have looked a little wore fierce
with a wore caduverous moustache), and his

Mr. Hoft portrayed the rile of the Cap-
taie admirably, Ile was easy and graceful
in hisacting and sang his ditlicult part with
creat sweetness,  To him the composer had
entrusted the sweetest und most tuking sir
in bis entire work. It was the ballad In the
first aet entitled  Woman's Love.,” It will
most likely be considered the gem of the
opera, and lLecome popular should 1t he
published, Mr, Hoff Jid it full justice, as,
in faet, he did bis numbers thronghout.
The ballud = AlL! Can I E’er Forget Thee
Quite,” in the second act, i9 very sweet but
trying on the voiee, but admirably suited to
show ofl the tenor's best efforts, and he re-
ceived an encore,

The quartette at the finale of the tirst act
was beautifuily rendered, as was also that
in the tinale of the second. 'The orchestra,
though small, was eflective, and are Lo be
commended for their c-;rufuf and successful
performanee of thelr parts,

The opera was originally intended by
Mr. and Mrs, Bernard as a compliment to
four of their puplils in Baltimore, who were
lo perform it &t sowe meeting of a private
theatrical elub to whieh they belonged. The
work, (ben unplinished, was scen and ad-
mired here, and Mr. Bernard induoced to
complete and produee it in Richmond,

The difficulty of a successful operatie
creation cannot be well over-estimated, for
the work of the author and composer are
so mutually dependent one upon the other
that the work of the musielan or drataatist
is often Impaired and sometimes ruined by
his co-laborer., A good libretto, that will
play well, can only find its successful musi.
cal interpretation in a genius who can enter
thoroughly Into the spirit of the author, so
as to make the music langnage a paraphrase
of the plot, Dramatic aetion, sad utter-
anees, and langhable situations must all
find expression in the music as well us
words, So for success in an operatie creas
tion the composer wmust enter thoroughly
into the spirit of the author’s work, o #s to
portray it in Lis own. In this Mrs, and Mr,
Bernard have achieved thefr suceess, There
is unity in the work of eichi; and they
blend so as to form an opera which seems
the inspiration of one genius,

Tue plotof the opera is rather what might
be termed serio-comie, and (s founded npon
an historieal incident which occurred du-
ring the reign of Charles the Sceond of
England, It is completed 1 two sets, and is
es<entially a parlor epers, written after the
plan of the « Barber of Seville” and * Don
Pusquale,” The incldent upon which the |
plot 1s founded is as follows :

The Duke of York, brother to the King,
was naturally weak, but bis wife, Anne
Hyde, united in ber own person all the stir-
ring qualities of ambition and martial srdor,
and in the effart to cirevmvent her bold
manenvyrings and plots the King and court
were kept constantly in a ferment. Parlis.
mwent brought in a bill for the exclusion of
her husbawd from the succession, and
pending its passage orders were issued
to kcep the Duchess under arrest in her
own bouse at Riechmond, The command of
the troops ditailed for this seryvice was given
toa young officer, who naturally shrank
from the disagreeable duty, In the wmean
time the Duchess endeavored to  ef.
fect her escape by substituting  her fa-
vorite maid for herself, and the many
ludicrous situations caused by the exchange
of charseters forms the plot ol our opera.
It Is rendered especially intricate by the
fact that the mwaid, having met the young
officer, a mutual attachment has ensued,
and to complicate mutters still more, an old
Corpornl, who 18 a constant and favorite
comrade of the Captain, fulls desperately in
love with the Duchess and purstnes her
with his rough attentions throughout the
piece, ta her evident horror and disgust ;
but of course the denouement brings every
one into their proper sphere, and the usual
meeting of the happy palr takes place as the
curtain falls.

The curtain rises on a reception-roem in
the mansion of the Duchess, The proud
mistress of the kouse is giving expression
to her anxiety for the well-being of her im-
prisoned liege and lord in the rreuy and

FLoulne soon joins her and is filled with
lear, baving wmet the soldiers who come o
imprison ber mistress withio her own home,
and she stugs the pretty ballad, “ When
Faint with Fear.,” The duo which then
follows between the Duchess and her mald
is expressive of their resolve when t!u-y
sing “ Whatever May Betide.”
