2, MiLLigAN was one of the citizens of
Jodisna who were charged with a *“con-
spiracy ”” and tried by a military commis-
gion sitting fn that State during the war and
sentenced to death, On May 10, 1865,
Laxppiy P. MiLuigax presented a petition
in the Cirenit Court of the United blates
for the District of Indiana asking to be dis-
ebarged from unlawful imprisonment. He
alleged that he bLad been = citizen of In-
dians for twenty years and bad never been
in the naval or military service of the
United States, Suffice it to say that the
csse went to the Supreme Court of the
United States, which in December, 1566,
rendered such a decision as caused the
discharge not only of Miuuicax but
ol all the other *conspirators.’” ‘The
case is reported in 4th Wallace. The
important point in tbe declsion is that mar-
tial law could not be permitted even during
the existence of a clyil war to displace the
ordinary admioistration of law io a State
peither invaded nor engaged iu rebellion,
and where the civil courts were open and
in the proper and unobstructed exercise of
their functlons; and that the guaranty of
trial by jury cootained In the Federal Con-
stitution rendered null and void all trials
of such citizens In such States by military
tribunals—that is, citizens not engaged in
fbe naval or wilitary service,

We don't know the names of the lawyers
who were engaged in this celebrated case,
We Liave scen it stated that Mr, GaARFIELD
was one of MILLIGAX'S lawyers; but we
doubt the truth of the statement,
