of triumph. I bear it in the deep, melodious
bay of your mighty volees, Itisinthe very
air we breathe. For six years the public
volee and will of this country has been be-
hind the Democracy, In 1874, by your voice,
the Democratic House of Representatives
was elected, and the Democraey stood with
one foot in the stirrup. In 1878, after in-
tervening victories which had swept the
field, the Democratic Senate was clected,
and the Democraey got another foot in the
stirrnp.

As one of those who
fought ngainst the Unfon, who fought
aguinst Huncock, 1 say that the North
and South alike shall ehime In one grand
chorug loud and long the song of Union,
in the words of Tennyson: * Men may
come and men may go, but the Union sh il
roll on forever.”

Grant, and under the
peculiar mathematiesd sy-tem of eight to
seven and the Returning Board of Louisis
ana.  [Applanse.]

My friends, there was another idea which
opened the way for the people to march tos
wards Hancoek—a way as brond as Penn-
sylvania avenue between the White Hounse
and the Capitol, It was the idea of Hberty,
When the HRepublican party came into
