Upon this bed Mrs. Emma Young,
the t-granddaughter of Patrick Heary,
hnfl:nd suffered during the past (wo
weeke, Mrs. Young is twenty-five years
old, and ber picture, takeu sometime be-
fore ber sickness, shows her to bave been a
JJooking woman, She ix now a mere
skeleton. Her face bears traces of great
mental as well as physiesl suffering. Pov-
erty is undoublediy the prime cavse of her

illnces. The attention of the cbaritable
public hae been invited to Mrs, Yonng's

case, and if she recovers an attempt will be
made to secure for her a position in one of
the Departments,

The unfortunate lady has =een a great
denl of trouble within a few monthse past,
Her mother, Mrs. Susan Hewry, wife of
Patrick Henry, a grandson ol the great
orator, died about three weeks ago. About
soven vears sgo Mrs. Young's tather died,
Five vears later ber bushand also diwed,
jeaving a litle daughter for the mother to
support. Mre. Hewry bind been given irreg-
wlar employment in the Agricultural De-

rtment up to the time she was taken sick,

fen the tamily was deprived of all means
of sustenance, and was virtnally dependent
upon the charity of neighbors,  Mrs.
Young’s daughter was taken ill, and her
constant attendance upen ber motber and
child, terminating with the death e
former, eompletely prosirated her.

A correspondent of the Sun called upon
Mre. Young to-day. She was too weak to
converse for any length of time, Her know-
ledge of the Henry family seems to be ra-
ther imperfect, Her father, who wasnamed
after the orator and stutesman of the Revo-
lution, seems to have befn an enthusinst
about all that coneerned his great-grandfa-
ther. Patrick Heury sccond was a son of
Nathaniel Henry, whe was ason of the great
Patrick Henry by bis second wife, By bis
two marringes Phtriek Heory was the father
of fifteen children. His first wile bore
*him six, of whom only two survived. 8ix
sons and three dapghters were the result
of the sccond warriage, all of whom
were living when he died. in 1799, Mrs.
Young's father resided in Yirginia during
the war, He was a staunch Umon man,

and lost all of bis property during the
struggle. After the war he came to Wash-
ington, He was possessed with the idea of

writhng a life of his iustrious aheestor, be-
Heving that justice had not been done the
remarkable abilities and wonderful powers
of Patrick Heory by his biographers.  Ars,
Young bas in her possession a manuseript
consisting of sixty-seven written pages of
foolseap, which her father had evidently in-
tended to bave published in a vewspaper
us a sort of prelude to his book, The man-
useript is not completed,

Mr. Henry, in his manuseript, gives a pen
pletore of Potrick Henry as told him by the
late W, W. Seaton, of this aity: * e de.
seribed bim ss being about six feet in

¢lght, rather spare, and comewhat raw-
boned. His complexion was dark and
sallow, withont e appearance of hlood in
his cheeks. His countenance grave, thonght-
ful, penetrating, and strongly marked with
the Honeaments of calm and deep reflection,
His forehesd was bigh and stralght. His
chin long and woll formed, and his nose
somewhat of the Roman stamp, though
like that which we find wupon the
bhead of Cicern, rather long than much
assimilated to the Cwsarean form. His
eves were of a kind of blueish gray, not
large, deeply-fixed In his head, overhung
by full, dark, and beavy brows, and farther
shaded by long black Jashes, 'They consty-
tuted most unquestionably the finest fes-
ture of his face, for they were brilhant, foll
of spirit, and capable of the most rapidly
shifting ond powerful expression, It was
diffleult to describe his mouth, in which
there was nothing very remarkable, except
when he expressed a modest disseut from
the opinion of others, With the lips firmly
compressed, it portrayed firmness of pur-
pose, and at other times, with lips relaxed,
it displayed an exuberance of good humor,
wit, and pleasaniry.”

Mr. Henry suys that it may not be gene-
rally known that when, in the year 1765,
Patrick Henry was a voung member of the
Virginin House of Burgesses, which then
bield its sessions in the old colonial eapitol
at Williamsburg, Mr. Jefferson, then a
vouth and the junior of Patrick Heory by
a few years, was & stodent at the Willism
and Mary College,”’

Mrs. Young has few relatives living. She

hins one sister in an insane asylom, and an-
other living at Utica, Kausas. She also has
a seeond cousin, Mr. Wirt Henry, who lives
in Richmond. There is no doubt of her
relationship with the grest stalesman of
tevolutionary davs, Her case Is one which
should commend itsell to the eharity of a
great pation which her ancestors Lelped to
form,
