A-New Company to Tunnel Broadwny.

New Yorg, September 5.—The sucerss
of the elevated rallways, coupled with the
many objections, most of them unavoidable
to that system of rapid transit, hay revived
the old project of a railroad under Broad-
way, and a new company has been incor-
porated for that purpose. Tt Is called ¢ The
New York Underground Raflroad Cempa-
ny,” and is to suceeed the old * New York
City Central Underground Rallway Compas
nv.” The directors are Samuel Camp-
bell, Hugh J. Jewett, George K. Blaneh-
ard, George Ticknor Curtis, Samuel
L. M. Barlow, R. Bewell, George
B. MeClellan, Andrew (ilsey, E, A. Quin.
tard, G, ‘T, Howard, Douglas Campbell, J.
F. Ruggles, and Jumes F, Pierce. Their
first meeting will be held next Thursday,
when, it is said. General MeClellan will be
elected president of the company. The
plan of the road has been completed. The
route will be from South Ferry along the
east side of the Battery to Broadway and
Bowling Green, thence up Broadway and
under Union Square to Madison Square,
The 1waln line will continue through
Madison avenue to Forty-second street,
and a branch line will run uwder
Brondway to Fifty-ninth street and Eighth
avenue., The plan contemplates two tun-
nels, side by side, each fifteen feet high nnd
twelve and a ball feet wide, built of brick
and cemented. The tracks will be at an ay-
erage depth of twenty-five feet below the
puvement. Very heavy engines will be
used, which will burn eoke and consume
their own smoke, and will propel trains of
elgnt or ten earg ot the rate of twenty-
five miles an hour, including stops, Both
trains and tunnels will be lighted by clec-
tricity, Veotilation is provided for by
frequent air-shafts, and the engines will be
so arraneed, by means of a wide flinge
around the eab, as to form a piston and
sweep the air before them, to be discharged
at each ventilating sbaft, while the vacuum
thus ereated will draw fresh air in. As
each tunnel will be traversed in the same
direction alwavs, it is expected that this
device will keep the air pure and fresh, thus
obyiating one of the greatest oljections to
the London tunnels, where trains passing
both ways in the same tunnel keep the
smoke and dust stirred up, but do not re-
move them,

The delsy in the delivery of steel for the
gsuperstructure of the East-river bridge hos
cansed much annoyance to the engineers,
and they announee that the bridge cannot
be ready for the public by the time ex-

peeted, July 4, 1881, nor for several
months after tnat date, The steel is
now being delivered, however, 27,460

pounds having reached Jersey City ves-
terday, und it is promised that fut are ship-
ments will be uninterrupted, as the makers
now have facilities for producing it rapidly.
The lot pow in Jersey City has been tested
and pronounced to be of superior quality.
The guys of the superstructure have also
arrived, and workmen will begin putting it
up immediately, It will be 4 work of much
danger, and only experienced men, mostly
rigeers, will be emplayed on it.

Persons having a letter to drop
in any of the boxes should proenre a stamp
and affix it seenrely to the letter before post-
ing, All letters hereafter found in the let-
ter=-hoxes without a stamp affixed-—no mats
ter whether any money may be found in the
hox or not—will be sent to the Dead-Letter
Office, Wastiington, D. €., as unmailable,
