At the office of B. G. Arnold ft Co. no

information could ber obtained beyond a

confiimalton af thc stniemcnt that they had
made an assignment. Memlrers of the trade
state, however, that the firth bas been seri-
ou*ly embarrassed for some lime, owing to
the immense stock of coffee they were

cai 11111- in the f-iee of a steadily-declining
maiket.
