ing the company's insolvency, and revie w-
g ull the faets in the eanse, said:

** Having thus itsell made a case for a re-

eaiver and aetoally anticipateda eourt fn ap-
poioting one. this court Is relieved from the
patoful inquiries and delicate responsibihty
usunily devolved upon courts in passing
upon applications for receivers; and, there-
fore, 1 am rconfronted with ‘but a single
guestion, which is whether or not this eoort
will allow the defendant company to appoint
its receiver for it?
* This i% an insolvent life-insurance com-
panvy—a company which has approoched
thousands of men and women in the land
and said, if out of vour annual earnings
and savings vou will pay ma annual pre-
mivme of monev during your natural lives
I will st vour death pay to your widows
and children certain thousands of dollars
for their support. Huaving recelved these
premiums for twelve or tifteen years 8on
10 a few weeks past, it now reveals tn
the world that it cannot comply with the
solemn obligations which 1t bad under-
taken. I think that the mere tact of the
fatlure  of a life-insurance company
is prima facie proof that its operations
have been conducted in a frandulent mon-
per; wud if the fatlore i1s not explmoed by
some great casualty, such ns a widespread
pestilence, or sudden financial conyulsion,
or physical ealamity, 11hink that it is per se
proof of frand, I will not pretend o say
that it creales the presumption of moral
turpitude in the managers of the company,
but it eertainly does of construetive frand ;
that is to say, of thal financial Imbeeility, or
recklessness, or extravaganee, or thut gross
negligence which is equivalent io its consze-
quences to fraud, and which a ecourt is
bound to regard as eonstructive Trand,
