In
that eleetion the State debt is to be the main
fssne, Those who agree with tne fairoess
and integrity of General Mahone's position
will, without regard to previous politieal
opinions, supporl the State ticket to be
nominated by the Reddjusters. The result
in 1870 snowed Lhat this party embraced a
mnjority of the white voles as well as o
jority of the colored votes, We bope and
belicve it will be sttended with similar sue-
¢r%= in the coming campaizn. We hope
this beeanse in opposition to it is the Bour-
bon Democrsev—a parly wedded to the
past, sullen and pestile to the constitutional

We tind the following in the Monthly To-
bucco Cireulor of Mesars, SAWYER, WalL-
LACE & Co., of New York, under date of
the 2d in<tant ;

«(old weather retards bnsiness al the
wiestern breaks ss well as io the countres.
The receipts at Louisville and Clueinnati
consist prncipally of Burley from Eastern
Kentucky, und sell readily at 2adc. above
prices current a year igo, and the same
advanee s paid tor loose crops.  Stemmers
have made n beginning, at aboui e, on the
Ohbin, we presume for sclect erops, a8 we
anderstand common to fuir can be bought
at Agde.  In the Clarksville distriet we lLiear
of 5@5ic. paid by stemmers, and as high as
7e. by eountry prizers, [ Dlinols some
purehases huve been made at d@s4. and
this 8 sa1d to be the range for dark coarse
Vissouri, while T@s is puid for their Bor-
ley erop, which constitules about balf the
yield of that State, and prowises to monopo-
hize it this year. The continued popularity
of this Burley growth at steadily sdvancing
prices (the average price of lasL year's
sales at Cmelnnatl 18 134, year before
124) is drawing general attention to its cnl-
ture, and it seems quite probable that it will
Jarzely displace other sorts, The demand
seoms 1o be coneentrating  more and more
on two kinds, the extremes of quality—viz..
the Burley for home use (and in o smuller
desree for export), and the dark silky
Clarksville and western distilet for export,
potably to the rezics and north of Europe.
The stocks of these two varieties are small,
swhile the intermediste sorts grown along
the Ohio and lower Green rivers ave in hur-
densome abundanee, [t would secin desira-
bie therefore that the Burley should be sub-
stituted for these intermediate and unpopu-
e kinds, whicl can ondy be foreed off at u
price unremunerative to the farmer and de-
precisting the others for which they are taken
a% a substitute, We are not sure thut it
would he prudent to extend its growth fur-
ther at present, because the extinsion res-
commended would likely be suftictent to
cqualize the prices of both the popular va-
rieties,

« We are <till comparatively in the dark
as to the guality of the western erop, bt
pegrel to bear that it bas suffered some in-
jury from frost, whieh will increase the
proportion of low zrades, .

o The Virginia crop is represcnted as in-
ferior. particnlarly the dark  beavs leat,
The production of this sort is also smull—
Iittle more than balf an average—while the
bright or yellow tobueco section of that
State and North Carvelina may  turn out
nearty an average crop.”’

In conversation with us an old dealer in
Virzima tobaceos for export, especially to
the continent, urged that if our people
would try faithfully to prodoee the rieh,
fat dark leaf of old times there would be no
difieulty in placing it al a good price; tha
during a recent visit o Bremen, Germany,
e conferred with the tobacco-men there
about the standing of Virginia tolaeeos,
when they told him that nabody wanted
this tobdeco vow, not beeause western wis
better but heeatse 1t was regulur in size and
quality, whereas Vieginia had become o
jrregular as to require them to elass it us a
wpondeseript,”  He further urged that in
the Clarksville (Tennessee) district they
would probably this year go largely into the
« White Burley,” thos destroyine for the
time Virgima's ehiel competitor on dark
heavy tobaceas in Europe, and thut there-
fore now was thetime to do our very best
in bringing baek the ancient type of heavy
Virginin tobaceo,

It i= due to our friends in the country
thut we should present to them all sides of
the question; but we nevertheless think
that the efiort shonld be made, in anexperi-
wmental way, throughout our dark-tobuces
region, by the planters in general to pro-
duce the * White Burley.” It is certainly
now greatly in the ascendant, and if we can
produce it to advanlage we ought to reap
the fruits of the demand while it Justs,

The State Debt,

We think that there is a substantial unity
of opinion amongst the Demoerats of Vir-
ginta os to the faet that the public debt of
the State must be reddjusted and taken out
of politics.

Editers Dispateh : 1 have noticed that
both you and some of your correspondenis
have had a good deal to sav lutely ahout
W hite Burley tohaceo, and if it is in order
to say wore on that subject 1 would just
like to say o few words, and which few
words arise lrow a sineere desive to promote
the interest of the planters and farmers of
tobacco in Virginia. Just bere 1 wish to
say thal for several years past 1 have been
advising my correspondents in Mecklen-
bury, Brunswick, and some olher counties,
sithat if they could not make either fine
shipping or bright fluc-cured wrappers, to
make cotton or some other murket crop.'”
The red vondeseript stuff they had been
makipg was not wanied, and for years past
could not be sold at prices to pay. Some
sections took wy advice and planted cotton,
end the result was entirely satisfactory,
Now, I don’t know much about the White
Burley tobuaceo, but 1 can’t belp thinking
that that sort of tobacco was produced by
heing cultivated on a certain kind of
soil aund length of seasons. Unless
rrown on similar soils in Virginis, and with
ike seasons, 1 am constrained to believe
that the character of 1t would be soon
changed, Just as Ses-Igland cotton, it
brought to Virginia and cultivated, would
soon turn to the old-fashioned green-seal
sort. I take it for granted that you know
that the seed of tbe Sea-Islund cotton iy
about as black and as slick as & common

black pes, none of the lint of the cotton
adberiog 10 it, sod yet, il cullvated lo Vi

Flat was doue, there would be still no slick-
ness about such seed, Now, it Is well
known that body, erit, or sand would kill
the value of the White Burley tohaceo,
This beng so, does it not strike you that in
many sections of our State that it would be
impossible to grow it without its having
mare or less sand on It (or grit); and on
rich lands, it it escaped grit and sand,
would it pot bave too much body ?

One thing, 1 think, is settled beyond is-
pute, and that is that it will pay a Yirginia
tobacco-grower well to make elther fine
stipping or fine flue eured wrappers, I a
grower has land that will make either of
<uch kinds, my fdea Is that he would he
wanting in good judgment to plant a erop
of the White Burley. No tarmer or planter
fn Virginia has had cavse for wany years
past to complain of the priees paid (quickly)
either for fine snipping or fine flus-enred
wrappers, and [ am perfectly satistied that
sueh sorts, sere for acre, bas beaten the
White Burley by long odds.  Tnetruth is,
Virginia bus for many years past ma e too
mineh tohuees, and that the great bulk of it
bus been poor or nendeseript; and the
constquence lias heen very low priees, espe-
clally for the latter, no matter if it was nearly
as big as the half of a horse-blanket,

Mark you, 1 do not oppose planters ox-
perimenting with the « White Burley ™ if
they believe their land suitedl to il but I
certafinly think that if they can muke old-
time sorts that will pay they bal better
stick to sueh as thelr main erop. 1 you
will ask any manufacturer of tobaceo (if he
i« like ours), he will tell you that sand or
grit would kill thesale of White Burley, M
that s so, how ean it be raised on land
which beretofore has brought tobaeco with
<o mueh sand on it a8 to compel Virginia

VEATIE OF A WELL:KNOWN CITIZEN —ELECTION
OF CHURCH OFFICERS—SINGULAR AND FATAL
