Through Fire to the Penitentinry.
HOW FROM A EEEMING THIFLING CIRCUM-
STANCE JAMER HITER FOUND QUARTERS IN
THE STATE PRISON,
The recent history in connection with the
arrest, trivl, and convietion of James Hiter,
the negro who wos safely lodeed lo the State
penitentiary on Wednesday, i very inter-
esting, filted, os It is, with tragie inzident.
Some time Jast vear the subject of this
narrative was discovered seereting himse!f
in a railroad depot in Louian county, it was
evident, with a view to robbing the prems
ises.  For this offence he was tried and or-
dered by the County Conrt to receive seven-
ty-eight lashes in Instalments of twentg-six
eich,  After two of the flagitory remimers
had been administered, and tnere was yet
due bim a balanee of twentyssix stripes, a
burning sense of shame, or more properly
of rawhide, aroused in bim a desire 1o
tran=fer the fire upon some other object.
The most ready subject being the walls  of
his prison-honse, he applied the torel o
them on the 1 h day of December lust, hut
the imes wore detected and extinguished
before any matertal harm was done.
Nothing daunted at hes ticst falloree, he
aeain set fire to the jail on the 4ih of Janu-
ary st, buring that strueture to the gronnd,
and making zood his escape. e was ofters
