stibsist without being fostered by men who
know what they want and bave the courage
of their convictlons; and not even such
men ean hope to become u lasting forve,
save by organized, persistent effort, Then,
tellow-teachers, let us show ourselves wor-
thy of our bigh calling, aod ready to deal
with the far-reaching soctal and moral pro-
blems in whose solution we are and must
inevitably be willing or unwilling factors.

The publte schools are an usquestionable
and prodigions fact; Jet the private teachers
do all 1o thelr power to aid their legitimate
development, so as to yleld the greatest
good to the greatest number, The private
sehools have always been, and will pl‘n[llﬂﬂ_\'
always rewain, the nltimate shaping eduea-
tional influence of the State: let the publie-
school teachers doall in their power to keep
thiese sehools equal tothe best of their kind
to be found anywhere.

The two school systems are properly
supplementary, not antagonistic; letus keep
them so to the common good of all,  But to
do anything we must act, and act togetber.
Shall we alone of the learned professions of
1he State remain without Iofluence, indeed
without existenee as a body ¥ We, wnose
boast and proud privilege it is to train 1he
minds, to give ideas, to teach thinking,
shall we wait apathetically until a new gene
ralion has come with i1s new idens snd
thrust them upon s, or thrust us sside to
make room for a new Virginia, which shall
lnygh to scorn our eluim that we are the
true Yirginians with trne Yirginia ideas !
I« it mot plain even to the supesficial
thinker that the traditions which we vene-
rate, the priveiples to which we hoid, the
characteristics which we love, and which,
all towether, have made In the past that
splendid type of humanily known os the
Virginisn—is it not plun that all these
must be forgotten, must change and disap-
pear from our soclety, unless we can modify
and adapt them to the new order of things ¥

In the
front rank cwong them stands the subject
of education for our Virginin women,
What shall it be ¥ Virginia society, as
such, s less ghle than ever before Lo prolect
our women fo ghe lfe struggle, and more
than ever do they need all the help that ean
be given them.

Aguin: Sball we bave well-edueated,
thoroughly-trained teachers, or bLave our
rapks full of incompetence and ignorance—-
lgncrance in a profession where ignorapee
15 vieer  And such questions abound. In
the Hst of subjeets for discussion at the ap-
proacking weeting of the Association will
be found some of those questions from
which this generation can in no wise eseape,
They are stirring the world sround vs ; we
cannot remain unmoved. To that list, ap-
pended below, we lnvite your attention.
And we beg you most earnestly not only to
rend those questions, but to come to the
meeting and diseuss them.  We say advised-
1y, “ discuss them » ; they are net for parti-
st wrangling: they demand our calmest
and wisest thoughte, Puapers will be read
