OF THK NEW KSOINE.A FINE MACHINE A
SUCCESSFUL SQUIRT.OP.KAT SATISFACTION
AT THE PURCHASE, AC.
The Committee on tho Fire Department

of the Council yesterday evening had an

Inspection of the department, Chief Taylor
being in command. It was quite an inter¬
esting event, especially so in view of the
fact that the new steamer recently par*
chased by tbe committee was not only to be
trie! but received by the city. A number
of prominent citizens were therefore pres¬
ent who were anxious to iee the piston and
rotary engines Bl work together, and among
the spectators were several experts, all of
whom seemed delighted with the new Sils-
by.
A general order from headquarters was

published yesterday winch required the as-

tembllng of the apparatus at the corner of
Tenth and Canal streets. The drivers were
instructed to walk their horses to the meet¬
ing point. When Ibe gongs recorded 6
o'clock the Chief sent In bis private signal,
and then turned In Bo**: 14, corner Tenth
and Byrd streets. The apparatus arrived
in the" following order: IIo«e Company,
No. 6, 6:11 P. M.; Ho )k-and-Ladder Truck
Company No. 1, 6:1G o'clock; Steamer No.
fl liosc-carriage, 6:10; Engine No. 3, 6:18
P.M.; Steamer No. 4, (1:20; Steamer No.
2, 6:21 P. M.; Steamer No. 5, 6:23, and
Steamer No. 1, 8:43 P. M.
As 'he companies arrived the engines were

placed in position and the trial commenced,
Nos. 1, 2, and 3 starting to work prompt Iv
at 6:30 P. M.j No. i at 6:35 P. M.; and No.
5 at 6:43 P. M.
The effinei were in beautiful order, and

with a good head of steam worked very sat.
Mactorily. Rut the new rotary was tlu¬
cent re of attraction. The first trial was

through two sections ol hose with U inch
nozzle. The new steamer showed steam
from cold water in three minutes from the
time thc torch was applied. In six min-
utes ai.d forty-five seconds the gauge
indicated a pressure of twenty pounds,
and in seven minutes and foi ty.five
seconds thirty pounds, when it was put
to work. There was now a large crowd
in attendance, and all eyes were turned to
the stream of this beautiful little engine.
A steady, uniform, and powerful flow of
water came from the nozzle. Sigher and
higher, straight from the pipe, went the
water, and it was soon apparent that the
committee had secured a tine piece of ap¬
paratus. Distance of solid stream of water
thrown, 375 feet. The engine was then
stopped, one section of hose taken out, and
an inch-and-a-half nozzle put on. This
sticam was perfectly wonderful. Its power
and evenness astonished all who witnessed
the trial. It was thrown over 300 feet.
The other learners were now stopped, and
the new one had a trial with four splendid
streams (three-quarter inch), thrown about
180 feet.
We have already stated that the new

steamer takes the place of the one taereto-
foie use;l by Engine Company No. 5. The
machine was built by the Siisby Manufac¬
turing Company, Seneca Pella, N. Y., and
weighs between 5,700 and 5,800 pounds. It
is a third-size engine, and has a capacity of
600 gallons of water per minute. Itlsacrane-
ni«k Steamer, nickel-plated holler, and all
exposed parts of iron-work uickel-nlatcd. It
is fitted with Archibald's patented wooden
wheels, and is regarded by judges and
all who h ve examined it as a model
of beauty, strength, and compactness.
There are now mil Stithy engines in use in
this country and abroad. Rotary steamers
have been in operation about twenty-six
years, bat this is the first one the Richmond
depai (mont has had. The city of New York
has now one Sil»by rotary in the tire-patrol
department operated by thc insurance nc ii,
and the prejudice against this cl iss of ma-
chino seems to be gradually giving way.
Our new engine was bought by Menai*.
King (chairman), Rankin, and Taylor, pur¬
chasing committee, at a eofl leas than the
appropriation made by the Council, aud
will bc put info service at once.

Your Honors,.We ask leave to petition

for a lot. on which to erect the Lee monu¬
ment. Thc combined fund* of our commit¬
tee and of the Association of which tbe
Governor is the head are now sufficient to
begin the monument, tba sum total being
nearly 140,000. Of the amount collected by
our committee a large part.indpe.f the
larger portion.was drawn from States
south Ol Virginia. Georgia alone gave
nearly double the «um collected in Virginia.
From Richmond our contributions have
been very small, but this, we thought, was
a? it should be, for the city, in the magnifi¬
cent defence of her by ihe great explain,
being more intimately associated with his
brilliant achievements than any oilier place,
would come forward, we knew, and make
her contribution in what we now ask for.
namely, a suitable site for tbe monument.
Years ago such a site was ofl'ered us on

(iambic's Hill, but recent buildings have
destroyed or detracted from the beauty of
the position there.
One or two of the open squares in the

western part of the city have also been sug¬
gested, but apart from the fact that they
ofter no special beauty of position, there i's
the greater objection in the fact that the
honor intended to be paid to the memory of
our great hero would bc leeteued should
thc monument be placed in the outskirts in¬
stead of in the heart of the city.
As | classic and beautiful spot the Capitol

Square would certainly bc the nio-t appro¬
priate place; and did the Square extend to
Mun street there could not be found in
America a more beautiful situation for a

statue than in front of the southern portico
of the Capitol. As it is, however, the
Square is too small not to seem overloaded
should a second equestrian statue be placed
there, particularly when outside of the
square it could bc seen from uo part of the
city but from Bank street.
The objections to all these sites being

deemed Insuperable, another was to be
sought; and it has been found in tbe lot
belonging io the estateof the late Mrs. John
Allan, which lot is at the corner of Main and
Fifih streets, and is now for sale. With all
thc buildings swept away, and commanding
as it does a beautiful view down the river,
il would add greatly to thc beauty of the
city to have in it ¦ small public square.

There, where the two streams of soetsl
and business life mingle for a moment in
Um heart of the city and then wend on their
different ways, would be the appropriate
place foe the great soldier. perpetuated In
broun.to stand for all ii^ch loosing over
and beyond the city he defended so well,
down those lints once held by armies whose
achievements, guided by his skill, are im¬
mortalized in history.
Washington's statue in the Capitol Square

represents the great Virginian who guided
successfully the first American Revolution.
If you will give us the spot on which to
place it, a little farther on will stand tbe
statue of Lee as that of the great Virginia
captain whose skill and valor on the field
was only surpassed hy lti.it calm, dignified
courage and bearing in defeat which made
the vanquished thc peer of the victor. Few
capitals could show monument! to taro
such men, teaching as they do to the youth
growing up under their sacred ibsdow that
truth, jii'ticp, and courage will be honored
alike in the hero who die> under the shad ,\y
of adversity as well as in him who sank to
list on the loftiest bright to which earthly
prosperity and a grateful country could lift
kim.

Feeling confident you will think it is due
to dene: al Lee's memory for the city to
contribute I suitable site for the monument,
and that none could be more appropriate
than tbe one we now ask for, we beg that
you will seriously consider our request and
pray you to grant it.
