“ He gaid his convictions were dl.-cillcll'tr
in favor of mixed schools, and in oppos
tion to all others 3 not that he was specially
anxious to come into contact with the waite
man in order to be bettered by (he associo-
tion—for ho did not believe this possible—

supposed they were making an unecommonly
stroogly-worded protest
of holding two offices or places, when they
provided that no person holding a saiaried
office should even be capable of !wingi
eloctkedl to the Legislature, And having
thas deprived all salaried officers of the |
right even to be candidates for the Legisia- |
ture, the Constitutional Convention no
daubt flattered itself that it had disposed
of that question forever, Surely there was
mo loop-hole through which a salaried
efticer could creep into the Legisluture,

Of course the object in view in provi-
ding that no salaried officer could even be
elacted to the Legislature was to prevent
salaried officers from using the influence
of their positions to secure election to the
House of Delegates, and then resigning the
salarfed offices before qualifying as mem-
bers of the Legislature. But Mr. Bram

doea not so understand the Constitutlon,
He construes it as follows :

+ By reference to the 6th section of Arti- |
cle V. of the Constitution, it will be seen
that the qualifications of senators and dele- |
gatea forbid that any person holding a
salaried office under the Bate government
shall be eapable of being elected a member
of either house of the General Asscmbly,
but nowhere in that Constitution does the
converse of that provision exist.””

There it is, you sec. The Constitution
provides, quoth Mr. Bram, that a saluried
officer can’t even be elected to the Legisla-
ture, but it does not provide that he shall
not b¢ a member of the Legisiature ! That
is to say, It Mr. Farr had resigned his seat
In the Legislature yesterday, he eould not
to-duy be elected @ member of that bhody:
but inasmuch as he holds on to his seat, he
has a right to hold on to it} Notthat he is
even eligible to a seat in that body.
By no means. Mr. BLam elaims no such
thing. AIl he claims is that though
i Mr. Fanr were outside he wonldn’t
Bave the least right to enter,—would, in
point of fact, violate his solemn outh to
support the Constitution if he should en-
ter,—yet heing inside, he has the right to
remaln inside! If that isn’t drwing a
fine point, then we never heard of one;
and drawing it, too, in violation of the
spirit of the Constitution; for Mr, Drar's
admission that Farr couldn’t enter if he
was outside, is an admission to the fullest
extent that he has no right in the House—
that be §s o mere interloper—but being in,
Mr. Bram thinks he may remain in.

But that isn't all. Mr. Bram says the
superintendent of Publie Instruction is
not an exceutive officer—does not helong
to cither the exeeutive, the legislative, or
judiclal department of the government.
Did Mr. Bram ever hear of such an instri-
ment as the Federal Constitution f—and of
the following provision contained in that
instrument ¥} We quote:

Article VI, paragraphd: ©The senn-
tors and representatives hefore mentioned,
and the members ok the several State Legis-
lutures, and all executive and jodieiz] ofli-
vers, both of the United States and of the
several States, shall be bound by oath or
aflirmation to support this Constitution.”
