to hivgiene and the marchive powers of
soldiers. Among other interesting fuets
Colonel Ziegler mentioned that the Swiss
examining surgeons are compelled to re-
jeet, every year, eight hundred reernits—
the strength of o battalion—for malforom-
tion of the feet resulting from badly-fitting
shnes,

The foot is in reality o how so elastic that
at every step it contruets and expands,
lemgihens aud shorteus, and a line drawn
through the centre of the great toe fnters
stets the Lheel,  But shovwakers, who are
generally utterly ignorant of the miatomy
of the foot, did not give room enough fo
the Interal extemsion of the great toe. They
erib, eabin, and conflue it until it is forced
against the other toes,  Hence arfses fre-
quent inffmmation of the great toe, corns,
uleerntions, and somethnes veritable artien-
Tar inflammatlon,

to blame gs the lgnorance of the shoe-
making fraternity.

Nix Kicking Mules.
AN OCCTURRENCE IN GUATEMALA FULLY RE-
PUPTED BY AN ENERGETIC JOURNALIST IN
OREGON.

A Standard veporter vesterday heard the
following story from the lips of a well-
konown citizen: “ While in Guatemnla re-
cently T was travelling from Esquintla to
the capltal city over oneof the most rugged
aud villalnous roads to be found proba-
bly the wide world over. On nearing
the sunanit of a kigh range of hills, where
a twm of the road revealed an immense
ravine or chasm som: five hundred feet
deep, 1 overtook a Mexican riding a mule,
with astring of five more ulfulrhr‘d to the
leader, ‘The custom of leading mules in
that country s as follows :  Thelr tails are
tied In knots, with a bunch of grass or
cornstalk leaves fastened to each as a bait,
A stilp of cowhide s firmly tied from the
tall of the leading mule around the neck of
the one following, and so on to the last,
The rider mounts the lender, and urges
Lim on by a vigorous application of whip
and spur, the haited tails enticing the rest
to follow,

“The leading mule stumbling over a
boulder, the rider commenced to yell,
whip, and spur. This unlooked-for” in-
dignity wade the wule lash out, reaching
thee head of No, 2 with a territic whack,
e, wroused and insulted, did likewise
with like result to No. 3, who followed
suit on to No. 4. Ditto from 4 to 5 and 5
to 6. who, being last, had to kick at va-
cancy. - Here there were six mules, all
kicking behind, as mules never kicked
before, The Mexican swore, spurred, and
whipped to his utmost, It was soon evi-
dent they were backing down the Ll with
the sheer foree of Kicking, It was the
mwost ludierous sight I ever saw. 1 ex-
pected every wmoment’ something would
give way, but rider, mules, tails, and cow-
bide held together.,

At last the edge of the precipice was
reached by the hind mule, who tumbled
over, dragging the next after bhim—still
kicking, He pulled the one preceding
over, still kicking, and so on until the first
was resched —all still kicking., Looking
down the ravine, I eould dimly discern the
mass of mulanity sll in a heep, still kick-
ing, and, for aught I know, are still kick-
iug there to this day, as a Guatemala mule
vever tires of kicking.”
