The di alli of this gentleman, which oc¬

curred on yesterday morning af hi* resi¬
dence, in BncMngham county, will dv.
grief to many hearts in Virgi ipi awl -onie
oven lieynnd her bounds,
Mr. Ficklcn was bom about the year

1830 in or near Winchester, tn this state,
and was trained up a* a Loy in the mercan¬
tile business of Joseph Sherrard, who wa*
an old and esteemed merchant of that town.

In carly manhood he removed to Frcdc-
rick"biirg with his widowed mother, a
brother, and seri ral sisters, where bc sunn
entered the dry-goods business, and after¬
wards became a member of the prominent
dry-goods firm of liomin-, Fieklen &.
Walline, in Erctlcncksburg,
Anani tin- year 1897 he rsmoved to Rich¬

mond and became a partner in tip- drv-
goods business of Mr. J. P.. Watkins un¬
der the Arm of Watkins fis Ficklin, occu¬
pying ow- of Hie line tcucmciit* on the
present lite of the Citizens Rank. Mr.
Fi'-klen'senergy and enterprise contributed
much to the large and successful bantness
of this linn, which was terminated bv the
war in 18(11, and J he building, whose ten-
antcv waa raJnlned hy Mr. watkins, per¬
ished in the gnat fire of April, 1868. Be¬
tween is<;i .ind tsi.i Mr. Fieklen conduct¬
ed, with the late Warren Slaughter, of
Eredciicksbiirg. an auction awl commis¬
sion business in thcalmVi'-rutTitiotied store¬
house; after which he purchased and oc¬

cupied the line river lioinc-tcaii, tbe " Red
House," two miles below New (an¬
ton, in Buckingham county, where,
as stated, he died. After locating
Buckingham, Mr. Fieklru'i fine social
qualities attached to lum bis neighbors and
county-nun, sn that he became popular.
