Seventy Men Drowned in a Coal-Mine.

Details of the Disaster at Diamond, 11—

A Flood on the Prairie Breaks Through
inte the Mine~Eflorts 10 Rench the Seene
of the Catastrophe—No Haope of Finding
Any of the Men Alive,
e ———
Bramwwoon, Ir.L., February 17.—The eity
is filled with Jamentations, owing to the
terrible disaster of yesterday, which re-
sulted in the death of seventy persons, A
numiber of those killed Teave large families.
The nceident occeurred in the northeast
side of Shaft No. 2 of the Wilmington
Coal-Mining and Manufacturing Comnpa-
ny’s mine. This company 15 one of the
